the Senate. This report had been brought up, and
demanded to be spread upon the minutes at a right,
while it eould only be received through courtesy.
It had been attempted to inuke the Journals of this
Legislature a vehicle of political buncombe, and
this attempt hud giveu rise to t .is protracted

inated the first LiourJ, and those nominations luid
upon the Senate's table twelve days, giving every
Senator ample time to ascertain the character of
the gentlemen named for this office. They were
confirmed, and Gov. Johnson, in his own room,
presented these gentlemen with their certificates,
aud pronounced them Inspectors of the Peniten
tiary tor the ensuing two years.

After some conversation in which the Governor
expressed his opinion that the otbeers of the Pen
itentiary should be taken elsewhere than from Da-

vidson county, the Governor finally siiid, in sub
stance: ' Gentlemen, it is useless to disguise the
subject any longer. 1 wish it distinctly understood
that 1 am in favor or Mr. lute lor Keeper of the
Peliitentiarv. You can lay the blame, if there is
anv, fiiiirelv on me, and if Davidson don't like if,
she may go to h I, and be d d." lu the face
of this ex raordinary speech, the Inspectors pro-
ceeded like freemen, und exercised thrwr own judg
uieut, and elected another man than Mr. White.
The consequence was they were aibitraiily thrust
from office by Andrew Johnson because they had
the independence to disregard the nod and beck of
the Governor. Iu striking contrast from this course
of Gov. Johnson, Mr. F. rehearsed the history of
the nomination of Inspectors by Gov. N. S. Hrown.
After Lis Inspectors had been formally inducted in
office, one of them approached Gov. Drown and
asked biro if he hud anv friend he desired to be
ppcinted Keeper of the Penitentiary. Gov. B.'s

reply was " Yes, Fir, I have, but I would lose this
right arm before I would indicate his name to you!"
Here was proceedings which reflected honor upon
the Governor of Tennessee. He stated all these
facts as historical, and upon his own responsibility,
aud he was well aware that they could not be con-
troverted.

The speech of Mr. F. was one of the most effec.
tive that has been delivered upon the question, aud
was delivered in forcible and eloquent languige.
We regret that we are unable to give more than
this meagre sketch of it.
