of the Wes."

The London Times does not state upon what
authority it makes this bold and unequivoesl
declaration, and in the absence of this knowl-
edge, we are inclined to think the 7¥mes has
either misunderstood Mr. Buchanan, or wholly
perverted and misrepresented what he did say,
We are led to this conclusion from our belief
that Mr. Buchanan koew better what became
hig position as Minister from the United States
to Great Britain—that he Las been troer to
the real sentiments sod opinions of the Amer-
fcan people, which have, throughout the strug-
gie bolween Ruossia and the Allies, certsinly
not favored the policy of Great Britain, to
hiave given assurance, either officially or semi-
officially, or even privately, of any such cor-
dial sympathy as the 7imes represents lim as
giving, Mr. Buchanan holdsa high diplomatio
position in London as the representative of a
neutral power—a power that has explicitly
declared that while it seeks peace and amity
with all nations, will forin entangling alli-
avocs with none—and it would be
becoming in him, either in his official or pri-

cally ssserts he did.
