It is u great mistake, ofien a fatal
one, to kill a dog that has bitten a
person,

tient is predisposed to think it did.

Adog
aftor inflicting a wound should be
caged and watched, and it were
even well if some dissimnlation
were practiced to make the patient
believe the dog was all right, even
should it develop symptoms.

A Cura For Diphtheria.

The following remedy is said to
be the best known, at least is worth
trying, for physicians seem power-
less to cope with the disease sue-
cessfully. At the first indication
of diphthevia in the throat of a
child mako the room close; then
take a tin eup and pourinto it a
quantity of tar and turpentine,
equal parts. Then hold the cup
over a fire 80 as to fill the room
with fumes, The little patient, on
inhaling the fumes, will coogh up
and spit all the membranous mat-
ter, and the diptheria will pass off.
The fumes of the tar and turpen-
tine loosen the matter in the throat
and thus afford the relief that has
baflled the skill of physicians.—

It is time that people, who puv
the taxes levied to conduct public
affairs of the country, should have
something to say as to how much
these taxes should be.

Aaron Burr in Georgla.

In March, 1807, Aaron Burr,
while under guard, crossed the riv-
er near Fort Hawkins. Burr and
his guards were drenched and chill-
ed by the freezing rains when they
reached the river. He was eaptored
below the Tombighee River in Als-
bama, and was required to ride on
horeback at the rate of forty miles
per day. The guards, with thaix
prisoner, crossed the river in ca-
noes, in which their eamp oquipage
was placed, and by the the side of
their canocs their horses swam un-
til they reached the Oconee, where,
at Fort Wilkinson, they crossed
the first ferryboat they had seen in
the whole route; and in & few miles
beyond that river they were shel-
tered by the first roof—a house of
entertainment kept by a Mr. Bevan,
The hounse is standing at this day,
near Gilledgeville.—Macon Even-
ing News.
