Many distinguished individuals took
part in the procession, which presented a very im-- f
posing appearance.

The procession reached Lafayette square a few
minutes before one o'clock, where a magnificent
spectacle was presented.

iear the statue, which stands in the centre of
toe square, were two elevated ranges ofscats, occu-pio- d

by hundreds of Iadiesi; the capacious and beau-
tiful square itself was filled with a vast multitude
of citizens and strangers; variously estimated at

.'from ten to twenty thousand; while at the win-
dows and upon the balconies and house tops of the
princely dwellings around were numerous groups of

- spectators.
Directly West of the'stntuo a rostrum had been

. erected for the orator and distinguished guests.
We noticed upon it Clark Mills, Esq., the artist;
Hon. S. A. Douglass, the orator; Rev. Messrs. But-
ler and Gallagher, chaplains to Congress; the

all the members of the cabinet; Generals
bcott and Wool, in full uniform; General Houston,
Col Benton, General A rnich'nnrr Father Ritchie,
v. f. Jiiair; the uommittce oi Arrangements, viz :
Mayor Maury, B. B. French, and William C. Rives,
and several others.

At one o'clock the services commenced with an
appropriate prayer, by the Rev. C. M. Butler, chap-
lain to the Senate.'

The lion. S. A. Douglass was introduced by Ma-

jor Freuck Mr. Douglass pronounced an eloquent
oration. He commenced by an allusion to the
statue before him, the product of the genius of
Clark Mills, who had never even seen a statue of
the kind before. The statues of Peter the great and
the Duke of Wellington presented no such admira-
ble arrangement, the horses being maintained in
rampant attitudes by being bolted to their pedes,
tals at the tail, whereas this wascntirely self-poise- d.

He then gave a biographical notice of General
Jackson, and concluded with ecomiums upon his il-

lustrious deeds.
Clark Mill3 was then introduced, and received

with much cheering. He waved his hand to his
assistants, and instantly the veil parted, fell, and
disclosed to the view of admiring multitudes the
magificent bronze statue. Inscribed upon the mar-
ble pedestal, upon the north side, are the words :

"Our Federal Union, it must be preserved."
"Upon the south side :

"ANDREW JACKSON."
"Upon the east :

"Born March loth, 1767."
And upon the west :

"Died June 8th, 1815."
The artist uttered no words; the statue spoke for

him, and amidst the mo3t enthusiastic cheering
he bowed and retired.

The Rev. Dr. Gallagher, chaplain to the House,
pronounced a benediction.

Martial music and booming of cannon, followed,
and continued while the military countermarched
around the statue. The military were then re-

formed, and having returned to the City Hall, were
dismissed.

We noticed Mr. Stansbury, the artist, elevated
upon a platform, sketching the scene in Lafayette
square.

The supper of the Jackson Associatibn, at Jack- -,

son Hall, was served in fine atyle. Up to the hour
ofclosing the telegraph office speaking had not com-

menced.
We append the following interesting description

of the statue :

It is not saying too much to assert that thcro 13

no equestrian statue in the world equal to it. I
have seen most of the celebrated statues in the Old
World, and understood the comparative merits of
all; but I never saw anything, nor could 1 imagine
anything, so like a living animal. Its proportions,
the anatomy, the attitude, and the action, is so per-
fect and life-lik- e, that it scarcely seems an inani-
mate thing. Every muscle is in full play, and
drawn up with the force of an excited and rampant
horse. With its eyes of fire and expanded nostril,
breathing impatient fierceness, it looks, to use the
pontic language of Scripture, "terrible." The artist
lias fully realized the ancient and sacred poet's
grand conception of a war-hors- e. There is no part
of it, from the beautiful and fierce head to the very
hair of the tail and the hoof, that is not full of ex-

pression. Beyond all question It is, in point of
merit, the first equestrian statue in the world.
Those who were most intimately acquainted with
General Jackson, say that the likeness of the old
hero is excellent, and that dressed in precisely the
same uniform he woreat the battle of New Orleaus,
the whole tigure looks livingly natural. My aston-
ishment is not less than my admiration. Here is a
man who never saw a statue who never studied
tinder any of the great artists, nor never saw their
works; he by the force of his native genius and in-

domitable! perseveronce against the greatest diffi-

culties, has, in this great work, outstripped all the
genius of the Old World.

