Dearnor Mrs. Jacksox v 1828 —The sad be-
reavement in the family of the President elect. re-
ported the other day, brings to recollection a similar
painful incident which occurred, with almost equal
sudJdenness, amidst the congratulations that sur-
rounded Gen. Jackson, as President elect in the
winter of 1828.

Mrs. Jackson was taken suddenly ill about the
close of December, on the eve of her preparations
for removing to Washington, and in a few days was
numbered among the dead.

It was unquestionably the greatest and most lasting
shock of theold Generals life, eventful as it was
with slirring public and private incident. His
heart, for all that gave zest to social and domestic
intercourse, was buried with the remains of one
