" The declarations ofMessrs. Polk and Monroe had
lain idle in the archives, and should receive a legis-

lative sanction and force. It was evident to the .

--world that experiments were now making on our
forbearance, and being yielded to in any case, events
of critical importance will be forced upon us. Our

. timidity and negligence have laid us open to these
attacks upon our rights. Public sentiment has al- - ,

ways been right on this subject, and far in advance
of Contrress. Some years a'0, when Mr. Allen in-- ri

troduced resolutions on this subject, the Sena'e re-

fused to take them up. It will have to be acted on
at some time. The South American States were
falling to pieces, and were closely watched by
European Governments. They are all interested in
defeating us. They will with avidity seize upon
any chance of interrupting or defeating our inter-
course with the Pacific, and should any colony be
established on this continent by Great Britain, it
will be to our annoyance and injury.

All Europe is sensible of our necessity to keep
up unimpaired our freo and uninterrupted inter-
course with the Pacific and everything they can do;
they will to defeat and injure us in this respect.
Erance had recently attempted to get Souora. It
failed, but had it been successful, no doubt could
exist but what France would have insisted on her
rieht to hold it. lie had been informed some time
previous of the projected attempt ofErance on
Sonora. He read several articles from French pub-
lications, showing the fevering anxiety there to

' curb what they consider the pushing ambition jof
the United States, and to check our progress. lie
had no doubt but England and France would con-

tinue their policy to check the United States. It
should be answered firmly by the United States, in
the shape of this declaration. of

His resolution applied thi3 doctrine to Cuba. lie
was willing to purchase Cuba to pay a liberal
price for it, yet he would rather the people of Cu-

ba, by friendly regulations with Spain, or by revo-
lution, should become independent, and then unite
with us. He denied the unlimited right of Spain
to sell her territory, regardless of the interests and
desires of the people of Cuba. Congress, in 1S11,
directed the President to seir.e upon Florida, in
case any European nation should attempt to take it.
The people of Cuba had the right to decide whether
they would prefer to join the United States, or be
transferred to another European, nation. He pointed
out the immense importance of the Gulf ofMexico
to the United States, and contended that if Havana
became the property of England, the mouth of the
Mississippi, in case of Avar, would be hermetically
sealed. of

Spain was in no condition to do us harm, and he
.was content to leave it with her as long as she
could hold it, but it could not be transferred to any
other power. He read from a debate in the Eng-
lish House of Commons some years aero, when Lord
George Bentick declared that 'the way to settle the
Cuban difficulty was for England to distrain and
take the Island lor the debt due by Spain, and thus
put an end to American boasting by cutting our
commerce in two. no referred also to the mort- -

' gage held by France on the Island, and read Mr.
Everett's reply to the two ministers, complimenting
itin the highest terms.

Of all the hypocrisy from that of the Pharisee of
" old, no instance was more remarkable than that of

the European governments thanking God they
were not like the poor publican America, who inseized upon every thing upon which he could lay

' his hands.
He thought the object of France and England in

making the recent offer for a tripartite treaty, was
that they, having offered the United Slates a share

Jinitho control of Cuba, would then be free to act
'sl6"ne. They knew perfectly that their offer would
be rejected. But they desired freedom to destrain
for their debts. He was for notifying them that

"that destrain could not be levied.
He felt sure that at no day from this time fo-

rward would the declaration of the United States
be regarded as idle with respect to this subject.
This declaration had been sneered at as a John Doe

jcand Bichard Eoe notification. Our forefathers, is --

. sued such a notice on the 4th of July, 177G. The
emperor of llussia notified the world a year ago

..that he was the regulator of the affairs of Europe,
and the United States had refused to protest. The
time "was ribw come when the United States should
allow no instruction of the laws of nations to pass
unnoticed. This resolution would pass not now,
nor perhaps but it would certainly pass.
This nation would not, he felt assured, back out, as
was intimated tlie other day. In 1812 we entered
into a war, and came out of it front forward.

He gave an eloquent history of the progress of
t this nation since the days of the Involution. Our

strides had been by decades, and of these decades
- he had seen eight, and the progress in prosperity,

wealth, and power had been uninterrupted.
We had progressed politically also. The right

of search was once debated ; it is settled now.
JThe practical assertion tif it now would be tlie sig-
nal for war. Other difficulties had been overcome
also.

The time was come when we must perform our
duty according to the position --which --we occupied;
and, as we performed that duty, so will we deserve

" the inheritance bequeathed to us.
He rebuked that portion of the people who styled

-- any man who made an important movement a dem-
agogue, and regretted that there were so many in
this country who wore not governed by patriotic
feelings.

He really "hoped the Emperor of China would not
set up a claim to California, for, if he did, the claim
would find defenders here. Ho desired this cont-
inent to be free from European control. Our nation
is not to be circumscribed by possessions and colo-
nies of European powers.

Mr. Butler followed, agreeing mainly with Mr.

New York is ajnost rapacious and dishonest orga-

nization. For months we have noticed that the
press has been free and fearless in denouncing its
plundering and prodigal propensities. Its profliga-

cy and corruption have become so open rand noto-

rious,' indeed, as to provoke a general movement
against it On the evening of the 12th inst, a large
and highly respectable meeting was held at Stiry-vesa- ht

Institute to take preliminary steps to inves-

tigate and expose the knavery of the common coun-

cil. Among the- officers and leading men of the
meeting we notice some of the most respectable
and substantial men of the city. The

such men against the municipal government is a
guaranty that something is rotten in Denmark. A
committee was appointed to arrange suitable wajrs
and means for furthering the object of the meeting.
The Mirror sayii that the character and size of the
meeting give great hope that something will be
done, and expresses the wish that the movement
will go on "from conquering'to conquer, until the
whole army of thieves which prowl around City
Hall, by night and by day, receive their proper
reward."

