If it 1ms not already been done, no time

should now.be lost, in towing this valuable crop. Wc

advice which wc have before given, that more at-

tention be pdkl to tfie manner of putting this crop in tlie

ground." It is usually disposed ofin the most superficial
way; the earth being badly broken, and much of the seed

imperfeatly covered. This is made to do, and if seasons
are rorablc, prett3' fair returns arc. obtained ; but
more oarc would be amply compensated, in the increase of

the crop. On common uplands about one bushel of seed to

the acre may besown, but on rich bottom lands, this quan-

tity m3' be increasod to one and a half or two bushels.
Pebtaratkins for CottV Planti-VO- . With so many broad

acres to be covered, as our systems of culture on Southern

plantations seem to demand, we have little hope of seeing

the sub soil plows used in breaking our lands broad cost.

AVe therefore suggest. asort of compromise between what

ought to be done, and what will or may bo done, In the
formation of tho list for planting, in all lauds which arc hard
or tenacious, with an under stratum of clay, we advise that
theCrat furrow be run with a large and long scooter plow ;

in the bottom of UnS'rUn the sub-so- il plow as deep as pos-

sible; then ran the'scodtar on each side, and sub-so- il in the

bottom of each of those furrows. This makes tho prepara-

tions good immediately, under the root, leaving the oppor-

tunity for breaking the middles thoroughly at subsequent

workings of the corn. If the year should be wet, nothing
will be lost; if dry, everything will be gained by this deep
plowing. We set no claims Jo e, but judg-

ing from the extreme quantity of rain which has fallen in
the past year, we may that this will be dry,
and as nothing osoept a little extra labor will be required, it
would certainly be prudent to make our preparations for
any emergency which may arise.

The last of this mouth, the planting of corn may com-

mence, and if these prcjMirations arc-- not now made, the op-

portunity to cure an omission, which may prove fatal, will
bedost for the season. 2o crop sends out so many and
such wide spreading roots as com; and deep and soft, well
pulverized earth must le prepared for their free and cjisy
pene'tration. The fate of the oom crop is dopendent on,
arid'iaay be irreversibly oontroUedby the preparatory work
now.tb"'be done. Be not misled, therefore, in your esti-

mates, by tho suoees&ss of the patycnr, when the rains
made the corn to grow cren in the fenco corners, but look
out'fmd prepare for meceu, whou seasons may be less pro-

pitious.
Tuc Y.vm Potato k. As this crop is much the belter for

an earlfstai-t- , the bedding may be very safety done the last
of this month. Early plants succeed much better than those
which have to be put out after the weather has become hot
and dry. At the time of bedding, sprinkle a little compost
or bayuard manure about tho 2wtatoos, and cover with jioft

and well pulverized oarth. A covering of unrotted cotton
seed is vory highly commended, with a little earth thrown
over, and the quantity to lj increased as often as may be
necessary, to keep down tho sprouting cotton. This corer-in- g

would bq a vory ample protection against all frosts and
freezes, and keep the surface of the bod light and soft.

Maxuruw. Tho compost heaps and all bajuard manure,
ought now to be transferred to the tield, with all possible
dispatch. It is better with almost all manures of this kind,
to have thorn deposited in the earth long enough for fcrmeu-iationt- o

subside and incorporation to be made, before tho
crop shall be planted. Wc repeat the admonition which wo
have bofore given. Do not idlow your manure to lose its
most valuable properties by lying exposed in small piles in
the field to rain, wind and suq, before it is covered up in
the earth. Evory day of such exposure is wasting its fertili-
zing properties by the constant escape of ammonia. A want
of proper care at this point causes greit los in the value of
mo3t of the manures saved by our lots. The sun, the rain

-- TLhd the wind, are constantly robbing us of our earnings,
and we arc often found carting the trash to our fields in the
Spring.'froni which the substance has escaped. We throw
out these frequent hints that our readers mav understand
the damages to which they are exposed, in their efforts at
manuring, nndproride against such loss by keeping their
decomposing heaps covered as much as possible.

Water-Proo- f Boots and Shoes. The Pebruary
number of the American Parmer has the following
recipe for rendering boots and shoes water-proo- f,

which the editor says he has tried with perfect suc
cess: .

"Take one pint of boiled linseed oil, two ounces
of beeswax, two ounces spirits of turpentine, and
two ounces of burgundy pitch. Let them be care-
fully melted over a slow fire.' With this mixture,
new shoes und boots are to be rubbed in thesunj
or at a little distance from the fire, with a sponge
or brushy This operation should be repeated (with-
out wearing them) as often as thev become dry,
until they are fully saturated, which will require
four or five times brushing; by this, the leather be-
comes impervious to water. The boot or shoe thus
prepared lasts much longer than common leather-i- t

acquires such-- a pliability and softness that it will
never shrivel or grow hard, and in that state is she
most effectual preventive against colds, &a It is
necessary to remark that shoes and boots thus pre-
pared ought not to be worn until they become per-
fectly dry-an-d elastic; as in the contrary case the
leatner wiu oecome too soic, ana wear out much
sooner than it otherwise would."
