Tae Steam Fire-Excine —-11, 5 newly invented

engine underwent a successful trial at Cincinpaui,
on Friday. The ( ys of it:

She r. m;mrm five regular hands to operate her;
.m engineer, a fireman, a driver, and two horsemen.

She was put in operation as soon as the eommon
h.m.l engines ordinarily are at fires. She threw
onestream through a two inch nozzle, about one
hundred and eighty feet; through 13 inch nozzle,
two hundred and thirty-eight feet! This measure-
ment is from the end of the nozzle to where the
solid body fell. The measurement, according to the
ordinary mode of measuoring the distance fire en-
gines throw (from the centre of the engine to the
last drop of water,) is two hundred and 1 ninety-one
feet!

She threw six streams of water at one time, each
of them better than our firemen generally put upon
a fire, In fact it waz evident that she canthrow as
much, if not more water in an hour, than the whole
fire departinent combined, if we take the usual man-
ner the fire companies operate at a fire. The hgse
