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SEW MEXICO-T- HK MKCJLLA VALLEY.

TlicNeuT Qrkans Picayune, of tlie2lat, publishes

a letter from San Antonio, Texas, dated April 18th,

1S53, stating that Gqv. Wm. C. Lane, of Xew Mex-

ico, had issued a proclamation dunning the irecilla
.Valley as belonging to the TJnited Stles. It had

becn leftln the Stale of Chihuahua, by a palpable

error, as he alleged, of Mr. Uartlett, the Uoulidafy
GSmmissiorier.

The letter incloses the following, jlatetl

Paso del Noute, March 2u; 1833.
- "The. mail will take you news of the

proceedings of G-o- Lane with regard to the Mccil-l- a

Valley. I am sorry I have not a copy of his
proclamation to enclose. The most intense excite-
ment prevails here in" El Paso. Senors Jacquez
and Zaloaga, lrom Chihuahua, who are here to set-
tle theaffair of this canton, have taken the matter
in hand and replied to Gov. Lane, who is now at
Dona Ana, refusing in the most emphatic manner
to give up the territory in dispute, and to that end
have garrisoned the Mecilla with 100 regular troops
and the national guard of the town, to the number
of 125. 'The guard of El Paso have order? to keep
themselves in roadines3to assemble at a moment's
notice, with provisions for fourteen days.

I am informed that all the Americans have been
ordered to leave the Mecilla, but I think this is a
mistake, and that a guard is kept at the crossing to
that town, every night, to guard against surprise, I
suppose. When Gov. Lane issued his proclamation,
he sent a copy to the authorities of El Paso. It
wa3 his intention to have visited the town the next
day, but during the night the Prefector informed
the American Consul that if the Governor come
over he wonld be arrested. The Coifetil advised
the Governor of the fact, and the latter did not
cros3 the river.

You are well aware of the ill feeling that has
existed between the Mexicans and Americans
since the war. This affair lias aggravated it, and
to be called 'gringo" on the street is a common
thing. The Prefector, however, told me to inform
the Americans here that their persons and proper-
ty were perfectly secure, and that lie would pun-
ish to the extent of the law any attempt to injure
either.

An express has been sent to Chihuahua for men
and arms, and the Mexicans look confidently for
both in ten days. How Gov. Trias will look at the
matter is not hard to guess; and I suppose he will,
as they say in their answer to to the proclamation,
'preserve the national honor against all aggressions.'
Divided as Mexico is at present, each faction work
ing against the other, she would be able to matte
very little resistance to Gov. Lane, if he should
raise the volunteers of .New Mexico; and to the
United States the country would fall an easy prey,
should our government find it necessary or expe
c'ieht to take it. It is generally thought here that
. ov. Lane will be sustained by this government,
; ad if so it will be a longstride towards bringing on
a war, which would resultin the subjection of Mex-
ico.

Gov. Lane called upon Col. Miles to sustain him
with the military of Fort Fillmore, which the CoL
declined to do, alleging, as I am informed, thai he
had instructions from CoL Sumner to refuse the. ap-

plication, should it be made, and also that he doubt-
ed Gov. Lane's right to take the territory in dis
pute. The Commissioner, Mr. Dartlett, when he
placed the initial point above the Mecilla, gave great
dissatisfaction, and the recent refusal of Congress to
appropriate money, unle&3 the line was Tim accord
ing to the treaty, civesthc Governor a show of
right to demand the territory. Every American
here is satisfied that the line, as run by Mr. Bart-let-t,

is not correct, and that Gen. Conde outgener-aUMii- m.

With tho document before them, it is
impossible that Congress will agree to the boundary
line, as it is now placed,, and we are looking for
another Commissioner out before long..

APPOINTMENTS TO OFFICE.

Some of the journals hostile to the administration
and to the men selected by it for high and impor-
tant public trusts, being unable to iind any other
fault, either in the announced policy or the execu-
tive action of the President, have engaged in the
fabrication aud circulation of rumors to the effect
that several such appointments have not only been
urged upon the gentlemen selected for them, but
that they have ever been proffered and accepted
upon conditions prescribed to the appointing povjr.
To say that every sut h insinuat on is, in all pur:?,
without the least shadow of foundation, either in
fact or in appearance, is only to affirm what every
man of sense, be he democrat or whig, understand-
ing anything of the character either of the Presi-
dent or his cabinet, well knows to be true. But
the point in the case is, that all such imputations
would be, if true, in so far as they might have the
slightest foundation in fact, utterly discredita-
ble to the administration. All this the authors of
such fabrications well know, and it is by reason of
this knowledge that the avowed or concealed ene-
mies of the President and they only resort to
thfa most transparent and contemptible trick.

