NIES,

It is a subject of wuch importance to our
farmers, espicially those engaged in the dairy
business, to obtain the best food for their cat-
tle, 8s a sabtsiture for hay and turnips: A
e.)rrpgp.‘]ns_l-gut. Elward Cnrro”, furnishes
the Jrish Agriculturalisi with his experience
ja this departmeat, which we condeuse as
follows:—

«+First, what shall we do for hay? Let us
economize everything; and turn to account
maoy things, hitherto either neglected, or
thouzht to be conparatively worthleas. Ev- |
ery particle of chaff, whether of wheat, cats,
or even of barley, should ba scrupalonsly e-
comemizaed and converted into food for horses |
and cattle. To some this advies may appear
a povelty, to many others it is no such thwng.
During my several agricultural tours though-
out various parts of Bogland, soms years a-
go, I saw it a common practice to have large
barns filled with the awns of barley, reserv-
ed to be cooked for horse-feeding or to be eat |
with the chaff cutter, mixed with hay for the
feeding of store-cattle Some of the best
eonditioned store cattle I saw were fed on the
awns of barley. Suoch smsll farmers as had
no stock of their owan to use thess awns sold
themm to the larger farmers. l[u the year
1848 I had charge of the large farming es-
tablishment at Ui!ﬂlf,'ﬂw‘."ﬂ “’mgd Ci)iiege,
couaty of Kildare. We hada fine crop of
mangold wutze! to supply some 40 or 50
milch cows during wioter snd spring. By
an omision, or oversight, on the part of the
old steward, he let (contrary to my warnings)
a hard night’s frost overtake the crop in the
grouad, and more than three-fourths of it
rendered utterly useless for cattle feeding in
the ordinary way. What was 1 to do having
such a large establishment to supply with
milk, then selling at 10d- and 1s. a gallon ?
I husbauded all the chaff of every kind in the
place, I bought all the mill-chaff [ eould find
in the neighborbood, built temporary eisterns
in connection with an old steaming appara-
tus, I got repairee in the place, cooked every-
thing I could find available, and had not on-
ly milk at from 4d-5d- per gallon, but a good
supply of food for some 80 or 100 pigs in the
liquid spared from the cow-feeding. and nev-
er before did the wilch cows turn outin bet-
ter condition in the same establis‘iment in the
month of May. I have on other oceasions
used half grouad or crushed barley a1d oats
for feeding milech cows. The material was
prepared as brewers and distillers prepare
their malt, by what is called smashing and
fernienting ; and increased milk was obtained
from cows so fed, and they were nearly fat
when turned out to the summer’s grass. [ lay
no claim to this discovery, the merit is due to
a goatleman [ onee met in Cork Cattle Mar-
ket, who cad long practiced the same him-
self, and, who, in giving me his opinion, ob-
served:  ‘If you can malt the grain before
beiag used, so much the better.””

Take one pint of pes flour, in which rub up
a new laid eggz, thea add two ounces of hon-
ey or treacle; continue to rub this well, so as
W preve ut it being iu large lumps, when got
to a fine powder, put it in a elean earthen pip-
kin, and place it over a slow clear fice, uatil
warm through, stirring it all the while, to
prevent its burning; when sufficiently hot.
take it off, and passit jthrough a fine wire
sieve; then add  about two ounces of maw
seed. aad if hemp seed is thought essential,
give the small Russia whole, in preference
to the common sort, bruised. as it only tends
to bring on the husk or drycough. The
birds will eat it whole, and it will do them
equal good and prevent masty ard trublesome
complaints which oftentimes stop the birds,
