Boiled par-
snips, mashed and mixed with fritter
batter, then fried in ofeep fat is an-

other much liked dish.f
Onions With Apples.- - Fried onions

are so rich and indigestible, but with-
al so tasty, that one dislikes to elim-
inate them from the diet. When
cooked with tart apples, using one
part onion to two parts apples the dish
is fully as delicious and more digesti-
ble. Put a small amount of drippings
in the frying pan, add the sliced onion
and brown a little, then add the apple
and a small amount of boiling water,
a sprinkling of sugar, salt and pepper
and cook until all are well done. This
dish may be baked in the oven and re-

quires less care.
Potatoes a la Maitre d'Hotet. Usu-

ally new potatoes are served in this
manner, but freahly cooked diced po-
tatoes are also good. Cook the pota
toes until tender, drain them, then
toss them in melted butter, well mixed
with minced parsley, adding lemon
juice to taste, season with salt and
cayenne and serve hot.
