The opinion by .Justice Powers reversed
the decision and remanded the case for
trial against the railroad company, the
ice company beinsr eliminated.

Richard C. Avcrill, son of the de-

fendant, was on the stand the greater
part of today in the trial in the United
States court of George C. Averill,
charged with making or causing to be,
made false entries on the books of
the Vermont Xatio'nal bank of Brattle-boro- ,

with intent to deceive govern-
ment officials when he was president of
the institution.

The son testified to certain entries
made by him in the ledger and cashier's
checks book, the prosecution attempt
ing to prove that false entries were
made with an intent to deceive.

Clarke O. Fitts of Brattleboro, chief
counsel for the defendant, admitted
that no money passed in the transfer of
deposits from the Vermont National
bank to the Shawmut or Hanover
banks.

After the district attorney had of-
fered several specific dates and entries
in evidence. Judge Hand excluded a
mass of evidence that might be put in,
stating that this was not necessary to
prove prima facie that the defendant
inserted the figures to convince the
comptroller that the bank's reserve was
a stated amount, when it was not. !

TO BE CLEAR

Will Communicate Nature of
Instruction to Submarine

Commanders

WILSON SAYS ISSUE
IS NOT NEGOTIABLE

Unshaken in His Determination That
Diplomacy Can Only Continue When
Germany Stops the Destruction of
Ships Without Warning.

HEKE1N, May 3, wireless to Associated
Prens at Sayvill- c- The draft of tin Ger-

man reply to the Ameriean note lias been
finished. The reply is sulj'( t to minor al-

terations which may result from inter-

change of views between Herlin and t lie

general headquarters. The statement will
leave no room for doubt the ex-n-

position assumed hy Germany which
will communicate the definite nature of in-

structions that will he tciven to submarine
commanders and other data on which
Washington itself can judge the situation.
The Associated Pros is permitted to make
the.se statements, although the censorship
on despatches tending to reveal the tenor
of the German reply m still effective. The
date of delivery of the answer has not
been fixed.

WASHINGTON, May 3.-- The announce-
ment from Merlin that new and definite in-

structions nre to be given to German sub-

marine commanders is the first positive in-

dication of how Germany will attempt to
meet President Wilson's final demand that,
she declare and eftect an abandonment of
the present method of submarine warfare.

President Wilson is represented by those
closest about him as unshaken in his deter-
mination that the issue is not negotiable:
that a settlement cannot he delayed by
discussion of side iwue such us the British
blockade and retaliatory measures, and
that the controversy between the countries
can proceed further in diplomacy only if
Germany effectually stops destruction of
tdiips without warning and takes measures
to bring her submarine operations within
the confines of international law.

PITTSBURG, Pa., May 3. The gov-
ernor's troop arrived on a special
train in Hast Pittsburg early today
for duty in the Turtle Creek and
Mononguhela valleys, where strike
riots occurred yesterday.

The troop was the first of the Na-
tional Guard coni:nand ordered last
night by Gov. Brumbaugh to the dis-
turbed district.

Large forces of coal and iron police
were still on guard in the plants of
the United States Steel corporation
in Monongahela valley, but they expe-
rienced no trouble.

Two men are known to have been
killed, four probably fatally wounded,
and a score of others seriously hurt
yesterday afternoon, when a mob, said All
by the authorities to have been com-
posed principally of foreigners, attack-
ed the Edgar Thomson works of the
Carnegie- - steel company in Braddock.
A pitched battle followed, lasting an
hour, during which 400 shots were
exchanged, but the rioters were finally the
forced to retreat in the face of a
deadly fire from the riot guns and re-
volvers of deputy sheriffs and plant
guards.

MURDERER ELLIOTT
IS SURROUNDED

In Woods Near the Scene of His Double
Crima Is Armed with Au-

tomatic Revolvers.

THOMPSON, Conn., May S.-- John El-

liott, the stable hand who yesterday shot
and killed George Albeit Pettis, a prosper-
ous farmer, and his daughter, Svhil, at

. , ,i. : 1. ..i. iiiieu nome nere aim men escaped, is rar-iT- -

tially surrounded in a tract of woodland in
Rhode Island, a few miles southeast of this
town. As Elliott was armed with two
automatic revolvers it is thought he may
resist capture if cornered.

Elliott undoubtedly intended to kill
Mrs. Pettis, but spared her life when she
begged that she might live in order to
bury her loved ones. The inurdeier grinned
at her and said, "I like your nerve." He a
then left the house and disappeared in the
woods nearby. The telephone wire had
been cut by Elliott. Mrs. Pettis after a
short time went to a neighbor's house and
gave the alarm.

Elliott was insanely jealous of Miss Pet-
tis,

or
who had refused his attentions. He

had been drinking when he was in Put-
nam the night before ho went to the Pet-
tis home. In addition to carrying dna-mite- ,

with which it is supposed he at first
intended to blow up the house, he was
armed with four automatic revolvers, two
dirk knives, brass knuckles and several
razors. He left all of the weapons at the
scene of his crime in a black hand bag ex-

cept two of the revolvers.

ATTACK REPULSED.

German Met with Serious Losses in
the Argonnc, Paris Reports.

PARIS, May A German attack
in the Argonne was repulsed with se-
rious losses for the assailants, the war
office announced this afternoon. In the
Verdun region last night there was
heavy fighting with heavy artillery.

The text of the statement follows:
In the Argonne district, after a spirit-

ed bombardment with shells which re-
leased irritating gases, the enemy un-
dertook yesterday evening a small at-
tack in which three companies took
part upon our trenches. The Germans
were sucessful in gaining a footing for
a few moments in our advance position,
but they were not able to maintain this
success and had to retire. They sus-
tained heavy losses by our fire.

In the region of Verdun there has
been fairly intense activity on the partof the opposing artillery forces in the
sectors of Dead Man 's hill and Douau-mont- .

One of our long range piecesbombarded the railroad station at Se-

vastopol. Flames were observed at the
station. The night passed quietlv on
the remainder of the front.
