BURNED AT MARLOW

Loss of $30,000 With But Little In-

surance Heavy Blow to Town
with 450 Population.

MARLOW, N. IL, Aug. 21. One of
the worst fires iu Chesh
many years destroyed eight buildinL's
nere suuu aner uayugm ounaay.

loss is from $123,000 to $30,000. A few
of the owners of the property destroyedcarried some insurance. None of them
carried enough to cover the loss.

The lire started in the shed of the
Marlow Inu and spread in either direc-
tion, making a cleau sweep on one side
of the Main street. It was discovered
about 4 o'clock by;. Harry Lewis, the
proprietor of the hotel, who was awak-
ened by the barking of his dog.

Mr. Lewis aroused the people in the
hotel and they escaped in their night
clothes. There were 10 persons in the
building. The horses, automobiles and
carriages were removed from the barn,
but a quantity of hay and grain
burned. The hotel projierty is valued

estate at the corner of Main and Hieh
oneeis, Known as tne Hooker property,for a public park and possibly a sitefor a community building, meets withthe general approval of the public.The proposition has not taken definite
shape, as the time has been brief, but
the sentiments expressed bv Mr. Hop-kins coincide so generally 'with those
held by the townspeople that if some-
body takes the initiative and presentssome positive plan to work on there is
no question but that the movement will
quickly acquire momentum.

As is well known, the property was
bought by John B. Manley, who "want-
ed to erect a garage on the rear part,and who sold the part on the corner,
approximately 125 feet on High street
and 50 feet on Main street, to Hough-ton & Simonds. Mr. Manley still owns
the section between the corner lot and
the Baptist church, which includes the
Hooker residence.

Since Mr. Hopkins made the sugges-tion that the property be acquired by
public subscription and perhaps turnedover to the village or town some 'have
wondered if Houghton & Simonds
wished to dispose of their land andknew that Mr. Hopkins's was to issue
a letter to the press.

Mr. Hopkins says very emphaticallythat not a living person except him-
self and stenographer had any knowledgeor idea that he was to make such a sug-
gestion. He says he was prompted to
make it by his own personal sentiment
in the matter and the sentiment which
he had heard many others express.

Houghton & Simonds state that theyhad not the slightest intimation that
Mr. Hopkins or anyone else was to issue
any suggestion for publication, although
they had heard many persons say that
the corner ought not to be build up.
They state that they bought it for the
purpose or erecting a building thereon
for their drygoods business and still in-
tend to do so, although they have de-

layed building this year on "account of'
the very high cost of building materials,of every kind.

When asked if they would sell the
land for public use they replied that
they had not had time to consider the
question.

Mr. Manley says the idea of savingthe property for public use is a goodone and that while he has set a priceon what lie does not intend to use and
knows that persons are considering tak-
ing it off his hands he would rather see
it turned into a park than used for
commercial purposes aud would make a
more favorable price on it for that pur-
pose, besides taking some stock in the
enterprise if stock were to be offered
for sale. . 4

In the first mail after the letter of
Mr. Hopkins was published Saturday
Mr. Hopkins received a letter from a
public-spirite- d Brattleboro citizen of-
fering to contribute $1,000 toward th
movement, with no strings attached.

Several well-know- n citizens were in-
terviewed today with reference to the
matter, and it is planned to print more
interviews tomorrow. Those alreadyseen stated as follows:
