This proposed amendment makes it
obligatory upon the town officials to
see tnat cemeteries nre nrnnorW
fenced, that grass and brush are cut
twice a year and that hendstones and
graves are kept in proper condition.
The old law provides that this work
may be done on petition of taxpavers.

REMAINS UNBROKEN

Effort of Mayor Mitchel to Settle the
Milk War in New York Not

Successful.
NEW YORK, Oct. 4. A conference to-

day between Mayor Mitchel and repre-
sentatives of the New York milk distrib-
uting companies in an effort to end the
differences between the companies and the
Dairymen's league failed of results, accord-
ing to an unofficial announcement. The
announcement was made by George W. Al-

ger, one of the counsel for the companies,
who sa id that they had "voted to have
nothing to do with the league."
