influenco ia wholly wanting iu that home
wnere tney are put out 01 signt wiien
company are cone, where coarse diet
makes the daily fare, and the refinetnent
that lift eating and drinking into social
erjjiyment, is omitted. It may not be
economical or desirable to use the best at
all times, but there are many homes
whose choice tbintrs are kept in the cloa- -
est seclusion, only brought out on Btato
ocoasions, when the children gaze mwon
der and awe on the fine linea and china,
and are in a state of dehght at the pros
peot of " good things," when there is com
pany.

ances when in society. There is a woful
ignoring of tho eimplest rules of etiquette
and common politeness m tbe several

of home life. Membera of a family
will omit a morniug salutation that
they accord the humblest servant; they
will contradict and deny tbe assertions
of each other with acrimony they
would be ashamed to use to an infe-rio- r,

and they refuae favors to one anotber
that they would not deny a stranger.
vThere is no place where good mantiers
and punctilious etiquette is of more value
than iu the home circle.

I do not
know why a woman, even a plain woman,
ahould be bo utterly fascinating in a man
tilla, thrown over a high combaud fallliig
gracefully over the shoulders, etepping
daintily in hifjh-heele- d Hhoes with poiuted
toes, and moving her large fan with just

In a
tew minutes anoiner oen rang aud we
went to the table. At my friend's
right hand was a small stand with six
finger-bowl- s on platea, with a colored
oapkin between each bowl and the plate.
At her husband'a right hand was another
atand with plenty of extra platea and
saucers. The oranges wero already in
the center of the table, taking the place
of the pretty china flower-po- t, holding a
geranium in full bloom, which grsced tbe
table on other days. The older children
belped the dishes in front of them, my
friend say ing that she had found this quite
possible by trusting tbem first with rico
or potatoea and gradnally leading up to
tomatoes or maccaroni. There waa no
waiting by the servant, except when tho
dishea were reraoved and the crumbs
brushed off. " That ia tho only extra bit
of work I give Bridget," said my friend,
