In jnstice to Governor Barstow, It
shonld bo said that the mention of his
namo in conneotion with a is in

no wlse inepired by hitn, and, in fact, it
mot with hls sincero and outspoken

Tho governor has tnade a
impression by the senslblo and

unassnming discharge of his duties. Tho
encore with whioh tho press and individ-ual- s

havo greeted him is both a tribute of

appreciation and the oxpression of a wiah
to destroy the baneful one-ter- rnlo. If
any real purpose to cruoify his personal
preferencos should develop in the course
of time, the governor must brace np and
show that he has in him something of the
stuff of which martyrs are made.

TnKUE seems to be no chance for the
auccess of constitntional prohibition in
Iowa. With a view of ascertaining the
eentiments of the general assembly on

this subject the Chioago Tribune recently
addressed to each of the one hundred and
fifty members a circular requesting thelr
views npon certam pomts. From the
answers and information thus obtained it
appears that tho legislature qaite unani-mousl- y

agrees that the constitutlonal
amendment has no binding force by rea--

son of the adverse decision of the snpreme
court. It also appears that a majority of
both branches of tho legislature are

to submitting a new amendment to

the people and that a majority of tho ro- -

publican members are also opposed to
constitntional prohibition. The profer- -

ence, so far as expressed, is in favor of
statutory prohibition, but it is somewhat
donbtful if even this can be oarried. A
few repnblicans and the solid demooratio
vote are against it.

Tiie New York Times was opposed to
Mahone and rejoiced at his defeat. It
however aeknowledges with other papers
the old familiar agencies by whioh defeat
was accomplished. The Times aays
" The collapse of the Mahone movement,
we may fairly infer, has bronght to grief
the plan for an eztension of it through
the South by a series of coalitions with
all and any wbo would oppose the democ-raey- ,

no matter what were their objects,
This, however, as we have Baid, does not
dispose of the southern question, but
brings it again into prominence not so
great prominence as it had even three
jeara since, and in a form by no meanB so
apparently hopeless, but in a way to de- -

mand serious attention. Mahone was
to a certain extent, by the intimi-datio- n

of the negro voters. The spirit
of his opponents was largely the arrogant
spirit of the Euklux and the White
League. Tho tone of tho regular dem
ocratio press and of the meetings which
were held after the Danville disturbance
shows plainly enough the same intolerant
and unjust attitude toward the blacks,
the same undemocratic prejudice against
the race as citizens and voters, the same
moral twist as to their rights and obliga--

tions which were to be seen for ten years
after the war. And though this sentiment
is not so strong or so general as it tben
was, it still exists in a degree sufficient to
seriously menace the integrity of the suf- -

frage and to demoralize many political
communities."

Fresidentlal Flgurlng.

bince tne JNOvemoer eiections many
pencils have been buay with the figures of
the next electoral vote. Ugly and lament--

able as the prospect is, it seems certain
that the presidential canvass must be
made again with the South solldly arrayed
on one oide. A solid South means a solid
North marshaled against her. It means
another conteat on the old battle-wor- n

sectional lino. In forecastlng the issue of
the canvass, the following figures play an
important part. There will be 401 votes
in the next electoral college, 201 being a
majority. The solid South will east 153
votes, and these can be written down for
the democratio nominee as confidontly as
if they were already east and declared
for him, whosoever he may chance to be.

Tho demoarata must break into the
solid North and captnre forty-eig- votes
in order to win. If tho republicans
carry all the states which voted for 6ar
field in 1880, they would have 228 votes
and would therefore elect their candldate,
But sinoe 1880 several of thoso states
have glveu democratio majorities in looal
eiections, and cannot with certainty be
reckoned on either side in the approach
ing canvass. As Connecticut has recently
giren very oonoluslve evidenco of her
fealty to republicanism, it is believed
that her six electoral votes aro as sure for
the republioan candldate as Massaohusetts'

fourteen. New York and Indiana are not
eqnally sure to vote as they dld in 1880,

Together these two states will east fifty
one votes, Ieaving 177 that are reasonably
euro to be east for tho republlcan candl
date : so that he must obtain at least
twenty-fou- r more to recelvo tho election,

against tho forty-eigh- t which the dom

ocrata will lack. Tho full list of doubtful

northem states, with tholr votos, is prob- -

bly oompri8ed in the following : New

York, thlrtyslx; Indiana, fltteon;
olght Novada, three. NowJer.

sey, with her nino votes, liko tho South is
oonsidered "solid" for tho demooraoy.

