Ax nccident on the New York eleyated rafl-
roid occurred on the city hall branch Friday
morning. A train of two ears, in which were
thirty passengers, mostly ladies, was derailed in
some way at Chathum Square, The heavy Iron
besms forming the guard rail were splintered
into pleces of the size of a tooth-plek by the
wheels of the cars and locomotive. No one
was injured.

Proressor Brooks of the Red House Obsery-
atory, Phelps, N. Y., while searching for
comets near the sun, last week Thursday even-
ing, discovered 4 wonderfol shower of telescople
meteors, some of which weare moving south-
ward, and others porthward.

Fire broke oot in the Windsor theater,
Bowery, New York, shortly before twelve
o'clock last week Tharsday night, the flames
spreading with terrible rapidity, and a few
moments after the alarm had been sent out the
whole structore wae in a blage from cellar to
roof. The efforts of the fire department were
unavalling to check the conflagration, and the
building wis totally destroyed, A Thanksgiving
audience, which ed the house from pit to
dome, hsd boen dismissed only s short time
before the flames appeared,

BUPRRINTENDENT KiMBALL'M anpual report
shows that the life-suving service is kept up to
fts high standard of efficlency snd has done
food work the past year, he number of
Ivon snved was 4,017 and the value of property
86,071,700, which Is over two and one-half
milllons more than was saved in the preceding
yoear. Sinee 1871, when the system wan intro-
duced, 16434 lives bave been saved and
twonty-four millions of property. These are
figures which fully demonstrate the value and
necessity of the service, No money appropri-
ated from the national treasury Is better spent
than that required for the support of the life-
saving service,
