rcnsion Notcs.

Tiik number of pensions granted at
the pension oflicc ihe last wcek in
August wasfivc hundred sixty-on- e orig-ina- l,

scvcn hundred ten increases and
thirty-eig- ht restorations.

Five hundred thousand dollars was
the sum required at Concord, N. II.,
to pay the quarterly peusions for the
states of New Hampshireand Vermont,
due Septcmber 4th, 1885.

Miciiakl O'Day of llichmond, a
good Irish soldicr in a Vermont regi-men- t,

contractcd disease of tho eyes
while in the United States service that
incapacitated him formanual labor, and
hc became a pauper on tho town of
Waterbury. Ile applied for a pension
and by the assistanco of Mr. Watts, the
overseer df the poor of that town, the
testimony neccssary to establish his
right was obtained, and a pension
granted Mr. O'Day of 824 a month and
ovcr 81(500 arrcars. Mr. O'Day, likc
an honest man, paid about 8500 of out- -

lawed dcbts andrclioved the town irom
his further support. He recently ap-
plied for an incrcase of pension, was
examined by the new mcdical board at
Montpelier and last wcek hc received
a new pension certilicatc cnlitliug him
to a pension of 872 a month hcrcaftcr.

JS1AHK JN KW3IAN, WllO (110(1 ,'lbOUt a
year ago, has since been granted a
pension, with 82,439 arrears. He lcft
no widow or children, and John Par--
sons, at whose house Mr. Newnian had
livcd for many years, filed a claim of
over 84,000 for expcnses in caring for
and uursing Mr. Ncwman while living
at his house, and scveral ofliccrs of the
treasury department dccided that he
was entitled to all tho money due the
pensioner at tho timc of his death, to
bo applied in satisfaction of his claim.
The second comptroller has dccided,
howevcr, th.it this cannot be done. Ile
says that the phrasc " last sickuess "
has always been limitcd to that which
is the immediate causo of death, and
can nover be applied to a long period
of disability, as in this case. The
comptroller allows tho claimant 8320
lor expcnses ol bonru, nursing and
caro of tho pensioner, $92 for bill of
physician and 857forfuncral expcnses,
amouuling in all to 8409. In a similnr
case that of .Tackson Stockwell a bill
of 82,494.82 was allowed aud paid out
of accrued pension for the caro, etc, of
tho pensioner pnor to his death.

A Woman's Vlcw of Grnnt.

Tho following memorial nddress was
delivered before a Grand Army post in
Columbus, Ohio, August 27, 1885, by
Mrs. Mary J;. ilanerolt, wlio has rela
tives and friends in AVashingtou county,
Vt. Mrs. Bancroft is activo in tho
Woman's Itelief Corps; and her hus
band, who is a nativo oi ttiis county, is
comniandcr of a Grand Army post:

" In the many memorial serviccs hcld
in honor ol (.joneral (jranl his achievc
mcnts and his charactcr as a soldicr, a
statesman and a citizcn have been dwelt
upon by thoso to whom thcso havo
secmed tho most sterling traits of his
grcatness. Tho moro his charactcr is
studicd tho moro elearly it is seen that
its greatcst peculiarity is its wonderful
syinmctry, which gives no plnco for tho
prominonco ot any ono irait or quaiity.
Othor inon arc celebrated becauso m
somo ono respcct they havo excclled all
otlior mcn with whom thoy aro com
pared. Gencral Grant's greatcst claim
to the placo ho holds is that in what
over lino resnonsibility was laid upon
him, and whatover tcmporary revorses
ho may havo mot, tho outcomo was tho
success which can result only from tho
well-balanc- plan, wisely nnd patientry
carried out in cvory dclail. It is cmi-nent- ly

fltting that tho womon of tho
land, and especially tho wivcs and
daughters ot llio soldiers ot tne repuu
11c, lu bringing tbeir leaves to weavo
tho laurel wreath ot tho grcat horo
should dwell especially upon tho man
who inust nceds ho creator thau his
deeds. Gencral Grant was a grent
soldicr and a good ruler, becauso in him
woro tho oBscntial elements of all truo
creatness. rcalmanhood. Howasnotcd
for his lovo of truth, for his purity of
spcccii anu conuuct and tor his reiianco
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on, and dovotion to, thoso whom ho
as his friends. Such ho wns as

