G. W. B.., MoxrreriEr—Depend-
ent brothers and sigters of a soldier are
only entitled to pension while under
sixteen years of age.

T. R., VERoENNES,—Y ou are not en-
titled to a pension. The pension laws
muke no provision [for pensioning
mothers or other dependent relatives of
soldiers who died \I.’ln‘il"lL’ widows, or
children under sixteen years of age, sur-
viving them,

G. 8., DaxviLLue.~—The exit lrom
office of Assistant Secretary of the Io-
terior Hawking will not be lamented by
the soldiers. Hawkins has been arbi-
trary in the exercise of his duties, and
seems often to have esteemed himself
mightier than the law, but we doubt il
the suiters who claim large damages
will obtain satisfaction in the couris,
They will learn that the attorney’s fees
in court are not contingent on suceess
and are not limited to §25.

S, W.., Rurpaxp —Your boasting
that your pension appeared fo be se-
cured so eustly and quickly, and that if
you had another claim to prosecute you
would not employ an attorney, but do it
yvourself, reminds us of the old lady’s
remark when she came to Montpelier
for the first time by rail. When fully
convinced that she was in Mouoipelier,
ghe exclaimed: ** If I had known that
I could have come so quickly 1 should
have walked.”” We think that in nine
cases out of ten the claimant mukes a
mistake in prosecuting his own claim

or in employing an attorney who lacks |

skill and
basiness.

M. B., Woopnony.—If the treasury
department settled your decensed broth-
er's account for commutialion for ra-
tiong while a prisoner of war, and paid
the amount due you and a surviving
brother, you need not fear a suit by
more distant relatives against you to
recover a part of what has been paid
to you. The decision of the suditor
and comptroller of the treasury is an
adjudication of rights with which our
courts will not interfere, The treasury
officials required you to prove re-
lationship to the soldier prior to paying
the sum due him to any of his heirs.
If any mistake was made by omitting
an heir entitled to a share of the money
due the goldier the heir could now ap-
ply to the nuditor, and by showing his
right to a part of the money, receive it
direct from the treasury. The pay-
ment of money to the wrong party does
not defeat the claim of the rightful
heir. In such cases the government
sometin es pays a claim twice. If you
made any false representations or fur-
nished false testimony in bringing
about the payment of the money to
you, the government could recover the
money paid you, and if the false state-
ments were made wilfully you would be
liable to punishment, We assume and
believe, however, that every transac-
tion on your part was made in good
faith, and therefore the money yon have
received is rightfully yours., Bounty
and other allowances due soldiers for
service in the army are paid to the
heirs named in the law granting such
bounty and allowances. It is seldom
that any such allowaunces are paid to
any relative of the soldier more distant
than brothers and sisters. Yon say
you have paid a picce of the soldier a
part of the money paid you and desire
to know il you can recover it from her.
If you paid it under protest and she
owns altachable property you could
probably oblige her o pay you the
amount,

Stray Shots,
Tne commissioner of pensions,

James Tanner, granted a pension lnst
week to Enoch W, Wetherbee of Spring-
field, on an application filed in the pen-
gion otfice in I8TH, of 88 a month and
£1,450 nrrears,  His disability resulted
from a hernia, for which he received
no hospital trestment, and had not been
able to satisfly any prior commissioner
that the disability originated in the
service. T, J, Deavitt of Montpelicr
prosecuted the claim,

ThE new officials in the pension of-
flee are using common sense on the
question of line of duty that occurs

50 often in the adjudication of pension |

claims,  Last week the secretary ren-
dered a decision granting a pension to
a soldier who was injured by a blow on
his back from o comrade who, without
provoecation, struck him with & stick of
wood when the claimant was seated in
front of his tent untying his shoes
and preparing for bed. The seerctary
held that the injury was incurred in
line of duty and pensionable, He
added: * The government is bhound to
rotect the soldier from unnecessary
warm when in line of duty in the serv-
ice, and in this case the soldier’s rem-
edy is found in the pengion system, to
the henefils of whil:t he is clearly en-
titled.”

THE commissioner of pensions ren-
dered an important decision in passing
upon the application of John Webh
for an increase of pension from $24 Lo
£30 a month,  Webbh s receiving the
former rate of pension for varicose
veing of the left leg, and asked for in-
crenseé on the ground that total disn-
bility in the foot now exists, In grant-
ing the Increase the commissioner saye,
in his opioion, that it was not the in-
tention of congress in using the words
“total disability "’ to debar claimants
for pension from the benefils of the
act untll the band, foot, arm or leg is a
worthless incumbrance, incapable of
motion and completely useless for any
purposes  whatever,  Hereafter, he
Bays, total disability shall be held to ex-

ist when the member, by reason of [
wound, injury or disease, is useless in
the performance or ordinary manuul
labor.

