Corn ensilage should ncvcr be fed
alone. OarOWD experimcnts and those
reported by other stations iudicatc
that corn produces the niost digestible
feed if cut in the glaingstagc or whcn
tbe etids of the grains are beginning to
hkrden."

It is a mighty poor plea
for robbing a mau that he is making
money, especially if he is niaking it
by farming, the trade that feeds the
world!

" Si vi.i." un THE Fahm. A writer
in an exchauge says: "I doubt if
farmers, generally, at this day, with all
the modern improvements, average
much letter than they did when I was
younger. To be sure, with horse hocs,
cultivators, smoothing harrows, etc., a
man cau grow much more of any crop
than he could then, yet fewer farms
were mortgaged then than now. The
style of living was simpler and eonse-quentl- y

family expeuscs were not so
great." Average much better! Well,
we thought the croakers were all claim-iu- g

that they average much worse. As
to " the style of living," we believe
that to be a thiug which settles itself.
If a farmer is clear of debt, he surely
has a 1 ight to spend liis income in what
some call "style," but which others
conslder to be comfort, "This is a
free country."

What Prn e Will Pay? In an ac
count of the dairy farming of (ieueral
Mattockl of l'ortlaud, Maine, which
lately appeared in the Mirror and
Farmer, it is said: " liis cows were
pure-bre- d Jerseys. They were fed
three rjuarts of grain each per day, half
corn-me- al and half Bborts, with an

feed of oil meal, about three
quarts a week, given a pint at a time.
They were allowed all thc hay, the
best of hcrd's-gras- s and dover, that
they would eat, and betweeo twelve
and Qfteen pounds of ensilage daily,
fed at noou. He does not believe
tbere is any money in butter, made as
carefullv as his was, which sells for
sixty cents per pound; nor doeB he
think that a profit can be made in lirst-clas- s

hand-mad- e butter selling at tifiy
cents a pound. Ile says he lost money
ou his butter, notwilhstandiiig it was
80 iuuch thought of."

Snai' Conclrsionb. The Homt-itea- d

aye that: "An experiinent
eonducted by Ilenry Hoby of

Burlington, Vt., couveys a bint which
may be of use iu the future. In an ef-fo- rt

to diseover the cause of blight which
afl'ects pear and apple-tree- s, he becaine
oonvlnoed that electriclty is the prima)
cause, and seeured a large copper wire
over some trees beginning to blight.

To prescrve it as ensilage is
thc only way to utilize the whole crop.
It is also clairaed tliat in the form of
ensilage it is more digestible, that cat-

tle thrive better upon it, and that it is a
valuable winter food for milch cows,
being a substitule for the green forage
of sunimer and iucreasing the flow of
milk."

Fahm Waoes. There are few
brighter farmers in Vermont than W.
W. Higbee of Charlotte. Writiug in
the Jfimrsle(il , he says: " Farm wages
are out of all proportion witli the price
of farm products. The cost of getting
work done is the main cause of deprcs-sio- n

in farming. Think of $l..r0 to
.2 a day, and corn set down liere for
forty-eig- cents. I'otatoes at one
time wcrc as high as seventy cents,
and are now dropping to eightcen cents;
beef has no sale and pork is :?4 pcr
hundred weight. Land sells for 18 to
slsi per acre, and the best farms bring

.'!." to 60peraore, with buildings all in
good shape. The mcaning of this is,
farmers must insist on prices for labor
to correspond with prices for produce,
or stop doing business. We do not
carry it on for fun." This all sounds
true cnough; but Mr. Higbee offers no
solution of the dlffioulty. Why does he
not Bettle it by refusing to pay high
wages? The very momeut he puts this
questiou to himself he flnds. as we all
do, that we are confronted by the fact
that, if we hire cheap help, they turn
out to be the most costly in thc end.
In this matter, to use a sailor's exprcs-sio- n,

" we stand between the dcvil
and the deep sea." We must pay good
men high wages, because otherwise
they will go elsewhere to get them. In
the struggle of the operative class to
keep up high wages by strikes and high
duties, the effect extends necessarily to
all working men. We can not see any
help for it, otherwise than a resort to
measures for the reduction of the price
of all manual labor, which we are

not do in America. We shall
have to pay high wages in the future as
in the past; and the only remedy is to
get more work from fewer men by the
use of improved niachines, and to get
higher prices for our products by having
them aB abundant and good as skill can
make them.

