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How Paper is Made.

The mill stands in & beautiful valley,
not for from a railrond. The drive
from the rond to the mill has a row of
trees on either side, and is kept in as
good  order as though leading inton
gentleman’s grounds, To the left of
the mill stands a small building of
brick, the first story of which is an open
room  in which are stored bales of rags.
These rags from Japan are pressed into
bales by hydraulic pressure, making the
amallest possible bulk, to reduce cost of

transportation, and nrv af all colors,
presenting an appearance that made
whiteness appear When

impossible,

freed from the iron {mmi.f- atd sticks
that hold them, they are thrown into a
buge hollow cylinder in which they
are washed by steam and soda for
hours, coming out a dull gray, with
sugeestions of color. They are then
thrown into a vat into w?lil'h a large
stream of cleanr water is constantly pour-
ing, and pass into a drum in which are
kuives that press on the bulk of rage
and separate the fibers without cutting.
The force of the current of water forces
the rags through this dram sud owt
again and again until they become
pulp; here, too, a bleaching process
takes place which removes the last trace
of color: the pulpy gray mass passes
into another vat, where a second bleach-
ing process leaves it a8 white a8 snow,
It passes from here through a further
refining process which leaves the pulp
resembling a superior white soft soap.
It seems impoesible that this muss of
soft, snow-while pulp was but a short
time before a bale of selected rags of
every conceivable color and elmpt-
This mass of soft pulp passes again into
a vat much smaller than the bleaching
and cleaning vats, where it is forced
through a brass plate in which there
are slots so small that the point of a pin
cannot be inserted; from ihis it passes
through a large lr:mula. as thin as wa-
ter; lifting up a handful of this water,
which is milky in color, you discover
particles of white; these particles form
the paper. The milky fluid passes out
over rollers or eylinders on to an ex-
tremely fine wire bed, which has a
movement from side fo side that nssists
in shuking the water through; this wire
table or bed is about forty feet long,
and when this liquid or fluid passes
over the eylinders at the other end it is
paper. You see it pass fromw a fHuid
into a continunous sheet of paper hun-
dreds of yards in length, It is now pu-

per ready for finishing. The lmp.-r
passes over heavy rollers covered with

felt, and 18 carricd over larce drums
turning back, that both sides may have
the same linish, 1t is carried agnin to
other eylinders, where it is dried, being
held close to the drums by canvas, Iy
passes over other evlinders whera the
amonnt of pressure or weight brought

to bear on the eylinders determines the |

thickness of the paper. It is now redy
fur the last handling, It is rolled from
the cylinders on  enormious spools

where it hus the rough edge cut off,

and where at the same time jt is cut
into widths suitable for the purpose for
which it is to be uzed. During this
process it is heing rolled on Lo spools or
firums, ready for the cutting maching,
After the spools are wmljusted in the
cutting muchine the paper passes be-
tween small wooden rollers on which
ure pieces of felt cut dinmond shape. In
answer to the question why the felt was
nol smoothly rolled on the eylinders,
thie unswer was that (hey produced
more even pressure when put on the
rollers this way—that they kept the
paper smoother. The machine stops
al any length the paper is to be cut, the
muchine being eapuble of adjustment
to any desired length, The Kknife acts
and the paper falls, a sheet, into the
hands of & girl ot the baek of the ma-
chine, who catches the sheet from the
muchine and keeps itin perfectly even
piles in atray. Aovother girl counts the
paper into reams of, say, five hundred
sheets each, when it is tied in packages
aud shipped.  All paper is not made
cntirely of rags; in some paper there is
a proportion of wood pulp. Jl]m propor-
tion of wood pulpto rags determines the
quality of the paper. Paper that is to
be used forillusirutions must be more
highly fnished than paper that is to
take Impressions of wype only. You
have heard of made-over dresses and
trousers and coats, but I don’t belivve
muny of you have heard of made-over
puper.  Every newspaper, every imiaga-
zine, every pamphlet, has, or is ex-
pected to have, so large an edition; that
18, 20 many hundred or thousund copies
are subscribed for or needed. Now,
when the publisher gives his order to
the printer, he orders so many hundred
or llllrllnlill[l copies extra printed, be-
caude he oxpects 1o sell s0 many extra
copies over and above the rugulurllr-
mund, Sometimes he does not sell this
number; and perhaps no stock in (he
country, when left over, has less value
than an old newspaper or magazine,

Now what is done with these appa-
rently useless things? They are sent
tg & paper-mill, and, after going
through a process wh lu.h, to use a tech-
nical term, {8 called * loosening the
