No man has a dryer, more satirical
gmile than Professor Johnson; and it
was with Lhis smi.c that he said: * Per-
haps you can suggest sowe points Lo
me that have nol been counsidered in
those little books.”  They are probably
at this day the most complete things in
their way existing in so condensed o
form, and with such clear exactness of
description and definition. We hope
that the sale of the new edition of How
Crops Grow will be large and rapid
enough to encourage a like revision
of How Crops Feed, That only one
edition has been sold (aod not a very
large one) in wll these years, is a sad
proof thal America has as yet very few
farmers who are reading men, at least
in matters pertaining to the farm.
