The lnstrument ls
octagonal ln shape and Gothlc ln de-

slgn and has 1098 plpes, ranglng from
the two-fo- ot plccolo to the 16 foot
open diapason. Thls ls larger by 450

plpes than any other organ ln town.

The 24th annual Valley fair at Brat

lons as at flrst contemplated. The
work can be done to somewhat better
advantage now than after the reser
volr has fllled and the relatlve cost
wlll not be large. The Increase ln
the capacity of the reservolr wlll ne--

cesoltate cleanlng from one to two
acres more of the bed, and that work
ls now ln progress. The extra work
wlll not delay materlally the date of

closlng the gate and allowlng the re
servolr to 1111, and lt ls expected that
the gate wlll be closed about Nov. 15,

The gate house ls nlne-tent- done
and the splllway ls seven-elght-

completed. Figurlng the consumptlon
of water at 60 gallons a day for each
person ln town, Whlch ls a liberal es
tlmate, the reservolr once full would
last the town 250 days, or more than
elght months, wlthout any water run
nlng ln, calllng the populatlon of the
town 8000.

He served several
years as Congregatlonal minlster in
Royalton, Vt He was edltor of the
Rutland Herald for about 10 years
and of the St. Albans Messenger flve
years. In 1883 he became edltor of tho
Oregonian at Portland, Or. Hon. John
Barrett, now of tho bureau of Amer- -
lcan republlcs, servlng as one of hlu

reporters. He also edlted the Tacoma,
Washington News and the Tacoma
Ledgcr.

In 1862 he organlzed Co. B, 7th R.
I. cavalry, the only company In tho
federal army composed entlrely of
college students. After the war ho
wroto a hlstory of thls company en- -

tltled: "The College Cavallers." In
1880 he was marrled ln Iouisvllle,
Ky., to Mlss Sue Harry Claggett, a

Southorn woman and a glfted author-es- s.

MAY ItE COLONIAL RELICS.

Vnclcnt Muskct Sabre, Knlfo nnd

Pnrls of Unlform Found ln Brid-

port.

Tho current lssue of the Vergennes
Enterprlse contalns the followlng ln
terestlng letter:

The rccent flndlng by Edwln R.
Preble in a pasture owned by A. C.
and A. A. Preble, ln thc south west--

ern part of Bridport, of an old tlme
fllnt-loc- k musket, a sllver mounted
ofllcer's sabre, the sllver trlmmlngs
of a scabbard, a large clasped pocket-knlf- e,

several buckles apparently
from the gunsllng strap, numerous
buttons from a unlform, and other
melal objects not yet Identlfled, ls
well calculated to exclte the lnterest
of the student of Colonlal hlstory
from the stand-pol- nt of a local Ver- -
monter.

That the artlcles were found close
to the course of thp so called mllltar;
road running from Crown Polnt fort
to the fort at Pittsford, known to ex-i- st

ln the middle of the elghteenth
century; that thc spot ls remembered
to have been a dense forest within
comparatlvely recent years, but whlch
Is now a "stump-pastur- e" remotely
sltuated; that all, the surroundlng clr- -
cumstances polnt to the probabillty
that a soldler's rcmalns could at one
tlme have been found wlth them; all
these thlngs unquestlonably Indlcate
a tragedy In the long ago. The ar
tlcles were all on the surface of the
ground or practically so, never haV'
ing been placed in a grave, and they
were found close together.

The gates of imaginatlon are
thrown wlde open. One may fancy in
hls mlnd the lone offlcer far from
home or comrade and many mlle3
from human habltatlon; perhaps slck
crawllng Into the near forest to lay
down to dle; or more llkely to have
been attacked by the wlld beasts ot
the woods and killed. Indlans would
hardly have permitted the rifle or
sword to remain wlth thelr vlctim's
body, to be found a century and a half
later; and lf settlers had become
common In the neighborhood, as they
were not untll after 1861, the body
would undoubtedly have been dlscov-ere- d,

glven Chrlstlan burlal and the
personal effects cared for.

In vlew of the fact the the Imple- -

ments and other artlcles found have
been exposed to the actlon of all sorts
of weather since some perlod prevl-ou- s

to the War of tho Amerlcan Revo- -

lution, and wlth no protectlon save a
few Inches of dirt, the slow accumu-latlo- n

of many years' shower of fall-ln- g

leaves, they are all In a remark-abl-y

good stato of preservatlon. Of
course only the heavler metal parts
remain, and thelr appearance greatly
resembles that of simllar substances
that havp phfced through a hard and
long continucd flre. All sllver parts
are espe lal'y well preserved.

