Manse. First Presbyterian Church,

Nashville. Tenn., Dec, 3, 1S98,
To the EdltOr of the TinW-lleruld:
After all that has transpired during

the recent few months Americana
should be the last people on earth to
harbor unbrotherly feeling toward one
another. If Christianity is tt all what
we profess and prtulaim .: ; » be, this
stai einen i should be pre-eminentlycharacteristic of American churchmen.It is the mission »f tie- church to
create the era of good will. She should
be in the very forefront wherever "fra¬
ternity'* is the slogan.
The fact that sectional bins still di¬

vide certain great denominations of
Christians in America is not to the
glory of religion. The effort to efface
such boundaries and effi union and
hi ootnplish reconciliation one whichshould have the hearty co-operation of
all earnest Christians, as ;t- certainlydocs have the approval of heaven.

.lust now the problem of church
union slan ts where it never did before.
The dls< usslon is an old one. but for the
last few years little has been done be¬
yond the formal sending fraternal
greetings by the churches North and
South. Hut Hod has been at work in
the- meantime. A tidal wave of patriot-Ism has swept over tile' nation, and
among other things accomplished bus
bi en the obliterations of < ctional prej¬udice. President McKinley was the
apostle of good will as he stood In At¬
lanta and spoke reverently of the Con¬
federate dead. His words sen; a thrill
of joy through the Southern heart, The
enthusiastic response of the South to
the President's reference t> 'He graves
of the Confederate dead must not be
construed as delight over the prospectof material benefits, but as gratitudefor the noble expression of great good
will. The South w ill uev er consent to
the pensioning of surviving Confeder¬
ate soldiers. The soldiers themselves
would never consent to receive sueh
aid from the national government, not
been use of any lack of loyally to the
government, but of the deference to
the sentiment they cherished for the
cause their army espoused,

Till: PRESIDENT'S SPEECH.
The President's speech meant to us

that American valor, whether dressed!
In a eoal of blue or a Jacket of gray,
is true American valor and must
stand unchallenged and immortal in
the annals of our common country. All
of this must affect the altitude of the
North and South toward each other,
not only in their civil but In their ec¬
clesiastical relations. So that the ques-
tioii of organic union between the
Northern ami Southern PresbyterianChurches is on w holly different ground
from a year ago.

general assemblies should appoint com¬mittees of conference on this subject.
The committees should be made Up of
men who are once representative and
Catholic-spirited. The extremist never
inaugurates aij era of good Will In any¬
thing.

the camp Urea of the past, but in the
light of the present and under the
splendid inspiration of the future. For
the past it is llOUgh to SilJ "We re.

the past. Surely any noble spirit can
go that far without the surrender of
any principle or the dishonoring of any
sent imeiit.
