During his re¬
marks he denied Mr. Dolllver's state-
ment thai he had insulted the Presl«
dent, li'' undertook to read statements
Iii Ihe Sennfi similar to those he bad
innde, but Mr. Payne (Republican, New
Yi rl 1. \\ln> was in the chair, refused to
allow him to >\<> so. and Mr. Lents was
finally compelled to take his seat for
declining to heed the chair's warning.
He \\:ts, however, soon allow to pro¬
ceed.
