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“In my judgment a new jail for this
city is one of the crying needs of the
gmen. and one that must be met sone-

ow,

“I belleve that the city could sell the
present large engine-house, which from
the distribution of the department has
become unnecessary, convert a part ot
the old jall Into a small engine-house,
enlarge the police headguarters to ad-
vantage, make there other needed pro-
visions for city departments and pur-
chase the lot In rear of the present
Jall—on Cove street—which is amply
sufliclent for o modern jall; the entire
trangnction belng done with very little
added expense to the city, as the money
derived from the sale of Engine-House
Square would go a long way toward
puying for the sugzested improve-
ments, 3

“The city must shortly Improve the
present Jail or bulld . new one, and 1
am opposed to doing any more In the
ling of Improving the old properiy,
AS THERE IS NOT THIE XNEEDED
ROOM IN THE LOT, every available
foot now belng In use; and, further, by
purchasing a new lot the present Jall
could be used until the new one s
ready for eccupancy, and then the old
bulldings could be put to the many
uses 80 greaily needed. For instance,
an emergency hospital, modern mor-
gue, enlarzed police headguarters, and
small engine-house, with pollee patrol
stable and office, and a reformatory for
ycuths could bp arranged.

“Maore room 15 needed to further the
plan of keeping the different elasses of
nrisoners egcparate. 1 have, so far as
alle, with the present exisiing condl-
tivn of things, kept three separate and
distinet classes of prisoners apart in
this jall—youths, women and men—but
Hthe crowded condition has ofien made
this diflieult.
