The Miller Manual School, in  Albe-
marle county, one of the largest and
most prosperous institutions of the kind
in the South, has recently accomplish-
ed one of the most interesting engineor-
ing feats that has been attempted in
Virginia for some time.

This school, which was provided for
In the will of the late Samuel Miller,
a native of Albemarle, who died in
Lynchburg, is loeated nenr Crozet, at
the foot of the mountalns In that coun-
ty. 1Until recently all of the machinery
used In the varlous shops in the Insti-
tution was driven by stenm v
Colonel Charles B, Vawter, the prinei-
pal of the school, coneeived the ldoa of
converting the old stream on the tap
of the mountains into motive power to
take the wvlace of steam. A reservoir
wos constrocted with a  ecapacity  of
10,000,000 gullons into  this the
atrenm  wuy diver The waler 15
brought down from the reservoir to the
work shops in heavy iron pipes. The
elevation gives n fanll of 250 feet, the

highest fall used for manufacturing
purpases, probably, In Virginia. The
