Mr, Berry, of Arkansas.
Leads Attack Upon It.

THE POSITION OF MR. BACON
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Trenty und Uncon <>i>i»<incs.

(By Teiograph lo Virginian-Pilot.)
Washington, Jan. .ft.During almost

tho entire morning hour -to-day the
Senate had under discussion tho policy
Of this country to he pursued In the
Philippine islands. Mr. Berry, (Ar¬
kansas). In a speech upon the resolu¬
tion offered by Mr. Vest, discussed the
policy of expansion without a refer¬
ence to the constitutional point involv¬
ed In the Vest resolution, lie spoke
from notes, slating with force and em¬

phasis his objections to the pending
treaty of peace.

..If In November, is%," he began, "it
hnd been known that the President nt
tb.ls time, so soon after his inaugura¬
tion, would be asking Congress for an

army of 100.("JO men to subjugate and
reduce a people 7,000 miles from our
shores, who were endeavoring to estab¬
lish a government for themselves, he
would not have received a single elec-
foral vote in any State."
"The daily abuse which is heaped

upon those who are opposing this
scheme of Imperialism and the criti¬
cism to which we are subjected by Seii-
utors on this Moor, because we will
not follow the President in his wild
scheme of colonisation certainly is not
the best methods of attaining then
ends. There are thousands ami tens of
thousands of our people who believe
the danger of the overthrow of our In¬
stitutions was never so great ns at
this time/1
THE MONET POWER'S INFLUENCE
Mr. Berry adverted to the great in¬

fluence of the money power and the
power of corporations exerted in the
elections of \K><\, declaring that Pres¬
ident McKinley owed Ills election to
that power. He declared that the mon?
ey power was able to control nearly all
the dally newspapers and tb< y were
able to elect William McKinley. He I
said further that we had won n glori¬
ous victory in the late war. but that
we had fought Spain to free the Cu¬
ll ns from her control and having ac¬
complished that purpose we could not
now without dishonor make war upon
ithe people of the Philippines to subjectthem lo our control.

"It has been urged," said Mr. Berry,
"that we hold those Islands and can¬
not release them now. Thai Is not
true. According to the protocol we
hold only the city, bay and harbor of
Manila. The remainder of the islands
are not under our control."

A QUESTIONABLE RECORD.
Mr. Berry said that the opponents ofcolonization w ere olng urged to agree

to the ratification of the trenty, und af¬
ter such ratification General Otis might
push forward his battalions and kill
those who are lighting simply for free¬
dom. In urging thi- rat Hie,11 ion of the
treaty and advocating the colonization
scheme of the Administration, he did
not think Senators wi re making a rec¬
ord to be proud of.

LEE .AND JACKSON'S STAND.
Mr. Berry referred to an allusion

made I hat be had not always earnest¬
ly supported ib.- government of tie-
fnlte-' 'tales, said it was true he hod
aer\, .ii the Confederate army and
that there had never been a day of his
life since that he was not proud of that
service, yet lie believed that the gov¬
ernment of the United States under
which we were now living was the
greatest on the face of the earth.

"I will hover vote, however." be de¬
clared with great emphasis, "to place
upon any people a policy int.- Insl w hich
Lee fought ami against which Jackson
gave up his life."

MR. PLATT AOAI N".
Mr. Platt, of c.icctlcut, then ad¬

dressed the Senate upon th.- various
resolutions He Btild:
"This resolution is one of n scries of

resolutions which hive been introduced
from time to time in this body with n
view to declaring what our policy is
NOT to be. So tar as l have heard
nobody except tin- Senator from Mas¬
sachusetts (Mr. Hour) bus signified
what be thought the policy of the
country ought to be."

Till: BACON RESOLUTION.
After analyzing the several resolu¬

tions offered nnd ndvcrtlng to the
Bacon resolution, he said that It could
mean but one thin;;, and that was that
if the treaty was ratified It would be
the duty of this government to relin¬
quish the Philippines Immediately to
the inhabitants, without reference to
our rights In the premises.
"The resolutions do not sny so." in¬

terjected Mr. Bacon. "Indeed they sayquite the contrary."
Thereupon Mr- Plntt read the reso¬

lutions und Bald:
"if the .statements mado in these re¬

solutions are true no other construc¬
tion could be placed upon them by the
Inhabitants of the Philippines Minn (b it
the Islands are to be turned over to
them immediately."
Mr. Platt went on to say that we bad

