Condition of James River

Thought to Be Serious.

IT IS RISING VERY RAPIDLY

Richmond, Vn., Feb. 21..Tho condi¬

tion of James river is fully as serious
as it has been in a week. The kotkc
extending across the river from the Old
Dominion wharves has been broken to¬
day, but a new one has formed at
Chafln's Uluff. So far as the gorge is
concerned conditions arc not greatly
Improved.
To the menace of the gorge is added

the danger of rising water. There may
not be a freshet as the result of melt¬
ing snow up the river, but there is a1
big rise 011 the way hero. There lins
heen a rise in the river here to-day-
To-night there is a rise of seventeen
feet at Columbia, twelve feet at Seotts-
Vllle nnd G 3-10 feet at Lynchburg. The
water is coming into the river rapidly
throughout its course in the mountains.
It Is rising here at tho rate f [ about)four inches an hour. If tfitj K^rsebelow the city is not broken there willtie a flood that will subtiiei-pe the cen¬tral oortton of tin- city. If the Hoodbreaks the gorge suddenly the damageresulting below from tho deluge, willbe very great.
The James Hlver Improvement Com¬mittee of the City Council and a com¬mittee of representatives of steam¬boat nnd railroad companies have been

working together to-day opening achannel In tho lower gorge with dyna¬mite. They were more successful than
on yesterday. The results are that theimmediate danger to the bridges in thesxip of the ice-nack is averted, amithe dnnier of overflow has been re¬
moved from an iipner to a lower por¬tion of the city. There is a feeling ofgreat uneasiness among those residing,or having property interests in thelower portions of the city.

Suicide of Captain C, Shirley Har

rison-

Laudanum Falling to I'rodnce ttio
Ilennlt DcnlrnU He U««d n Flatol.
A'o Cnau For tbo itoili Act Unonn

Petersburg, Vn., February 21..In¬
formation was brought here this morn¬

ing of tile deatli, by his own hand, of
Captain C. Shirley Harrison, of Upper
Brandon, Prlnre George county. The
particulars surrounding the sad occur¬
rence aro meagre, and beyond the fact
that deceased had lately been in low
spirits no cause is assigned for his act.
It Is said that on Friday last Captain
Harrison swallowed laudanumwlth the
view of ending his life.and that the drug
failing in its effects to act as quickly as

had been expected, he shot himself
through the breast with a pistol. From
the combined effects of the drug and
the pistol-shot wound lie died on Sat¬
urday, though it is said the latter may
not of itself have proved fatal.
Captain Harrison was about 57 years

old, anil was the son of William B. Har¬
rison, of Upper Brandon. He was a
representative of one of the most dis¬
tinguished nnd historic families of this
section of the State, and was very
widely connected and widely known
and respected. His death under such
sad circumstances will be a shock to
u host of friends. Captain Harrison was
never married, but leaves a brother.
Col. Randolph Harrison, of Cumberland
county, formerly Commissioner of Agri¬
culture, and a half-sister and a half-
brother. He served with gallantry
throughout the war of 1861-'65. com¬
manding an artillery company from his
county, and with his command, while
acting as infantry, was captured at
Sailors' Creek ?hnrtly before the sur-
render of the Army of Northern Vir¬
ginia, and sent to Johnson's Island.
Since the war he had lived at Upper
Brandon. For many years he served as
a magistrate in his county, and for
several years was a member of the
Hoard of Directors of the State Central
Hospital. Captain Harrison was a
genial, generous-hearted gentleman,and
enjoyed the confidence and tespect of
nil who knew him. Captain Harrison
left a life-insurance of several thou¬
sand dollars.

Suffolk, Va., February 21..After

living seventy-two years In ease and
comparative affluence, Mrs. Georglana
Parker will end her days in a hospital
for the insane.with few friends, no
money and her mind a chaos or alto¬
gether blank. She was adjudged in¬
sane yesterday by a commission com¬
posed of Mayor lt. L. Brewer, Jr., Jus¬
tice A. S. Eley arid Councilman H. R.
Culley. They met at the county Jail,
where Mrs. Parker was confined, part¬
ly for safety and partly because there
was no other place for her to go. The
commission ordered that Fhe be sent toand confined in the Eastern Lunatic
Asylum, at Williamsburg, as soon asthe requisite papers can be gotten.

A SAD CASE.
Mayor Brewer,when asked what werethe chief symptoms of Insanity, saidshe was crazy all over. It's a sad case.Mrs. Parker used tp own considerablereal estate.more than enough to sup¬port her. She became involved in liti¬

gation and it quickly melted away.Then her mind, which had lost some ofits former brillanoe, began to get dim,and the road to insanity was not many
years away. Some of the older citizens
can remember when Mrs. Parker wasthe belle of the community. She was
pretty, accomplished and popular.verymuch of a society young woman.
