New York, Feb. 24..Stock quotations
to-day were decidedly Irregular, and
the movement was In some Respects a

counterpart of yesterday. Prices open-
led favorably for the bull« In a number
of 6tocks. the Industrials and the spe¬
cialties being prominent. Subsequent¬
ly values moved alternately down and
up, leaving the not changes mixed with
losses averaging- a point In prominent
railways, accompanied by some sensa¬
tional advances among the specialties.
The dispatch from the American naval
commander in the Far Fast, requesting
the presence of a battleship for politi¬
cal reasons, was considered possible of
an unfavorable Interpretation, but the
rout of a body of Filipinos by the
American army In a measure offset the
advices. London, after some firmness,
was a seller on balance. The interna¬
tional shares were generally fraction¬
ally higher in the early dealings, while
the advance in Burlington, Tobacco and
the steel stocks gave an early appear¬
ance of strength. The smart recoveries
from yesterday's close failed to bold In
the case of the railways. Realising In
St. Paul on its favorable showing for
the third week In February left It be¬
low yesterday, and Burlington lost ile
early advance and declined further,
ending- with a loss of '4o. on the re¬

ported abandonment of a general re¬

funding plan. There was considerable
professional selling, as well as some
pronounced realizing, and stop loss or¬

ders were reached. Traders were In¬
duced to sell on the Idea that there
would bo another substantial decrease
In the Bank reserves to-morrow. The
market displayed feverlshncss, as the
contending Interests succeeded in either
lifting or depressing prices, and then
dealings contracted with a somewhat
professional appearance to the after¬
noon's trading. Tobacco made a max¬
imum rise of .> points on the rumor that
a large operator was still short, and
refused to cover, and the circulation of
stories as to the company's earning
power. Subsequently the price ran ofr
and closed at a net gain of l%c. There
were some very violent advances among
the local specialties, the extreme ri te
In the case of Third Avenue being II
Consolidated Gas, 12%o.: Brooklyn
Union Gas, S%c, and 2 points In Metro¬
politan.
The highly favorable condition re.

ported in the iron and Kiel industries,
and intimations thai the relations of
the leading Interests would be closer,
led to an extreme advance of 5%e. in
American Steel, with which Fe leral
Steel sympathized to the extent of 3%
Its extreme rise. The feature of to¬
day's bond trading was the active in¬
quiry for San Antonio and Aransas
Pass fours, which improved four points.
