roads are for the use of men to drive
on, and haul loads on (good-sized loads)and at a decent rate of speed, he would
defeat the object of the roads by the
use of the clumsy wide tires lie recom¬
mends.

W'id tires are well known to be horse
kl lors, except in certain conditions,
which do not prevail one month in the
year on our roads. The wide tiros are
only (It for damp sod land. Sandy Bush,and In other places whore there Is
nome, but not too much, moisture In
the ground. Not Hi roe weeks ago l
saw ono of those brond-tlrcd wagons,hauled by four horses, on our Broad
('reek and Princess Anne toll road. It
struck a soft place, settled to the hub,
and as there was four good horses
hitched to it they hauled it out, and
with It came mud and dirt, so as to
leave a hole big enough to bury a man
in; and that was on a toll road, sup¬posed to lie suitable for any isort of
a vehicle.else, why do they chargesuch an outrageous toll?

Si" nklng of that loll road, some time
ago l started to come to Norfolk on It.
1 got stuck with a light wagon, broke
my harness ami wagon, and wont back
home to repair damages; and for thei
next three days I paid a man to lot
i.Irlvo on his planted field to avoid
a similar experience. That companyseems to have the same opinion that
Mr. Dumvllle has, namely, that man
Is made for the road, ami not the road
for Ufo of man. The opinion is en¬
tirely erroneous In both eases, but while
Mr. Dumvllle lias a right to his opin¬ion the toll road company should bo
compelled to cease tnking toll, or give
us good mads at nil seasons of the
year. It Is all right to trust In the
Lord at all proper times, but I sug¬gest io mat shell road company that
they try putting their trust in a few
extra miles of oyster Phell«, and then
trust in the Lord. I have always been
taught that "faith without works isdead," and it Is a fact.
Put the oyster shells and work onthat ro.nl and then we may have faiththat wo may drive over it without get¬ting stuck or breaking down.
