LAW SLTPPKR THROUGH GON-GRESS To AFFECT THEM.
Charleston, W. Va.. March 16..In.

formation has been received here that
Wall street parties managing a p tol
in opposition to Col. R. p. chow's pro¬position to settle the West Virginia cer¬
tificates representing Its alleged por¬tion of the Virginia debt slippedthrough Congress a law directing the
Secretary of the Treasury to bring suit
on the Virginia bonds purchased be¬
fore tho war by the Government ns
trustee for certain Indians. It Is said
tint only one Representative from the
Virginias was privy to this law, and
he Is a Republican. It Is further said
to be an effort to deter depositing the
certificates with Colonel Chew's com¬
mittee, and will doubtless foster tem¬
porary speculation on tho certificates.
It seems that Wall street brokers are
unable to comprehend that should the
government obtain judgment On these
particular bonds It could not by any
possibility benefit any owner of the
certificates. It is said that the Wall
street syndicate, which has been so of¬
ten defeated at Charleston and Rich¬
mond, have established confidential re¬
lations with a prominent West Vir¬
ginia Republican politician, and there-
by procured the passage of this law,
which escaped publicity by tacking It
