Issue. < 'no large and well known firm
in New York has offered 100 for the en¬
tile $110,000 bonds. These bonds, it will
be remembered, are to be issued to pay
the Indebtedness of the penitentiary
contracted under the fusion rule for
the past four years. It now seins like¬
ly, however, that the total amount of
the Indebtedness may be considered in
excess of what was at first intimated.
