Work Begun at Rldgewrty.Another
Purchase Rumored.

Woik was commenced yesterday on
the Rldgowny end of the Rldgeway-
Rlchmond branch of the Seaboard Air
Line. Already twenty-five miles of the
road at the Petersburg end of the line
has been completed.
Seaboard people say the work will be

pushed through to completion with all
possible speed.
A Columbia, S. C, dispatch says that

there are persistent reports In Columbia
that the Seaboard Air Line nas secured
or will secure control of the Columbia,
New berry and l.anrens road, between
Columbia and Latircns, which connects
with the Seaboard Air Line at Clinton.
President Childs, of -the Columbia,
Newberry and Lnurens, said that ho
knew nothing about tho rumors and
talk and did not know how they start¬
ed. It is stilted that the Setiboard Ail-
Lino owns one-third of the Columbia,
Newberry and Laurens stock, that an¬
other third of the ownership of the line
Is owned by the Atlantic Coast Line,
and that the other third Interest is
held by Columbia stockholders. It Is
this Columbia interest which It Is said
the Seaboard Air Line has acquired, or
at least a majority of it. which would
give the Seaboard the controlling inter¬
est in the property. Some Intimation Is
also made that it Is the Atlantic Coast
Line a I'd not the Seaboard Air Line
which has been watching tho Columbia,
Newberry and Laurens.

BISHOP WILSON LAST NIGHT.
_

He Addresses a Large Congregation at
Monumental M. E. Church.

Bishop Alpheus W. Wilson was pres¬ent lust night at the meeting of SeasideUnion of Epworth Leagues of Ports¬
mouth, Norfolk, Berkley and Norfolk
county in Monumental Church, this
city. There was a largo congregation
present to hear this eminent divine and
to enjoy the excellent program whichhad been arranged for the occasion.
Bishop Wilson Is a largo man, with

flowing gray beard, attractive In ap¬
pearance and magnetic In speech. His
address was a splendid one Indeed.
Upon the subject of "Your Service toGod" he said that "upon your service
to the Divine Master here dependedthe pleasures to be nttained in the
other world." He spoke of what most
people culled drudgery in all vocations
as being absolutely necessary, nnd not
degrading, using by illustration the
fact of our wives and daughters usingbrooms to keei> our houses In order.
That, said he, was drudgery, but It was
necessary to our cleanliness, und but
for that kind of drudgery our homes
would not in a short time be a fit
place for habitation, hence the necessityof doing the work that was absolutelyrequired of us for the up-building of
the Christian faith. Gold was not all
that was needed; no. not by any means.
A word of encouragement, a bright
smile, a visit to tho sick, expressionsof sympathy for those in sorrow and
distress, a prayer breathed from a pureheart for the safe guidance of the frailbarks which are being tossed on the
Stormy seas of this life, nn interestsufficient to show those who need con¬solation that the religion of our Lord,Jesus Christ, strengthen, th and sheds
abroad in the despondent heart a new
hope and renewed inspiration- All
these, said the Bishop, are worth morethan gold. But those things was what
many people called drudgery. But It
was the drudgery nccessnry to the
cleanliness of the church and the spirit¬ual progress and prosperity of the peo¬ple of God, and the purity nnd self-
sacriflclng sp' it which should actuate
nil soldiers 01 the cross, who are true
volunteers in the cause.
