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THE PLACE OP ENROLLMENT OR

The plaintiff filed a petition In the

Oh uit Court of the city of Richmond
asking to !>e relieved from an assess¬
ment upon certain tu^s and bargCH
belonging to it, which had been made
by the Hoard of Public Works. The
plaintiff claimed that the assessment
was Illegal because the property was
not subject to taxation in Virginia. The
railroad company was a Virginia cor¬
poration and was largely engaged in
moving coal from the terminus of Its
railroad at Lambert's Point, in Norfolk
county, by means of tho tugs and
barges in question, to various points
outside of the State. The tugs and
barges were enrolled In the custom
bouse in the city of Philadelphia In the
name of Ha» secretary of the railroad
company, but were not assessed for
taxation there or anywhere else except
In Virginia. When in Virginia they
remained at Lambert's .Point and nev¬
er loaded elsewhere. The lower court
held the assessment proper and gave
judgment against the railroad Com¬
pany, and It appealed.
The court says:
That these tugs and barges are en¬

gaged in Inter-State commi rce docs not
c.x mpt them from taxation, nor does
the place of their enrollment or regis¬
tration ilx their situs for taxation,
though !t is a circumstance to be con-
sldered In Its determination. The facts,
in our judgment, clearly show that the
property in question is owned nnd may
bo lawfully taxed in this State, but
we are further of opinion that It should
have been assessed for taxation In the
county of Norfolk, within who:',- limits
Lambert's Point Is situated. Amend¬
ed aiid allirmed.

The holder brought ac¬
tion against Hi,; bank, and recovered
Judgment. In 1S71 a bank in New Fork
paid to an innocent holder a forged
draft drawn upon It, ami then sought
to recover the money ha If. The court
rendered judgment for the defendant.

We hold that ttie de¬fendant, though he has suffered no loss,is protected by the rule cited, and thatunder the rule, the loss cannot bethrown off the bank upon him. Plain¬tiffs nonsuit.
