DULY SIGNED AND SETTING
FORTH THE TERMS OF THE

WRITTEN CONTRACTS FOR THE
SALE OF LAND.

A. WRITTEN CONTRACT MUST
SHOW ON ITS FACE A COM¬
PLETED AGREEMENT OR IT
CANNOT EE ENFORCED.

Thi « was a suit brought by the New¬
port New;: Street Railway Company to
recover fiom the Development Com¬
pany, on an allegad contract ol thai
company to donate 12,500 and 11 lota
worth to the railway company
towards the construction of its road.
Tin detente was mat the agreement
was net in writing, and the statute oi
limitations. There v. as also a demur¬
rer. A resolution of the Development
Company donating the money and lots
was proved to have been passed by i:-s
'directors. The lower court gave judg¬
ment for the plaintiff, and the Devel¬
opment Company appealed.
The court says:
X resolution of a board <>f directors

of a corporation duly signed by Its
president and secretary, which suffi¬
ciently «sets f«>r;h the terms of the con.
tract. :s a compliance with the statute
of frauds as t>» contracts for the sale
of real estate. When, however, such
a resolution is relied on as the evidence
of a written agreement, i: must, like
other written contracts, show on ita
face a complete and concluded agree¬
ment between the parties. Nothing
must be left open for future negotia¬
tion and agreement, otherwise It can¬
not be enforced.
The resolution relied on In the case

at. h.:r i 'early shows on its face that
the parties had not reached a Una! and
conclud' l agreement. The resolution
is an agreement to mujes the donation
upon certain conditions. The condi¬
tions upon which the donation Is to
be made arc. however, not settled, hut
expressly i.ft open for future negotia¬tion and agreement between the rep¬
resentatives of the two contractingparties.
Tln-re being no complete and conclud¬

ed contract In writing, thu claim of
the defendant in error rests u:> in an
oral contract, and the action not hav¬
ing been brought within three years,the Plea of the statute must prevail.Reversed.

This was an action l>v Galncs to en¬

join the gas cei ipnny from refusing to
supply him with gas and to recover
money : aid it under\ mistake. There
was a contract between the City of
Frankfort nnd the gas company to
supply consumers with gas at d pricenot exceeding V- t-'-r.Ihouaand imiijc,feet of gas consumed. The lower court
enjoined the gas company from refus¬ing to supply the plain:lff with gas,but dismissed his claim for money paid
to i: for rent of .meter. Both partiesappealed. Tin court says:

I; is not complained that the appel¬lant is charging the appellee more tor
r.as than tit.- contract authorized, but
thai it is furnishing a meter to measurethe kiis. which it supplies him at the
rate of 25 tents per month. So the solequestion in this case is whether, tin¬der the terms of the contract, it is au¬thorized to charge meter rent. In Gas
Co. v. Dulaney, the court held that the
company was not authorized to chargefor the use of meters Which it furnish¬
ed consumers to measure the gas sup¬plied to them. The court ssid: "The >;asmeter K the property of the company,and is as necessary to the compu ty in
the measurement of its gas ns are its
works for its manufacture." it is al¬leged in th-- answer that at the time
the contract was entered into iho citylv been supplying gas to consumers;
Iii..: it had been the usage of the cityto charge meter rent; that such usage
¦was known to the parties to the o:
rial contract, and that the deed tor I -.-
city's pas plant nnd the contract
"were made with reference to said cus¬
tom and usage * *." Where parties
enter intu a written contract, unless
there is something In ii negative the
inference, the parties to the contract
are presumed to have con trat*ted with
reference to a well established usage: so
we may say It is well settled doctrine
that usage known to the parties in en-
terinrr into a contract is binding, un¬
less the terms of the contract exclude
it. Under the contract the appellant is
to supply privat« consumers with gas
nt the price stated. In Gas Co. v. Du¬
laney the court held that meters -were
necessary to supply pas to consumers.
I; seems to its t,, follow that where the
contract fixes a sum that should becharged for thus supplying consumerswith gas, it does, if not expressly, by
necessary Implication, exclude the idea
that the consumer was to pay an ad¬
ditional sum for the means or methods
necessarily employed to supply and
measure the gas'. To aerec- to supply
gas is. In effect, agreeing to supplyand deliver the gas. The amount named
to be paid by the consumer? Is for gasdelivered. If an account is tobe kept of
pas delivered, a meter is necessary; and
ns appellant Is to deliver the Ras .it a
stipulated price, It would be in con¬
travention of the terms of the con¬
tract to prove a usage which -would re¬
quire the payment of n sum In addition
to that stipulated In It.
Appellee Is entitled to recover such

sums as he paid for motor rent for thefive years preceding the filing or hispleading, in which he asserts his claim.If the appellant was not entitled to
collect meter rent under the terms ofthe contract, then honor and good con¬
science require it to he returned, al¬
though the payment was voluntarilymade. It was not paid on a compro¬mise. The supreme court of Connecti¬cut In Northrop v. Graves, said: "We
mean distinctly to assert that when
money Is paid by one under a. mistake'of his rights and duty, and which he
was under no legal or moral obligationto pay. and which the recipient has no
right in good conscience to retain, it
may he recovered hack, whether such
mistake be one of fact or law. ami this,
we insist, may b" done both uppn tne
principle of Christian morals ami the
common law." This language was
quoted with approval in City of Louis¬
ville v. Anderson. 7!» Ky. 339. The case
is affirmed on original nnd reversed on
cross appeal.
