A statement has been given out
concerning the matter. Bishop H. C.
Morrison, of Georgia, does not agree
with the view pregented by the other
hishops, and dissented. The statement
{8 In part as follows:

“In considering what, actlon should
be taken by the College of Bishops {ol-
lowing the action of the United States
Senate in our commiunicition to that
body respecting our unwillingness for
the church, under conditions reflecling
on her honor, to receive of even so just
a claim of our publishing house, which
had been pending for over twenty-five
years, we make the following slates
ment:

“We find that the Senale, after full
inveatigation, exonerat(ed the church
frem all censure.

“The Senate having thus declared
that the United Stales Government sus-
tained no Injury In the passage of the
measure and declined to take any fur-
ther action in the matter, we have no
occaslon to make other communiea-
tion to that body.

“As to the proper administration of |
the connectlonal officers the law has |
spocifically charged the book commits |
tee with that responsibility. l

“We deeply deplore any languag:e|
used by the book agents that has been
the occaalon of humliiation and action|
among the ministers and laymen of our
heloved church, We sympathlze with
