New York, May IS.-The day ended
on the Stock Exchange with the hears
apparently unopposed and in complete
possession ol the market. They made
a tierce attack on prices along the
whole line in the fluid hour after ev¬
idences of realizing at various points
In the list had become quite palpable.
The largest volume of profit-taking
sales canrt upon the market after quite
an extended list of railroad stocks had
been taken in band and pushed up to
a decidedly higher level. This move¬
ment In the railroads continued aftot
the leading specialties had begun to go
down, and gave a suggestion of a shift-
lng of speculation by taking out profits
from the specialties and putting them
Into railroads. The railroad list suc¬
cumbed to the late attack, many stocks
losing between 1 and 2 points and l!ur-
llngton dropping 2ft below the high
point of the day.

Practically all the earlier gains in
the railroads were wiped out. though
small net advances remained in a very
few cases. Prices were marked up at
the opening to accommodate the outside
public, who were coming In to buy af¬
ter yesterday's notable advances. The
demand from that source was soon sat¬
isfied, and prices yielded and the mar¬
ket fell into dullness at the decline,
bosses were sharpest, of course, In
those stocks which have been rushed:
tip during the last few days. The
railroads showed a pretty good resist¬
ance, and Manhattan was notably
strong, touching 114. Minneapolis. St.
Paul and Sank Ste Mnrlc, which had
not moved In a long time, became
briskly active, the common stock ris¬
ing 10ft and the preferred 7ft.
As the day progressed a large demand

sprang up for Atchlson preferred, the
Grangers, Union and Northern Pacific
and other standard railroad stocks. II
was under cover of this movement in
the railways that the realizing of
profits in the specialties occurred.
Nearly all the Flower specialties, Su¬
gar and Tobacco begin to sag under
the weight of (he sales, in the fierce
attack which the bears were thus en¬
couraged to make on the market. Su¬
gar and Metropolitan dropped over 7
points. Brooklyn Transit 1ft, and a
number of other specialties 2 points or
over.
The .-losing was very weak and un¬

settled. Sugar alone rallying over a
point on the taking of bear profits, but
the prices generally ending nI the low¬
est of the day. There was nothing In
the general news or the day which
seemed to influence the trading, un¬
less it might be a further hardening of
the rate of exchange, which continues
to rise and is near the gold Import
point, in spite of the continued ease of
money and the apparent abundance of
funds both here nnd In the Interior.

in the upward movement of prices in
cotton to-day. At the start the mar-
ket advanced a few points, following
a better class of news from the other
side than anticipated, but later Bagged
under sneer neglect,
At times during the day the bear

crowd made feeble efforts to regain the
ground lost within the past day or two,
but met with more or less opposition'
in the shape of limited buying orders
from nil street. Though some of the
smaller longs accepted the profits in
sight, the majority of the bull crowd
held out for still higher prices. Liver¬
pool and Continental representatives
were poorly supplied With orders, as
were also brokers handling Southern
accounts. The most comforting feature
of the English cable reports was that
the spot department was hardening on
Increased il imnnd from European spin¬
ners., lending to a small scramble "f
shorts to cover in the future depart¬
ment. In Southern markets the wants of
American spinners and exporters were
more exacting nnd of a broader scope,
but in all instances dealers demanded
full former to a shade higher prices.
No b t up In demand for manufactured
goods was reported from New England
mills, and accounts rum.rrry BoTRfs
centres reflected highly gratifying con¬
ditions. As for the crop, opinion is
divided, some claiming that the con¬
tinued dry weather in the Eastern
States has seriously retarded rapid
growth, while in the West insects were
said to be damaging the stalk. On the
other hand, it was argued that in the
main satisfactory progress was be ng
made' and another huge yield was
looked for. At the close the market,
was quiet and steady, with pries 2
points higher to 1 point net lower.
