Portsmouth Board of Health Not Op¬posed to the Relna Mercedes Com¬

ing Here.
Mr. M. L. Hunt, a member of the

Portsmouth Board of Health, asks the
Virginian-Pilot to deny most emphati¬cally the following article, which ap¬peared in the columns of the New York
Herald of yesterday:
THINKS CRUISER INFECTED.

Portsmouth (Va.) Board of Health Ob¬
jects to the Relna Mercedes Going

to Navy-yard.
Portsmouth. Va.. Thursday. . The

local Board of Health to-day addressed
a letter to the quarantine ofticer. pro¬
tecting against allowing the cruiser
Rclna Merc des, now In HamptonRoads, to come up to the nnvy-ynrd.
ns contemplated by the Navy Depart¬
ment.
The board bases Its objection on the

fact of the cruiser having been used as
a Spanish transport In tropic waters,
Indicating a fear that she may be in¬
fected with yellow fever or other con¬
tagious disense. The quarantine officer
docs not approve the board's action,
which Is severely criticised, and has
called a meeting of representative citi¬
zens for to-morrow, when the advisa¬
bility Of allowing the ship to enter (he
harbor will bo discussed. Meantime
preparations for a big marine parade to
escort the Mercedes to the nary-yardSaturday .arc lit progress.

Mr. Hunt says the Herald's corre¬
spondent is very much in error, and
that a grave Injustice has been done theBoard of Health of this city in send¬
ing- out such Items of news. He fur¬
ther says that the Board of Health of
this city is not in any way. shape,form or manner opposed to the Itelnn
Mercedes coming up to this yard for
repairs, but, on the contrary, sees no
r. nson why the vessel should not be re¬
paired here.