But the most striking featurejof this colossal statue
is the whole group being balanced and resting on
the hind feet alone. There is no other support
The tail is thrown up, and the fore feet raised in a
rearing attitude. Here is a mass of metal, thirty-fiv- e

thousand pounds weight, balanced on ibe hind
feet of the horse, and stands as immovable as the
pedestal itself. It was considered a great triumph
of art in supporting the world-renown- ed statue of
Peter the Great, of St. Petersburg, which is only
about a thousand pounds heavier than this one, by
its hind feet and tail alone. The English papers
speak in high terms of the artist of the Wellington
statue, at Edinburg, for having succeeded in sustain-
ing that great statue in the same way, that is, by
fastening the tail. This must always give a tame,
unnatural appearance to the horse. If the artists
of Europe think they have done something great
if the Russians think it a great merit in their statue,
which cost nearly a million of dollars and eighteen
years labor if the English boast of their Welling-
ton statue what shall we Americans say of our art-
ist, who, by rightly placing the centre of gravity,
and consequently giving the natural attitude to the
horse, has made his statue to stand without any
other support than his hind feet? This is truly a
great triumph of American art.

It would appear that not only arc wo beating
the Old world in the practical and useful, but in the
fine arts also. Mr. Mills, who has labored four
years with so much anxiety, and against so many
difficulties and discouragements, has placed himself
m uieurst ramcoi great artists, xio nas lost money

An American Vessel Searched by a British
Man-of-Wa- r. Late advices from Cuba inform us

of the search of the American schooner Aid on her
way from Cardenas to Matanzas by one of the ves-

sels of the British fleet now cruising on the coast of
Cuba for the purpose of putting a stop to the slave

trade. She was boarded, thoroughly searched and
her papers overhauled. This is an act which calls

for the immediate attention of our government It
is a settled principle that our vessels are not to be

visited and searched on the high seas. It was on

this question that we declared war against Great
Britain in 1812.

Legislature has appointed a committee to investi-

gate the charges that have been preferred against
James IL Butler, a Judge in Rockingham county,
who is said to have offered a Mr. Breese, a mem-

ber of the Railroad Committee, a bribe to induce
him to vote for the union of the New Hampshire
Railroads. Hon. Ira Pcrley and N. B. Banks, ap-

peared before the Committee as his counsel, and
Messrs. Cushing and Fike, as prosecutors for the

State. Much excitement existed at Concord in re-

lation to the matter.

Tiie (kdimity to General Pierce Hopeless condition of Vice

Washington, Jan. 7. The overshadowing topic
is the sad calamity which has fallen upon General
Pierce. The universal sympathy of this commu-

nity is most strikingly manifested in every voice.
The hopeless condition of Mr. Xing contributes to
increase this melancholy sensation. He may get
to Cuba; but even that is doubtful.

There is nothing fixed about the cabinet Mr.
Hunter, who, it is well ascertained, was offered the
State Department, has not, as far as anything has
leaked out, signified either his acceptance or decli-

Washington, Jan. 7. It is believed that a
union of the leaders of the democratic party in the
Scnatg and House will take place, by which Mr.
Soule's contemplated ten million resolution will fol-

low as a natural sequence to the passage of-Ge-

Cass's resolution affirmatory of the Monroe doctrine.
So far there has been an absence of union in their
movements, which led, in some degree, to a misun-

derstanding.
Cabinet speculations have measurably died away.

Several pilgrims to Concord have recently returned
here, looking solemnly wise and shaking their
heads, but otherwise giving no sign. There has
been some informal caucussing among what is
know as the barnburner wing of the New York
members. It is undertood they are willing to
withdraw all pretensions in favor of Marcy or Dix,
and rest satisfied with the Attorney Generalship
for some younger man, if they can get it The quar-

rel in the party will, however, in all probability,
leave New York out of the cabinet altogether.

The Indian Department has received a letter
from the special agent in Florida, Colonel Blake,
confirmatory of the accounts of the refusal of the
Semfnoles to acquiesce in the treaty under which
they were to remove from the State. There are not
more than a hundred men of the Seminoles remain-

ing in Florida; but the everglades afford such se-

cure retreats that they can give a vast deal of
trouble. Col. Blake suggests the propriety of em-

ploying a number of Creek warriors, now settled
west of Arkansas, and who are the natural ene-

mies of the Seminolesto whip the latter by con-

tract, at so much a head. The Department, how-

ever, is at present of opinion that an efficient mode
of forcing the Seminoles to emigrate and join the
rest of their tribe, would be to despatch surveying
parties to Florida, accompanied by an armed force,
and proceed to survey the land3. This would give
an earnest of the intention of the United States to
settle the country, and it is believed, would speedily
bring Billy Bowlegs and his Indians to their senses.