The police department of the city rests under ve-

ry strong suspicion, and a recent occurrence has
served to aggravate the general feeling against it
The Mirror expresses the belief that a horrible mass

rascality and crime might be laid at the door of
that department But a few days since two of its
members were detected, and one of them shot, in
the act of committing a burglary. So far from
crime being kept at bay by the police, it is said to
have increased with the increase of police safe-

guards. Vice and lawlessness have grown rampant
The citizen is robbed in the public thoroughfares; j
unsuspecting --women, seeking rest in public lodging ,

liousqs or passing through the streets, are seized and
violated; aud the very officers of the law are de-

tected In thievery. Against such perils as these,
the solid men of New York are now crying .out
The Mirror of that city concludes a recent article

reference to them with the following paragraph ;

Meantime, we repeat-th- advice we have more
Lthan once given, let the citizen arm himself, and be

ready to detenu lnmselt Irom ordinary or extraor-
dinary danger from professibnaMiighwaymeil and
robbers, or from the police. We cannot vouch for,

Singular Deformity and Surgical Operation.
The Cincinnati Commercial gives the following ac-

count of a recent surgical operation in that city :

A young woman from Maysville, , came .to this
city some days since, for professional relief from a!

very remarkable deformity, with which she was
born, and which has since rapidly increased in size,
from one hand projected an , enormous growth, ap-

parently hetprogeneous in its character,., about the
size of an adult foot, shaped somewhat like, but
lanrer than a Florence flask, with a part of theueclc
broken off, on the end of which was a nail about i
twice as large as that of the great toe. This mass
occupied the position; and seemed to substitute the
middle and ring fingers, crowding' the little and fore
fingers and thumb from their natural positions, and
altogether disabling them; extending in the palm of
the hand up to, and on the back of the hand nearly
up to the wrist From the other hand extended

:.two . similar tumors, reaching to the wrist, of five or
six pounds weight, the little finger and thumb only
being present, but useless in consequence of the en-

croachment of the growths. They constitute cum-broi- i3

inassc3, rendering the limbs entirely useless,
repulsive to look upon, and a source of sufleriii"-au-

unhappincss to the person afflicted.
Upon consulting Dr. Baxley, Professor of Sur-

gery, in the Medical College of Ofiio, he advised
their removal; and on Saturday last, at the Commer-
cial Hospital, we saw that gentleman, in tlie pres-
ence of a largo number, of physicians and students,
operate upon one of tlie limbs, in such a manner as
to remove completely the deformity, and yet pre-
serve the existing two fingers and the thumb for
future use. The patient Avas made insensible by
chloroform before being carried into the operating
theater, and having been returned to the ward be-

fore the effect passed off, was ignorant of the per-
formance of the operation, or of her having been out
of her room.

. In consequence of constitutional feebleness, it was
'deemed prudent by Prof. Baxley not to perpetuate
'the effect of chloroform too long; hence the opera-
tion upon the other hand has been deferred until a
future day, when, we have no doubt it will be
equally as successfully performed. Cincinnati Com-
mercial.

WHENCE CAME ALL THE SEED ?

The Agricultural Society of our countn-- , have
formed themselves into visiting clubs, and meet at
various farms for inspection and interchange of
sentiment The last meeting was at Bloomsdale,
the country residence and seed farm of Mr. D.
Landreth, the world-renown- ed seedman of our ci-

ty. The Germantown Td&jraph, the editor of
which is one of the club, gives a graphic notice of
the meeting, from which we take the following, as
in some measure answering the question, "Where
do all the seed come from ?"

"Bloomsdale is about two miles above Bristol, on
the Delaware river, and consists of about two hun-
dred and fifty acres of land, devoted exclusively to
the culture of garden seeds. The quantity produced
is immense, and the quality inferior to none sup-
plied from any other source. .

"Mr. L.'s customers reside principally south and
west of New York, extending tothellio Grande
and the shores of the Pacific. In no important
town, indeed, in scarcely a hamlet within that vast
area, are they unknown; and it has been computed
that in nearly Un-e- e hundred thousand families in the
United States, 'Landreth's Garden Seeds' are house-
hold words; --while from his exportations to the
West Indies, South America, and British Posses-
sions in Asia they arc widely known abroad.

"Mr. L. does not pretend to raise all the seeds he
vends, but gives his personal attention to those va-

rieties that require greater care, employing others
in this country and in Europe to produce those .

de-

manding less supervision. This system was estab-
lished by the father of Mr. L. many years since, and
has been continued, with the fullest success and sat-

isfaction to both vendor and purchaser.
"He informed the club that his expenses for ma-

nure had not been so great as usual tor' the current
year. The land, which had suffered much under
the 'skinning' system, prior to Mr. X. coming into
possession, is now rapidly regaining its natural
fertility, and will, in future, require a less copious
supply of the fertilizers; though, as Mr; L. informed
us, ho will continue to apply manure always with
thti primary crop.

The livestock of the farm consists of eight horses
for farm work, three mules, one pair of working ox-
en, and two cows. fc

"Among other striking improvements of B.ooms-dal- e,

since the meeting of the club there in '51, we
noticed a large, symmetrical building, which, as we
were informed,-i- s intended as a seed" drying-hous- e,

for which it appeared admirably adapted; also, a
double cottage for workmen, seven families of
whom reside on the place, and with whom the
single laborers board. Besides these, several other
dwellings and drying-- , houses have been erected
within a few years.

"That our readers may form someidea"of "the
complexity and extentof the system there practised,
we have collected a catalogue of some of the prin-
cipal crops, and the area of each, which we annex
omiting miscemeons minor crops :