Fortunately, neither the President nor his ad-
ministration require any other shield from all such
insiduous attacks than that which is furnished by
their own position and character. The executive
government of the United States, in the hands of a
President called from private life to his high station
almost by the acclamation of the American people,
is not likely to be reduced to the necessity of en-
treaty to secure the services of men amply quali-
fied perform all public duties. Nor is the demo-
cratic party of the country so poor in ability or ac-
complishment or public spirit as to make the selec-
tion ofwilling and competent men for all its offices
a task so difficult as to require the administration
to accept from any man conditions upon which of-
fice is to be taken or held. And even if any such
exigency could be imagined to exist in any depart-
ment of the public service, President Pierce stands
before the country well approved by all his antece
dents as ot alt men the last to yield to any such
dictatien or enforcement Unquestionably the dis-
tinguished gentlemen selected by the President for
high and responsible public trusts command fully
his confidence and esteem; and it is for this reason
that they are selected by him to execute, under his
direction and upon his responsibility, the policy of
his administration, and of the great democratic par-
ty by which his administration has been placed in
power. Such men, we may be well assured, would
be the last to claim, or to permit others to claim,
that by their selection, testifying the confidence re
posed in their ability, discretion, and patriotism, the
President has abdicted the control or transferred
the responsibility which, under the constitution, be-

long to the presidency in the direction of public af-
fairs. Washington Union.

Our
Cniifornian spoke of the embarrassments that led
him to seek to mend his fortunes in the golden
world, of how he labored and pined upon that sick-

ly and inhospitable shore, and finally how he, hail
striiggled thus far towards the home of his family,
aud how his means failed him. Before his story
was half told, Mr. Johnson, with his eharacterisii;
Irankness, stopped him by exclaiming, 'Jack you
know if I had but one dime in the world I would
divide with you; but I have more. Name the sum
you desire and it is yours," at the same time ex-

hibiting his purse, for the purpose of relieving his
distressed friend, when that ill-fat- individual
.drew out a certificate of deposit from the Philadel-
phia mint, showing that he was worth $8,000! The
countenance of the honorable gentleman --was illu-

mined with astonishment and gratification, while
the gray-haire- d Californian grasped his hand, and
with tearain his eyes asked forgiveness for testing
whether Andrew JonxsoN, the tailor was Andrew
Johnson, member of Congress; and after spending
the day with him, parted yesterday with a still
higher opinion of the generous and humane feelings
ofamanwho is essentially and peculiarly one of
tlic people, avIio has sympathies in common with
theirs, and whose highest ambition is to ameliorate,
prosper and elevate Ins fellow-me- n. The presence
of such men in Congress i3 always gratifying, and
their deeds livo after them, to be admired by and
to bless corning generations."

THE VICE PRESIDENCY VACANT.

The office of Vice President of the United States
is now vacant, and will remain so until the next
election of President and Vice President The Pre
sident of the Senate pro tern, (who is now Mr. At
chison, of Missouri,) is not Vice President by rea

son of the death of that officer. He is merely the
presiding officer of the Senate, and the constitution
makes no provision for filling a vacancy in the Vice
Presidency. But "in case of the inability or death
of both the President and Vice President of the
United States, the President of the Senate pro tem-

pore, and in case there shall be no President of the
Senate, then the Speaker of the House ofRepresen-

tatives for the time being, shall act as President of
the United States until the disability be removed or
a President shall be elected." This is according to

the act of Congress of March. 1792.

MR. CORWIN AND THE

The Washington correspondent of the New York
Herald says :

"lite facts and figures with regard to the pur-
chase ot United States stocks, have been incom
pletely stnted. T he following statement can be re-

lied upon : The only person employed by Mr.
Corwin was Mr. Simeon Draper, who had seven
teen hundred thousand dollars placed in his bauds
for the purpose of buying up United States stock.
Up to this date all he has purchased amounts to
but three hundred thousand dollars, leaving a bal
ance in his possession of fourteen hundred thou
sand dollars. This has been ostensibly secured to
the Treasury Department by the dcposlteof stocks
of all description, which would probably fall short
if the department desired to raise the money upon
them. The transaction is deemed a violation of the
sub-treasu- ry law, and an agent of the government
has been despatched to JNew York to investigate
the circumstances. Independent of the legal steps
to be taken, the President will doubtless feel it his
duty to lay the matter before Congress at the next
session. J t is believed that Mr. Corwin has ren-
dered himself liable to impeachment, and his being
out of office will not affect the proceedings in the
slightest W ilhout tiie aid of government brokers,
large amounts of stock are daily received at the
treasury department, and liquidated under the re
cent law to that effect