That party must then obtain from tho
doubtful northorn states thirty-nin- e votes,
to win the election, white the republicans
wlll want twenty-four-. If tho demoorats
oarry New York, they must also havo a.
least one of the other doubtful statoa to
oleot. If tho republicans oarry New York
alono, they wlll win and have twolve votes
to spare. If they loae New York they
will bo defoatod unless they carry all tho
other doubtful states. The latter contin- -

genoy is suflloiently romote to establish
tho fact that, as was apprehended on the
mornlng of November 3, 1880, New York
will be the battle-groun- d of the next pres-identi-

oontest.
If, under a system of reckoning the

vote of this state by counties, it were pos-sib-

to deoide the issue of a state election
by massing all the streagth and enorgy of
an intonse political cauvass in one connty,
such a system could hardly escape severe
criticism for ita inconsistency with the
principles upon which the government is

founded, the abuses and the narrowing
to which it would give rise. This

is, however, tho practical operation of the
existing method of condncting a preslden-tia- l

election. A great question directly
and vitally affecting the united states is
decided in a single state. The question
of the adoption of a policy and the ohoice
of a Fresident is takon down from the
high plane on which it should be consid
ered. Partisanshlp narrows down the do
bate and the selectlon of candidates is ia-

fluonced by appeals to thoso local and
selfish interests which will secure votes in

pivotal states." A system adapted to a
state of things which existed a hundred
years ago, partly through perversion but
chiefly because it has been outgrown,
seems very imperfectly to serve the means
of obtaining a thoronghly impartial and
national expression of tho will of the peo-

ple. However bad the system may be
it is destined to endure as long as the
two great parties maintain their present
equipoise, or as long as their defiant and
jealous attitude toward each other is sus
tained. All the conditlons are as unfa--

vorable for any change in this respect as
in the matter of the presidential auccoa
sion, or the matter of counting the elec
toral vote.

The Old Methods.

The methods in Mississippi, Alabama
and throughout that region by which the
South was made solid for the democracy,
are recalled by the acconnts of murders
and Eu Klux outrages whioh come up
from the South since the recent demo
cratio " victories " there. Virglnia has
been heard from. The old method of
murder and terrorism was in full blast in
Misaissippi. The newspapers give tbe
particnlars of the murder of J. R. Mat--

thews at Hazelhurst in that state. The
reports say that plans were perfect- -

ed throughout the South by the Bour
bons to suppress, preparatory to next
year's campaign, any attempt to break up
the "solid South " by the organization of
an independent party. Mitthews was a
southern man, and at the outbreak of the
war was against secession and since the
war a republlcan. He was the admltted
leader of the independent movement in
Copiah county, a deputy collector of

revenue, and one of the largest tax- -

payers in the county. The ticket he was
supporting had not a colored man's namo
upon it, except for some of the lower pre-cln-

officers. It was a white-mau'- s move
ment, supported by the colored people.
Matthews' brother was the candldate for
sheriff. A week before the election, it
is atated, armed men were riding at
night through tho viclnity, firing into
houses and wbipping negroes. T. J.
Wharton of the circuit court, white
presiding at Hazelhurst, read a notice to
Amos Burnett, chairman of the independ
ent exeoutive committee, to keep out of the
county, if he wished to save his llfe. The
day before the election an armed body of
men, commanded by E. B. Wheeler,
marched into Hazelhurst. They passed
resolutions warning Matthews to remain
in his house on election day. To disregard
this order, the death peualty was attached.
The next morning he went to the polls,
his ballot had hardly lef t his hand, the in- -

inBpector was pronouncing the word
" voted," when he turned and was shot
down by this same Wheeler, who was
peace oQicer for the precinct. Matthews
was alono and unarmed. He recetved
twenty-fou- r buckshot in the face, dying
inBtantly. There was a orowd about the
polls, but not a hand was ralsed to pro--

tect him nor to arrest Wheeler. The lat-

ter was immediately put at the head of a
crowd of men to visit other preoincts in
the interest of the demoorats. The next
day a mass meeting, presided over by the
chairman of the democratio committee,
declared that all persons wbo shonld at-

tempt to bring justice upon Matthows'
murderers should be declared outside the
pale and protection of the law.

Drirt-Woo- a.