tho ptibiic know him, uut tne innorsKic
of his lifo, which, during tho most of
his qulct and humblo caroor, tho public
dld not know, shows thoso trnits ln tho
full bloom andfruitago of domestic lifc.
AVo know that good fruit is tho suro
proof that tho troo which borc it was a
;ood trco. wo do not gatncr ngs ot
thistlcs. And so wo may know that
thcso cnrdinal grnccs of tho grcat gen-
cral and prcsidcnt aro to bo tracod to
the wisc and loving Christiaii trainiug
of that huinblo homo on tho banks of
tho Ohio. Of this homo wc know but
little. Wc know that riches and rank
and learuing wcro not therc. Wc know
irom the resuit tnat tnorc was incro ie

purity, Christlan faith and loving
devotionontho partof thoscwho shaped
its lifc. As tho world has long sincc
learned to recognlzo in the mother of
AVashington the sourco of his charactcr,
his lovo of truth, his sclf-contr- his

to family, and so his patriotism , so
will mcn yct traco to that huinblo homc,
and to tho moulding intlucncc of that
dcvotcd Christian mother of tho ' horo
of Appomattox,' tho foundatiou of his
charactcr in truth and purity and do-

mestic lovc. That charactcr, even
now in all tho glamour of success,
sliines brightor than his greatcst deeds.
AVc arc suro that tho homc he loved so
well was worthy of his lovc. Its

lay not in outcr things, for it
was rudc in itself and in its surround-ing- s,

as must nceds bc in tho cabin of
tho pionccr. Its truo nttraction for
him was tho lovc which rcigncd thcre,
and which he bolh gavo and shared in
full mcasuro. At tho ngo of scvontecu
Ulysscs S. Grant wcnt forth from that
homc of which hc was ncvcr again to
be a mcmbcr. But his charactcr, as to
its cssentials. was therc luliy lonncd.
Tho foundation was laid, b'road and
deep, in tho lovc of truth and purity
and right. In tho lovo of the son for
parents and home and domestic enjoy-mon- ts

was tho gcrm of that lovc of tho
husband, tho fathcr and tho friond,
which has mado tho home life of Gen-
cral Grant so beautiful. To him that
home was more than victory and more
than famc. Alctory, fame and powcr
owcd thcir chief charms to him in that
their richest fruits but gave pleasurc
in his home. Aftcr his carcer in Mex-ic- o,

full of honor and promise as it was,
Gencral Grant marricd. Aswas natural
in such a man, it was a lovo match.
The lovc which tho young licutenant
brought to his bride but burncd the
deeper with the llow of years, until tho
dying general, at tne summit ot eartniy
fame, closcd his palsied cyelids upon
licr pale and tcarful face. Ile resigned
his commission in tho armybecause tho
lifo of an army olliccr in thosc days of
trontier uuty mado it mipossibie lor
him to liavc his family with him and
to enjoy the domestic life he loved so
well. Nor was he willing, unless at the
call of imperativc duty, to bc scvcrcd
from tho responsibilities and swectness
of his family life. The years which suc- -

ceeded, from 1854 to 1801, wore years of
toils and strugglcs, and ciose trcadupon
novertv. llut in whatever elsc hc mav
have been disappointed, our great- -

heartcd lovcr always loundin 1ns homc,
in tho wilc who gave backlove tor lovc,
and in tho children who ncstled thore
a solace for all carc, a compensatiou for
all his trials and disappointments. llis
army life, during the years of tho re-

bellion, was vcry largcly an exilo from
his iamily. Ile counted it the greatcst
ot his sacrihces. isut in those years no
couuter attraction took the placc of
home in his hcart. Lake the bent bow.
whcn the cord was looscd he was found
as straight as before. Peacc brought
to him renown, riches and powcr, but,
more than all, it brought to him the

of home life. Ilenccforth,
whcther in command of tho armies, or
in the White llousc, or on his triumph- -

ant tour ol the world, tlio homo ot tlio
grcat soldicr was the shrine of the
greater lovcr, husband and fathcr. It
is not without significanco in this con-nccti-