Prince M. Ny, of Brockton, Mass,,
wis granted n pension, last week, of £5()
n month and a bandgome sum of arrears
for disability resulling from injuries
received on the James River, Va.,
May 5, 1804, while in service on the
['nited States gunboat ** Commodore
Jones.” The boat was blown up by n
torpedo and Nye was severely injured
in his back and is now nearly blind. I
hias been a difficult task to satisfy the
commissioner of pensions that the
blindness was the result of injuries re-
ceived by the explosion. Mr, Nye is o
poor man and gtood in need of a pen-
sion, He came to Montpelerand con
ferred with his attorney, T. J. Deavitt,
who advised bim what course Lo pursue
to make his claim succesaful.  Afler
the evidence had been submitied to the
penzion office Mr. Deavitt wrole Sen-
ator Hoar, giving him a brief statement
of the case, and reguesting him to in-
tercede to have a special examination
of the ¢ase immediately, A gpecial
examiner of the pension office investi-
gated the case, with the above resull.
Mr, Denvitt thinks the pension ought Lo
be 272 a month instead of £50, |

Native Shrobs and Yioes.

It is surprising to find how little
knowledge many persons who really
love flowers have of our native plants.
They notice them growiog by the high-
way and in the pastures; but they
never think of giving them a place in
the garden. Indeed, il they saw them
growing there they would hardly recog-

| uize them, for they have never given
them any attention, They have jg-
nored them simply because they were
common. {
some foreign country, given a long
name, snd attractively described in the
oatalogues of the florists, almost every
one would want to buy a plant, 1 wish
I could impress the voung people with
the fact that the plants in the woods
and felds are just as beauiiful as those
which foreign collectors send us, and
succeed in arousing in them an interest
which would lead to the formation of
societies for the collection of native
plants. 1 would like to have a society
formed in each neighborbood whose
object should be to gather shrubs and
vines hitherio neglected and give them
| a place in the garden. Suppose you

{try this. Have an * American cor-
ner," in which nothing of [foreign
origin shall find a place. You would

| be surpriged to find what an attractive
slace it could be made. Many persons
ave no shrubs or vines because they
can not afford to buy high-priced
| plants and don’y like to ask their more
| fortunate neighbors to give them some
of theirs. Let me suggest Lo the bovs
and girls that they go out into the
woods and flelds and when they come
across a preuy shrub or vine take it
up and ;riaml it carefully in the home
vard, It may not be as rare as some
peighbor's plants are, but it may be
quite as beautiful for all that, and it is
beauly that we want, nol rarity. One
of the prettiest of all shrubs is the wild
[ rose. It makes a fine show in spring,
| with its delicate lowers, and later with
| ite scarlet fruit, It is easily trans-
plamted and soon becomes a large bush.
Another is the sumach. We have no
brighter plant iu the fall than this,
with its scarlet and yellow crowns of
{ Tolinge, and to this attraction it adds
that of its erimason berrv-clusters which
remain all winter and produce a fine
effect when the ground is white with
snow. It will become quite atree in
| time. There are two or three varieties
of pative honeysuckle of shrubbery
| growth, and one that climbs much like
the Chinese variety, which produces
clusters of bright-red fruit. The dog-
wouds are beautiful at all seasons, So
are our native elders and spireas.
Among the vines there is nothing finer

| than the ampelopsis, or American ivy,
| often called Virginia creeper. Lt grows
almost everywhere. Yoo will find it
away up on the hills and down in the
low, moist places. In the fall its foli-

| age turns to a brilliant crimson and
[ maroon, and the tops of the trees into
| which it has grown will have the ap-
pearance of being covered with vivul
| Howers, It often reaches a height of
fifty feet, It clings to whatever sur-
face it comes in contact with by means
of sucker-like disks at the ends of its
tendrils, Ivisone of the few American
plants that bave attracted the attention

[ of foreign flower-lovers, Io Eogland
| it is the rival of the ivy and is being
| extensively grown there, The bitter-
sweet, or celustrus, is another beautifnl

| vine, It has pretty folinge of a hright
gréen through the summer and clear
golden-yellow in the fall. Its fruit is
borne  in clusters along s many
branches, Each berry is inclosed ina
shell of orange color. This shell splits
into thrae parts and turns back, disclos-

[ ing & bright-red berry within, These
clusters are retnined all winter if the
birds let them walone. Much use is

muade of them for Christmas decoration.
This vine is excellent for training ahout
porches and  over gateway arches.
Another native is the Clematis Vie-
giniana, or virgin's bower. It dies
{down Lo the ground each year, In

. | spring it sends up many stems which

rich i height of ten and twelve feel.
[ In July it will be almost completely
| covered with feathery white flowers of
delightful fragrance. After the flow-
ers have fallen the seeds develop little
tufts of silky plumes, which make the
plaut very sttractive. These are often
gathered for the winter decoration of

the lpurlur. Itis not necessary to ex-
tond the list of attractive American
plants, If you go out into the flelds

and woods with your eyes open you
will discover them, They are to be
had for the tking, Plaot them about
the house. Tuke care of them, and
soon you will have as much reason to
be proud of your collection as vour
more wealthy neighbor has of his.-