" Fluent Writers Lying in the
ShadE." Heferring to a few remarks
in these columns, to the effect that farm-

ers are aptto forget that people in the
city have hard times, too, in " making
strap and buckle meet," the Mirror
and Farmer says: "People who go
from the cities into the country to
spend a few weeks iu tishing and lying
in the shade of the farmer's trees and
eating his strawberries and cream and
other delicacies think because the
farmer does not have to pay spot cash
for them that they cost him nothing.
That is the view that far too many of
these lluent writers on farm llfe take
of the subject. If all such people could
have the benelit of the school of

and make their visits at other
seasons and work in the muok bog and
clean out the pigpeu and spread the
manure and work on their kneeB in the
dirt, setting strawberry plante, and
mend fences in the woods among the
mosquitoes, to keep the cows out of the
COm-fiel- d, and know tbat they were not
doing this for a Qxed salary where
Bhirklng would be so much gained, as
it is iu their work in the city Bhopa and
mills, but feel that their success and
the necessaries of life for themselvi s

and famlliea dcpended ou their labors
and that they must work whether it
was agreeable or not, and that all the
money they were to have or handle
must come from the sale of their
products, the poetry of farm life would
not be bo musical to their ears." The
" lluent writer," of which our contem-porar- y

speaks so tluently in this sen- -

tence of 100 words, is a farmer in his
sixty-seeou- d year, who begius work at
daylight even iu the longest days, and
rarely drives his market wagou into
the barn early euough at nlght to get
through with his choreB before ilark.
ile has probably set a good many more
Btrawberry plants than his critic; but
he hopes he haa ratlier more foresight
about his busincBs than to leave his
fenee-repairin- g to be done in 'sketer
time. It may be added that he has
never seen the siluatiou where he
thought " Bhirking would be so much
gained " whether he was at work for
himself or auother.

practice tliat cxistcd prior to the days
of the Cleveland adniinistration.

I.. T., BUBtlNOTON. -- The delay in
inerease pcnsion clainis is largely due
to Ihe iuahility of the commissioner of
penalODI to handle the bui.iness of his
offlce. In one week recently over
fourlcen hundred applications for in-

erease of pcnsion were received al the
pension ollicc, and during the same
week only about lifty inerease pensions
were granted. The number of claims
pendtDfl in the pension olhYe of all
classes is said to be about 400,000.

.1. II. P., HANOVER, N. II. Aftcr
an appeal has liecn taken in a rejected
pcnsion claim it is unusual to lile

testiniony before a decision is
rcndered. The sccretary of the interior
will not considcrtestimonv in a pension
case untll it has been lirst considcred
by the commissioner of pensions. If
tbe rejection is atlirmcd hy the secre-tar- y,

you can then Me additional testi-mon- y

and the case will be considcred
in connection with the new tcstimony,
and if the claim is again rejected you
can again appeal to the secretary of the
interior.

A. c, Richmond. The salary of
the commissioner of pensions is 96,000.
The salary of the assistant secretary of
the interior, who considcrs the appeals
taken from the decisions of the com-
missioner, is .3,)00 a year. It looks
like " appealing down bill," to be sure.
The cascs appealed from tbe pension
offlce were regarded of SUfficient

to be considered by the secre-
tary of the interior himself prior to
1886, whcn the cases were lirst turned
over to an assistant, and the Ilarrison
adniinistration has not yct reformcd
tliis practice.

K. J. c, Bennington. The Sol-

diers' Ilome would uot be entitled, un-

der existing laws, to the acerued pen-
sion of a pensloner who died while an
inmate of the Ilome leaving by will
8200 or ?:?00 for tbe benelit of the
Home. If a pensioner dies leaving no
widow or children under sixteen years
of age, the pension due him at the time
of his death cannot he drawn, cxcept
where the pensioner did not leave suili-cie-

means to pay the expenses of his
last sickness and burial, aud then only
Bufflcient to defray such expenses.
Congress passed an act March 2, 1889,
that irives the secretary of thc interior
power to pay arrcars of acerued pen-sion- s

in certain cases, which is uot the
case stated by you.

G. li., Moretown. The order of
the commissioner of pensions, that the
tcstimony of the claimant himself and
one enllsted man should he sutlicient to
show origin of disability in the serv-
ice, was probably tntended only for the
newspapers. The commissioner is not
thc head of the department and is not
thc official to make the rules governing
the adjudieating of pensions. Tanner
is reported as sayiug that when he
learned ii was not a statute law requir-In-g

the tcstimony of two enllsted men
lo establish the origin of disability in
the service, he issued liis order that the
tcstimony of one comrade should he
SUfficient. If Tanner had followed the
practice in such cases, he would have
recommended to thc secretary of the
interior that such an order be made,
and the secretary, who has the auth.ir-U- y

hy law to make such rules, would
have issued the order undouhtedly.
Such BSSUmption of power on the part
of the commissioner of pensions is, of
course, disgusting and open tocriticism.
We might add that his said order is not
respected iu the pension offlce. The
calfs for testiniony since the order are
the same as before it two enlisted
men being siill required.