OIIARGED WITH LARCENY.

Randolph Man Arrested for Allegcd
Tlicft of l'ocketliook.

Randolph, Oct. 22. Frank H. Crowe
was arrested yesterday on hls return
from the excurslon to Boston, charg-e- d

wlth the theft of a pocket-boo- k

belonging to Granville W. Barnes, an
aged veteran ot the Clvil, War. Mon-da- y

Oct 11, Mr. Crowe, wlth hls wlfe
and chlld. went to Boston, and about
9 o'clock ln the mornlng was seen
by three school girls to pick up a

wallet on tho depot platform near
the ho for north-boun- d mall. Mr
Barne3 had malled a letter in thls
box earller and lt Is supposcd that
he must at that tlme have dropped
hls wallet, whlch contalned about
$50 in money, a cashier's check for
$550 and an en'dorsed check for $7.50
on a Chattanooga bank. After his
arrest, Mr. Crowe denied all knowl- -
edge of the lost pocket-boo- k or ot
havlng plcked up such a book, and
was flnally released on ball furnlshed
by A. B. Gay, W. C. Emerson and
Harry Chase.

Montpt-I'i- r Mornlng Journal on
your breakfaBt table for 40c a month,

CABOT VILLAGE CEMETERY.

It ls OTcr 100 Ycnrs Old Bcautll.il

as n Itesult of GcnCrous Cltlzcns

nnd Formcr Kcsidcnts.
The flrst burlal in the Cabot VII- -

age cemetery was Mlss Ellza Dutton,
on March 30, 1800. The plot was one-ha- lf

acre, contrlbuted by the late
Judge John W. Dana, for a publlc
burlal ground, but the town never
had a deed of lt. About 60 years ago
an addltion ot about four rods on tho
west and south sldes was bought by
s'ubscrlption and was fenced wlth
posts and a board fence. Slx years
ago Andrew J. Webster. of Menashe,
Wls left $700, the lnterest to be used
in carlng for thls plot, whlch ha3
been put in very good shape. In
1906 the selectment bought one acre
ln addltion to the original lot.

In 1865 tho late Judge Lance made
qulte an addltion on the west side
and his father, Joseph Lance, was the
flrst person iburied ln the plot. Thls
was prlvate property and vjis sold
as such to indlviduals as wanted. At
the death of Judge Lance lt became
the property of hls son L. C. Lance,

Last May thls property was bought
of Mr. Lance by L. C. Flsher, who
concelved the Idea of greatly Improv
Ing lt by bringlng water, bulldlng
drives and walks, and furnlshlng
seats, etc, through the grounds. Ac
cord!n?ly he began writlng to old

and those who had frlends
burled in thls plot, asking for as- -

sistance by the glvlng of funds wlth
which to beautlfy the grounds, to
whlch they responded llberally ln
sums ranglng from $10 to $100.

The largest gift was that of Eugene
W. Palge, of Pittsford, Mass., who
furnlshed a fountaln at a cost of
$225. The water ls thrown up In
thls about 20 feet, falllng upon two
shelves and from thls into a cement
basin, 12 feetjn dlameter. Thls foun
taln ls located on an emlnence and
the water passes from here to a
smaller bronze fountaln of beautlful
deslgn. The water ls carried through
the walks and drives and stand pipes
at different points to which hose can
be attached so that all of the lots
can be sprinkled. Mr. Palge not only
contrlbuted the fountaln, which bears
his name in bronze letters, but gave
the sum of $100, the lnterest to be
used as may be needed ln keeping It In
repalr for ever.

Mr. Palge was born in thls town.
His father and mother are burled ln
thls cemetery and on thelr lot he has
erected a flne granlte monument.
These associations lead Mr. Palge to
take great lnterest In the town
to which he made thls generous gift,
which the townspeople heartily ap
preclate.

L. C. Flsher took the laborlng oar
in thls undertaklng and through his
untirlng efforts the work has bee.i
accompllshed. The whole expense has
amounted to $800, all of which has
been raised through hls efforts. The
people ot town have donated 11b

erally for thls undertaking ln money
and work.