had a war which h id ended gloriouslyfor the country nnd for the cause .-f
free government throughout the world,
nnd now. almost six months since the
protocol was signed, the treaty of pea,,,which had been agreed upon was not
ratified.
SITUATION IN Till; PHILIPPINES.
Returning to the situation ns it now

confronts tho country, Mr. Platt paidhis respects to Aguinaldo: "The sit¬
uation in the Philippines," be said, "is
critical. Aguinaldo Is in anus, lie is
using arms furnished to him by the
United States. That is the situation.
Whom also but the United State:« is
he In orms against. The ratifications of
this treaty will give the I"tilted States
the right to say to Aguinaldo: 'We nr..
in control in these islands. Attack us
If you dare.' in a short time the de¬
fiance of our authority will melt away
and a government will be established in
those islands Immeasurably superior to

any that Agulnaldo could possibly
make."
DEFEAT OP TREATY MEANS WAR
Mr. Platt pointed out that to defeat

the treaty would relegate us to a state
Of war. with what results nobody could
foretell.
Mr. Bacon again Interrupted Mr.

Platt to say that the adoption of his
resolution would Insure tho ratification
of the treaty.
Mr. Platl maintained that the situa¬

tion presented was not reasonable. No
declaration of policy could now be
made. "What," he Inquired, with em¬
phasis, "will some Senator toll me. is
the Administration to do. Are we to
re-call Dewey and Otis and our troops
from those islands? I cay that the man
or body who would do that would Just¬
ly receive the condemnation of all."

Mit. BACON'S POSITION.
After attain discussing brl< ily the res¬

olution, Mr. Platt Inquired of Mr.-Ba¬
con :
"Ha I understand tho Senator will

not vote for tint treaty unless this res¬
olution is ad »pted?"
Mr. Bacon: "That i< true.-' Con¬

tinuing, however, Mr. Basou cald he
would modify his statement by saying
that he would not vote for the treaty
unless sine declaration embodying the
principle of his resolution was adopted.
"In other words," said Mr. Platt, "if

that is th" policy of the Government
it must he declared now."
To this question Mr. Bacon replied

In the afllrmntive. Further explaining
hi« position, Mr. Bacon, In answer to a
question by Mr. Teller (Colorado), said
he would not vole for the treaty un¬
less the resolution adopted by the Sen-
ale had als» been adopted by the
Mouse and Signed by the President be¬
fore the vote for the treaty was taken.
"That reply," said Mr. Teller, em¬

phatically, "will determine my vote up¬
on this resolution."
Mr. Paeon contended that the Senat«-

was not alone the treaty making pow¬
er, the President being a part of it.
To thin Mr. Teller replied that the
President had already acted, and that
lie re was no reason to suppose that he
was not In accord with the Senate.
Interrupting here Mr. Paeon said hn

would go farther than he had yet gone.
"1 will vote for the »atlfleation of the
treaty." he said, "if the Senate will
pass the resolution and the President
will consent to give us a favorable ex¬
pression upon It."-

"I don't know how we could get sueh
an expression." responded Mr. Teller."Nor do I." said Mr. Itacon. "but I
am satisfli I that we could find a meansof getting it."

Mi:. Pf.ATT CONCLUDES.
Mi-. Plat; then continued, pronoune-Ing Mr. Bacon's last declaration as

most remarkable. Outside th.- Senat*»
it would he regarded as the expressionof a determination to hold tip the
treaty until Individual Senators couldhe consulted upon It. At for himself,he ..til I n,.t vote far the resolution,he. .inse no one knew what government
was h.st adapted to the Filipinos, and,therefore, what the Government of theUnited States should do In the formu¬lation of a policy.
At o'clock the Senate went into ex¬ecutive session on the peace treaty. At6:15 p. m. the Senate adjourned.
SENATOR GRAY SUPPORTS

TREATY.
Washington, Jan. ::i..Senators Grayand Money occupied the entire execu¬tive session of the Senate to-day inspeeches on the peace treaty. SenatorGray favoring ratification and SenatorMoney opposing it.
Senator Gray was the third of theParis Commissioners to speak, andwhile he gave some attention to thepublished matter bearing on the trea¬

ty. In- did not ».,. into this In sueh de¬tail as did Senators Frye and Davis.ll>- admitted that in the beginning ofthe negotiations he had been opposedto ithe acquisition of the Philippine ar¬chipelago, and sai.l that he had free¬ly and frankly advised the Presidentand h's fellow commissioners of his be¬lief that it would he unwise to attemptto shape its destiny. II,. had used hisbest endeavors to bring them to ac¬
cept his views, hut had utterly failed,lie had at last reached the conclusionthat he would cither have to Join withthe majority or see the treaty fall andthe war continue. In tin- meantime hehad been largely won over by the argu-ments of his colleagues ami by the log¬ic of the situation and he had at hist
concluded to sign the convention.