La Bandera
Mexicana, of the 3d, publishes an extra, announcing
that Col. Cruz had driven Carvajal's forces to this
side of the river. We have reh'able information to
the contrary. The fact is that Carvajal's prospects
arc now more promising than they ever were. In-

stead of a repulse, it was a ruse by which Trevino
withdrew the troops from Camargo, in order to ad-

mit Carvajal, with the main force. Trevino, it is
said, did retire, on the approach of Col. Cruz, to
Jacolitas, where, reinforced by a company under
Capt Villereal, he holds the force of Col. Cruz in
check. We have the pronunciamento of the peo-

ple of Reynosa and will fuanish it to our readers as
soon as it can be put in type.

In regard to affairs at Victoria, the Bandera is
again in error. We are credibly informed that
they are far from being settled insomuch that we
learn expresses have arrived at Matamoras, stating
that a severe battle had been fought, terminating

THE CLAYTON AND BULWEK TREATY -- THE
QUESTION OF VERACITY.

We find in the New York papers a despatch
from Washington purporting to give Mr. King's ex-

planation of the conflict between Gen. Cass' state-
ment, in the Senate, and Mr. K-'- s letter to Clayton,
in reference to the Clayton and Bulwer treaty.
From tiiis despatch we make room for the follow-

ing extract, a3 embodying of the ex-

planation:
It will be remembered that England, under a very old

treaty with Spain, liad a right to cut logwood at Honduras
and the dependent islands. When Cass called 011 King last
Thursday morning he misunderstood King's statement.
King did write the letter to Clayton which Clayton publishes,
and ne'tlid not deny it That letter says the Senate perfect-
ly understood that the treaty did noUneludo British Hon-
duras. While ilr.Kinp denies, positivelv that he everan-derstoo- d

the treaty to admit any such rights of Great Bri-
tain in Honduras as she claims, he iusists that his letter to
and conversation with .Mr. Clayton referred only to this com-
mercial claim to cut logwood. This, of course, all occurred
after tho Senate had ratified the treaty. In confirmation of
his statement, Mr. Kin refers totheclosingparagraph of th&
same letter, viz: "Frankness becomes our government, but
you shou'd be careful not to use any expression which would
seem.to recognize the right of England S f,ny portion of
Honduras." .Mr, King asks what this latter clause conhl have
referred to, if he understood that the British claim to Hon-
duras was conceded. It was this he said, the Senate perfect-
ly understood, that there was no reference made in that con-
nection to the British colouy. Mr. King denounces Clayton
bitterly, and charges wrong intentions upon him. To show
that Clayton took the same view of the treaty, Mr. King re-
fers to the former's le'tfer oftbe 7th May, 183, to Mr. Squier,
ehanrc to Nicaragua, which declares that after exchan of
ratifications of the treaty, Great Britain would have uo au-- j
thorny of any kind m Central America.

They may ultimately,
be forced to supply tho Ilome market, and it is a
matter of serious importance to themselves, which
should be duly weighed and considered. High pri-
ces, exorbitantprices, will rule, if this thing is ne-
glected.

We have looked
into the matter more closely, and sy to our friends that we
will hold ourselves responsible for shipments made to us, viz
if there is anything short we will make all right.

We would remark that we have done a great deal in the
two months to get matters right; you nave no concep-

tion how difficult it is to get along with these Railroads.- - --

When the connection at Augusta is made, (which will be by
lit February,) then produce will come through in lots.

Wc would say shippers must not be discouraged but "have
some patience. They expect early returns, but when the
produce docs not get here some times thiee and four weeks
after it is shipped how is this possible. We would remark
that those who ship corn, oats, Hour, &c, should be vcry
particular in puttingall in shippiug order.

Corn should be put in strong Osiiaburg or Ginscngsacks,
when put in the latter kind, should be sewed with bagginf
twine.

Shippers do not know their interest in paying so little at-

tention, "as there is a good deal of waste.
Corn shipped in this five cents homespun will not do at

all.
We are now shipping 3,000 sacks of com to Liverpool,

part of an order which wo received, the order beiiv for 50 --

000.

and prices on the other side are looking up. As soon as
freights decline produce will go up.

We have to pay 20 cents freight on com and 75 cents on
flour, when in ordinary times corn is taken out from C to 10
cents per bushel.