Tho "tidal wave" governora do not
stacd the test of time. One after another
has been compelled " to hlde hls dimin-ishe- d

head " in humiliation from the pub-H- o

eye. Governor Cleveland of New York,
who was given an odorof extreme sanotity
by tbe votes of iconoolastio independents,
has sunk to tho Ievel of a very ordinary
and absoluto pgllllcal boss. A question
of veraolty between himself and John
Kelly has been deoided against the gov-ornln- g

boss by the publlcatlon of a litho-graph- io

copy of a letter writton by the
governor to Kelloy before the latoeleotlon,

oxpresslng tho exeoutive doslre that a
certain Tammany senator bo not ro
olectod, because he was " porsonally dlsa- -

groeablo " to his excollenoy. This is not
ontiroly unllko tho oasy way in whioh
kings of tho oldon time wero wont to rid
themselvos of " personally dlsagreoable "
statesmen. Tho independents havo folt
conBtralned to abandon the man whom, in
a spasm of passionato virtue, they exaltod
over Hooretary aoig'T, xo savo tnetr
flocks they have been compelled to extraot
tbe olaws and muzzlo tho wolf whioh they
made shopherd by way of "rebuke" to
their republlcan sorvants. Michigan also
had a tidal wave governor, " tho cheapest
of tho lot." J. W. Begolo was ohoson
governor of tho peninsula state by the
combined vote of greenbackers and demo-

orats. The ohief plank in the platform
framed by himself, deolarod against the
praotioe of granting free pasBes and de- -

nied the Bnpport of tho party to any man
who accepted a pass. Mr. Begolo planted
himself on this platform, and on the
stump maintained that the oiTer of a pass
to a publio ofQclal by a railway corpora- -

tion Bhould be made.a statutory oflenso.
Before the echoes of the oxultant shouts
of the viotors had died away Governor
Begole was writingto the general manager
of a railway running to the state capital,
for one of " the little red books," which
was in fact a requost for a fivo hundred
mile pass. At the same time this coif
sistent and scholarly executivo urged the
railway not to"esue any free passes to
members elect of either house of represen
tatlves." He made this request because
" the peaple have demanded it." In
courso of time the rigid rule that exhorts
the conductor to " punch in the presence
of the passonjairer," had made this illusive
" little red book " like a seive, and the
conscionable governor wrote tho obligiog
railway manager that he would " doe him
a great favor by sending him another of
hls fivo hundred miles pass-book- also
one for Mrs. Begole." The manager sent
the governor his book, but very ungallantly
drew the line at Mrs. Begole. Ab the
New York Timet pungently says: " In
August he had urged, in the heat of vir-tuo-

indignation, that the offering of
passes should be made a penal off ense ; in
Ddcembor he began to collect hls pasaes;
ia Jani&ry he solemnly advised tho legis-lato- rs

to beware of the railroad companies,
and before the adjournment of the legisla-
ture he was trying to get pasaes for his
household. The great state of Michigan
is not proud of its governor."

In Union There Is Strenglh.

This trite but patriotic aphorism re- -

ceived a new enforcement, as applied to
the Amencan Union, by Lord Coleridge in
his farowell speech at the Union League
Club. It conveys a world of meaning.
It would seem, in the time whioh has
passed since the Rebellion, with the cool--

ing of passion and the perfect work of calm
rell-'ctlo- that every confederate must
shudder at the thonght even of the con- -

sequences of the success of hls mad blow
for empire. Lord Coleridgo closed his
speech as followa:

" There ls another reason, perbaps, why lt Is
fittlng that the last few words that I have to
address to an Amencan audlencesbonld be ad-
dressed to this club. Ab I understand it, lt
was founded at n time when the unlty of your
great country was In real danger. It was
lounded to preserve that unity and to help to
ward off that great dangor, and it remalns to-d-

a llvlng evidence of that time, now that
vour unltv has been IndestructAblr eatahllahnd.
l do not Dretend to give anv oolnions ol thlnzs
that have eone before, but I should tblnk now.
after all that has come and gone, every trne
patnot muBt ue neartuy giad tliat nnlty was
preserved and has been ostabllsbed. Because
lt is plaln that lt you had been brohen ud Into
two natlons and these natlons had been, so to
say, encamped against one another along a
hodtlle frontier, perbapa more than two thou- -

sand mlles Ione, you would have had so mnch
to dobetween you at home that as far as for--
eign natloni are concerned you mlght as well
have been blotted out of the map. Therefore,
as a man wuo wisnrs me aavance ol cmilza- -

tlon and tbe fnrtherlng and strengthenlng of
those ldeas ln the world of which the Ameri- -
can republlo Is the chief living symbol there- -
lore it is tDat l reioice inat unltv was oreserved.

There Is a certain proprlety. there--
lore, in my thanks beinz tendered to you as
the representatives in a certain sense, of the
wnoie country. to you l tender my earnest.