call that tho sweetest conccption of the
bard was the homo of Ulysses, whcre.
for a score of wcary years, tho faithful
Pcnclope, not knowing his fate, kept
the hre uarning on tneneartn, and her
self, with all the chaste affection of her
brulal days, waitiug and watclnng lor
his coniing. To that island home the
grcat hero, after cvery stonn and ship- -

wreck, turns his prow, loving most ot
all his wiie and thoso at home.' m
thcso days of slandor of public men it
mcans much that no onc has fouud tho
shadow of occasion to chargc upon
Gencral Grant tho slightest stam on his
domestic life. It assures us of tho per
sonal nuritv of tho man. of the sanctitv
of his home nnd his niastery of himsclf
in all that gocs to makc homo tho sanc- -
tuary ot tlio hcart. Ihe domestic lito
of Gencral Grant should be dwelt upon,
hcld up and exaltcd by cvery woman,
as by ovcry man, as a model for cvory
home. AVo must remcniber that ncither
husband nor wife can alono mako a
happy homo. In all purity, and lovo,
and dcvotion thoy twam must bc oiu
Nor need wo, as womon, bo jcalous if
the namo ot that ono should bo the
nanio of tho man. No matter howhigh
the throne, tho powcr bchind is woman
as mother, lovcr or wiie. 'l he domes
tic lifc bf Gencral Grant owcd little or
nothing to its sitrroundins. It bcgan
in tho tcnt. or quartors of tho nomad
soldicr of tlio plains. It was continuud
lu the settlor's hut ncar bt. iouis nni
in the nlain cottago at Galena; but

it was the samo whcn ho was
poor and unknown as whcn ho was ricli
and at the head of nn empiru. It was
tlio samo when ho lay nt Ml. Meurogor
a worn-ou- t invalid, facing death, as
when ho wedded his bridc, with all
young lilo's vigor and honcs and pos
sibilities beforo him. The houo is the
hopo of tho ropublio. From nuro homcs
wherc truo lovo rcigns, come hor sons
to savo her in her hour of peril conio
inen worthy to bo the husfands ot our
daughters, and womon worthv to bo
tho wivcs of heroes nnd stateanicn, nnd
tho motlicrs ot a rneo gronler and bct
tcr than carth has yet secn."

This
tokcn of rcgard, it is said, originatcd
on a French mcrchant vcsscl which hnd
been to Alcxnndria for n cargo, and,
going down the rivcr, after General
Washinglon's death but belore his

and tolled its bclls continuously whilo
passing tho house of mourning. This
spccial testimony of respcct imprcsscd
every person ns bccoming aud appro-priat- c,

and it was at oncc taken up and
practised by all nver cratts. Jivcr siuco
the boll has been tolled on vessels of
cvery charactcr and nation which pass
tho tomb of AVashington. It may,
thcreforo, be claimcd to have grown
into a custom of impressive rcvcrential
respcct, obscrvcd by all vessels sailing
up and down tne x'otomac nver."

Yictunllingr a Stcamcr.
Fcw persons are aware of tho cxten-siv- c

nature of the victuallinjr on board
the great ocean steamcrs. Each vcsscl
is provisioned as follows for the rs

and crcw: Three thousand five
hundred pounds of butter, 11,000 hams,
1,C00 pounds of biscuits, cxclusivo of
thoso supplied for tho crcw; 8,000
pounds of grapcs, nlmonds, figs nnd
othcr dcssert fruits; 1,500 pounds of
jams and jellies; tinned meats, 0,000
pounds; dried beans, 3,000 pounds;
ricc,3,000pounds;onious,5,000pounds;
potntoes, 40 tons; llour, 300 barrels;
eggs, 1,200 dozcn. Fresh vegetables,
dead nient, and livc bullocks, shecp,
pigs, geese, turkeys, ducks, fowls, fish,
and casual game are generally supplied
at each port, so that it is dillicult to

them. Probably two dozcn bul-
locks and sixty shecp would bc a fair
nvernge for the whole voyago, and tho
rest may bo infcrred in proportion.
During the sumnier nionths, whcn
traveling is heavy, twenty-fiv- e fowls
are often used in soup for a single
dinncr. Lonilon Timcs.

Tho soldicr was sent out, and Grant
said: " Gcntlcinon, troops do not havo
six days' rations scrved to them in a
fort if thoy mcan to stay thore.