A WISE TREATY.
Having taken his position he washere n >w to defend the treaty as a

w ise conclusion of a most di licatc dlp-lomutic undertaking. Many complica¬tions had beset .the commissioners intheir work, and while he would not re¬tract What 1"' had heretofore s:: ..I as
to the uudcslrnblllty of acquiring dis¬
tant territory as a matter of principle,still there were limes when ;i nation,
as an Individual, might have to choosebetween evils. There Was danger of
many complications of an Internation¬
al character In case the United states
should have elected to pursue n differ¬
ent y. Ho reiterated that the ulti¬
mate conclusion 16 take .the entile Phil-
i| pine group was that of tile commis¬
sioners rather than of the President,
nnd also went Into the difficulties of
getting the Spanish Commissioners to
come to a conclusion.
Senator Gray did not advocate per¬

manent occupancy of the Eastern Is¬
lands, but said thai the duration of our
exercise .if sovereignty there should bo
settled :i the future and not at present.
SENATOR MONEY IN OPPOSITION.
Senator Money attacked tho acquisi¬tion of the Islands as contrary i i the

spirit of American Institutions and as
unconstitutional. Ho said the Govern¬
ment f tho United Stales could not[afford to put Itself in the nitltiido of a
Hon Qulxoto in a vain effort (o cuefor and advance the interests of < verypeople In every land that appeared, ac¬
cording in our standards of civilization,to ni i our help. He bad boon nil ad¬
vocate of Intervention in the case ofCuba, but from this fact it did nol fol¬low thai he was Willing to transfer thePhilippines from Spanish vassalage to
a '. p< ndencc of the United states. Hedid not consider that we were especiallyconc« nn d as to the future Of the Phil-IpplnoB, and so far as he was concern¬ed he should have them to work outtheir own salvation. This would he far
prof, rablc to assuming responsibilityfor th. in and making them citizens ofthe United States, us they would in¬
evitably come to bo if the treaty shouldbe ratified. Wo had made allies ofthem in the Spanish war by the actsof our own agents and in the interest offair dealing should let them achievelh< r independence if they could do so.

OTHER SENATORS.
S. natoi- Mason in a few words on-

dorsed Senator Money's position, tluft
the Filipinos would he made citizens bythe ratification of the treaty, and Sen¬
ator Teller In n brief rejoinder (..in¬
troverted this position, saying that an
act of Congress Would ho necessary to
fix I heir status toward the body politic.
Senator Hoar also endorsed Senator
Monty's position.

Washington, D. C, Jan. 31..It Is

b-arnod at tho "War Department that
Mr. Robert 1'. Porter's mission to Cuba
is entirely of a financial and statistical
character, ami that be Is not empow¬
ered to make any payment to the
Cuban troops. It is admitted that he
may find it within the lines of bis duty
while in Cuba collecting this Informa¬
tion to gather nil the data ho can re-

t the strength ami condition of
the Cuban troops.
Tli" decision to send Mr. Torter to

Cuba was reached after a full discus-
sun of tile situation of the insurgent
army between the President and his
Cubinct. Mr. Porter will confer first
with General Brooke and his mission
Is not ti> make nor to promise any pay¬
ments, but lo gather information. He
will ask if the Cuban army will dis¬
band <>n present payment of $3.000,000-

LEGAL, RIGHT TO PAY,
Our legal right to make this payment

was referred tu the Attorney General,who held Hint this sum might lawfullybe advanced to the insurgent troops on
condition that the Treasury bo sub¬
sequently reimbursed from the revenues
of the Island, and it is understood that
this course will be pursued if It Is
found that tho desired result can be
obtained thereby. Mr. Porter was also
instructed to Inquire into the workingsof the customs regulations und local
taxation matters.

Cuba, started at ll o'clock thin morningfor Calrlblan, province of Santa Clara,In order to see General Maximo Gomes.Mr. Porter's mission to GeneralGomez Is of a two fold character, to
discuss with hlrti fully the position ofthe Cuban army, and to invite him toHavana.
The Washington administration de¬

sires an immediate nnd friendly set-
tl- nn nt of the Cuban army question.As the military chiefs decisively re-
fus l to ace. pt 13,000,000 In completesatisfaction of the claims ot the sol¬
dierly. Washington has determined, it
is understood, to offer a much larger
sum. even ns high as $16,000,000 if less
will not be accepted. Whatever I«
agreed upon is to be n charge upon the
revenues of the island until it is paid.