At an informal recentlon clven to him by the

urand Army ol tbe itepubllc ln New lorn city
the retlring general of the army addressed his
comrades as follows: " I tbank vou verv mucb.
fellow-comrade- for tbe bearty welcome you
have given mo I bave come here In responso
to your call, altbougb It ls not castomary to
celebrato one's own funeral. I would rather
meet you boys here face to face. than
aoy of your VanderbilU or other nabobs. It
requirea very little eitort to recau tne days
wnen we were soioiers in lact, and wnen we
get together as we are here it ls but
natural that we should recali them. When tbe
flrst idea of approacblng war came upon me in
1861. lt almo'tt starapeded me. I could not see
away fifty yards abead. Tbe young msn un
der me wero utterlog wnat l tbougbt treason-abl-e

Boeeches. I renrovcd them for it, but I
looked around me and found that thelr fatbers,
tho southern planters, .were talking in the same
manner. Tben I realized ln all my bones that
thero was golng to bo a fight, and I also thought
tnat u tuere was to De any ugnting oone, lt was
time to get on the other side. It became plaln
that sooner or later we would be obllged te

whether we were to be freemen or
slaves, The southerners had thelr black slaves,
and lf they were permltted to dominate we
we would bo thelr wbtte slaves. The touthern
gentlemen wanted to rule us: tbe mlnorltv
wanted to overrlde the majority, and yet tho
North dld not reallze that tbere was to be a
war nntll four or fivo months after war bad
been reauy begun. when I came np to Ohlo
men were plougmng tnoir neids and attendlng
to thelr usual vocatlons without a notlon of
tho war that was coming on them. Wben I
told them that we were on tbe eve of a civll war,
they lauged at me as a fool, and perhans I was
one. It was not until Sumter was fired on
that tbe Natlon s heart was moved. Thesonnd
of that gnn awoke us from our lethargy. Then
tbe American people acted. xou wno were
actors in that stroggle may well be. proud of
tbe part vou Dlaved ln reaoulne vour country.
Since that time a new generation has sprung
np. uoys wno were not tnen oorn, aro now
voters. rne destiny or tne Mation nas Deen
taken out of our hands. We are now a com- -
paratlvelv small mlnority. It is well, bowever.
tbat we shonld assemblo together and keep
allve tbe patriotism of tbose days, the memory
of the bardshlps endured, and the memory of
dear companions whose bodles lie beneath
southern battleHelds.

Bald: In Engllsh studies tbe college
wisnes to see in every prepiratorv course tnor--
ouzh, practical instruction ln ohvslolozy. that
tbe etudent may be taueht how to tako care of
hls body, Itaxks for systematic trainlng In
gooa morais aiso, inciuding gooa manners,
blementary studies in pbyslcs and natural hls
tory are valuable as a preparatlon foradvanced
courses in natural sclence. l'b yslcal geography
ought to havo a place in every preparatory
school. Engllsh hlstory should be thoronghly
studled, that Engllsh literature may be rrad with
greater proflt. Sume other work ln Eoglish, at
well as ln other languages, should be put back
into the preparatory school, ln order tbat tbe
pressure In the colleee course may be relleved.
Algebra and the greater part, u not the whoie ol
geometry should be thus dlsposed of, so that
tbe pure matbematics may be fini.'hed earlier
in tbe course and more time be given to applied
matbematics. ln this connection lt may De
suegested that Frencb should be taueht boys
before golng to college, in order tbat all tbe
time allowed them to modern languages may
be given to uerman, The college asas lor the
greatest posalble thoroughness ln every branch
ol preparatory study. loi tne whoie lounda.
tlon be solid. A tboroueh knowlodge of arlth
metic is essentlal to success in the higher math.
ematlcs and thelr applicatlons. Thorough
work In all elomentary study Is necessary that
rlght methods and babits may be secured for
futuro study. EspecUlly should lhe Engllsh
language be thoroughly taught from tbe be-

glnning. Students cannot do good work in
college, If they do not know thelr motber
tongue. Reading and spelliDg should be
dropped only at the end of the preparatory
course. Kegular ezercises ln speaklng and
wrlting Engllsh should be continued throuch
the coune. Engllsh grammar and the elements
ol rbetorlc should be taught constantly, througb
these ezercises. Eoellsh authors Bhould be
studied througb most of the course, for drlll In
the Engllsh language. Latln and Greek should
be laid under tribute, and from tbe study of
grammar and lezicon, etymology nnd eyntaz,
ldioms and synonyms, made to yleld up thelr
treasures In u ricber knowledgo of Engllsh
words and of tbe Engllsu eentence.