THE CUBANS EXCITED.
The Cubans are in a state of excite¬

ment. The business classes are pleased
at the prospect of a settlement. Mer¬chants for a fortnight have been afraidto place large orders, being uncertainof the future. Shares on the localbourse rose from 1 to 3 points to-day.which is generally attributed to theprobability that tho Cuban soldierywill be disbanded nnd will return to
work.
SPANISH BANKER EXAMINED,
The examination of Senor Galbls,President of the Itanco Espanol, before

the special finance Commission inves¬
tigating Havana's finances, began to¬
day. Although far from well, he said
he had appeared in response to the
commission's urgent request, which, 119
.1 matter of fact, was n very peremp¬tory summons. The questions asked
him were of a general character, thosetouching the supposed Irregularities ot
the bank ami its transaction with the
Spanish government being reserved for
future examinations,

TROUBLE AT ATLANTA.
NEGRO SOLDIERS COLLIDE W ITII

THE POLICE.
(Oy Telegraph to Virgln'.an-Pllot.)

Atlanta, On.. Jam ill;.The pollee-fard-
serious trouble with a train load ot
drunken negro soldiers nt the Union
Depot late to-night. A telegram had
been received by the police authori¬
ties from Macon, stating that four or
live. hundred soldiers, who had Justbeen mustered out, bad started for At¬
lanta on a sncclal train en route to
North Carolina, and that more than
half tho regiment were drunk and
boisterous.
As soon ns this news reached the

police Captain Jennings, with five men.
w.-iit to the Union Depot. One drunken
negro, who appeared to bo 11 ring
lender. Jumped from tho train when it
stopped, and ns s on ns ho saw n police¬
man he began to curse and talk about
killing Somebody. Before the fellow
could walk OUt of the depot be Was 111
the bands of a policeman. Ho 1.Isted
nnd clubs and pistols were frcelv dis¬
played. Four or live other soldiersI
rushed to the assistance of their com-
rade, and there were as many ttloodyhends in a very few seconds.
The ring leader was arrested and ta¬

ken to the oollce barracks. This pro-dined a quietus on the turbulent crowd.
MUSTERED.

The Third North Carolina Volunteers,
composed of negroes, was mustered out
at Macon, anil the nu n were paid all
the way from $25 to $75 and were fur¬
nished with a sp.cial train home. Be¬
fore leaving Macon most of the negro
s .1 Hers began to drink, nnd by tho
time the train pulled out more than
half of them were drunk. They begun
to take charge of the train, which was
composed of fourteen coaches, and they
soon bad things their own way.
The s.ddiers quarreled and fought In

tb.. conches, and several of them fired
their pistols. Tin.¦ four of the
eoa lies were riddled with bullets.
There was a caboose on the rear of

the train, which had been coupled onlas a place of safe retreat for the train
crew.

Mr. Wol-cott has been In business here for 25
years.

RI0TR0US NEGRO SOLDIERS.
DESTROY PROPERTY AND RESIST

ARREST IN* TEXAS.
(ByTelegraph to Virginian-Pilot.)

Little Hock. Ark.. Jan. 31..A special
to the Gazette from Texarkana, Ark.,
says: *
There passed through Texarkana to¬

day eight train loads of negro soldiers,1,200 in number, composing the Tenth
United States Cavalry en route to San
Antonio. When they arrived here sev¬
eral of them were intoxicated. A num¬
ber of colored soldiers kicked in a door
and entered a resort and started to
run the place at the point of loaded ri¬
des. Constable James Rochelle was
notilicd and rushing to the place he
saw them coming front .the house
where they had broken up the furni¬
ture. A chase for the cars resulted,
and just as they reached them Rochelle
captured the leader of the gang. As
soon as he did so a hundred rifles were
levelled at him and every negro load¬
ed his gun. Every car window held a
negro with a cocked rifles, and the
negro escaped Into the car.
The news spread and every officer in

Texarkana and hundreds of citizens
Hocked around the soldiers, who seemed
anxious for trouble. County Attorney
Horace Vaughan placed himself in com¬
munication with the Governor, and as
a result the trains were held here for
seven hours. The negroes wanted were
kept in a car with an armed guard out¬
side. The trains were Burroundcd by
Irate Texnrknnlans, who were supplied
with dynamite ready to send the
negroes to destruction. The Boldlers
learned of this nnd dually agreed to
hand over the guilty ones upon Identi¬
fication, but as this was Impossible no
arrests were made.
