The Common Council hold a busy ses¬
sion last night. Mitny matters of small
interest, ns well as several matters of
very general public interest, were acted
upon. There were present nt the meet¬
ing Messrs. Alkn, Armstrong, Beaman,
Camp, East, Callahan, Elliott, Hannan,
Hodges, Stahl, McManus, McFarland,
Maloncy, Kiernun, Kidgewell, White-
hurst, Taylor. Seneca and Martin.

ANTI-SPITTING ORDINANCE!.
The anti-spitting ordinance as amend¬

ed by the Select Council at Its last ses¬
sion was taken up. This amendment
struck out the word sidewalks, vir¬
tually killing tho effect or the ordi¬
nance.

The clerk read a communication from
the Board of Health, urging that the
¦a\v oe passed as originally Introduced*.
The hoard's letter slated out of 177
deaths In Norfolk last year, 131, or
more than three-fourths of these, were
caused by consumption, and It urged
that the filthy condition of the side¬
walks were partly responsible for this.
On motion of Mr. Taylor, the Com¬

mon Council voted to adhere to Its
former position, and the ordinance
again goes to the Select Council.

MUST PAY FULL QUOTA.
The resolution of Drambleton Ward,offering lo l't»y "fly $1,600 toward sup¬pressing contagious diseases In the city,

was returned by the Finance Commit¬
tee with the recommendation that
Brambleton be made to pay $2,S0u.
which was the quota apportioned to
that ward. This report was adopted bythe Council.

ATLANTIC CITY BONDS.
The Finance Committee reported fav-

ornbly on the issuance of $50.000 bondstor the improvement of Atlantic CityWard, and the report was adopted.Th.> rcoort or the Finance Commit¬
tee approving the resolution for the
loan of SC.OOO to Atlantic City Ward
was adopted.

AS TO SCHOOL DEBT.
Tho City Treasurer's communicationto Councils recommending an ordinanceallowing him to borrow $100.000 to paythe expenses of the public schools from

the sinking fund instead of Issuingbonds, was read, and an ordinance in
compliance therewith adopted.

TWO NEW ORDINANCES.
An ordinance amending the buildinglaws, requiring nil chimneys and Hues

to he smooth inside, wns adopted.The ordinance authorizing the Issue,
of notes or bonds for current expensesof lfcü'.i was adopted.

SOME APPROPRIATIONS.
The resolution appropriating $17,Sil.20for completing the sewerage of the

Fourth Ward was adopted.The resolution appropriating $1.396.15
for paving Grace street, approved bythe Finance Committee, was adopted.
A resolution accepting the contract

with St. Vincent's Hospital for the en¬
dowment of two beds by the city, was
adopted.

-lil'lI.DINO PERMITS.
The Fire Committee presented the fol¬

lowing approved petitions for permits
to build: W. B. Brown, Newton street;
t\ E. Townscnd, two buildings, on Fox
street, und one building on Charlotte
und one on Cumberland street. These
were granted by Cue Council.

PAY FOR COMMISSIONERS.
The resolution to appropriate $200 to

pay the expenses of the Tripoli street
condemnation commissioners, was
.adopted.
A resolution presented by the Finance

Coin nil; tee. providing that the city pay
ffi.'.O to Anthony W. Armstrong, admin¬
istrator, for a lost bond certificate, was
adopter!. Mr. Armstrong gave bond In¬
suring the city ngnlnst loss should this
certificate be found nnd presented.
BOARD OF HEALTH EXPENSES.
The resolution appropriating $S"2 for

contingent expenses of the Board of
Health was adopted.

THE C. & O. MATTER.
The Street Committee, through lbs

chairman. Mr. Hodges, presented Its re¬
port on the petition of the Chesapeake
nnd Ohio railroad. The report recom¬
mended that the request of that road
to be granted the privilege of running
Its switching tracks ncroFfl the foot of
Boush street, be not granted.
Mr. Hodges stated that the road

would like to withdraw the petition and
suggested that the Councils allow it to
do so, taking no aetlon on the report
of the committee, but It was deemed
best that the report be adopted,and this
was done.
COMMERCIAL PLACE CROSSING.
The report of the Street Committee,

recommending an appropriation of $275
for constructing a crossing on Main
street, across Commercial Place, was
favorably acted upon. An ordinance
was also adopted requiring hacks to
slant! South of this new crossing. In
other words, below the Confederate
monument.

TO OPEN NEW STREET.
The Street Committee reported fa¬

vorably upon the offer of Mr. .1. T. Bol-
ton to donate land for the opening of a
street from Boush to Voss streets, pro¬vided the city will curb and gutter it
with stone. A resolution was adoptedproviding for tho opening of the street
provided Mr. Bolton wotild open a
street thirty-two feet wide to National
lane.
The Street Committee offered a reso¬

lution providing for the repaying of Ne-
braska street, which was referred to
the Finance Committee.
A resolution, authorizing Brambleton

Ward to execute the contract between
the city and Guild Bros., in the mat-

ter of laying the Brambleton sewers,
was adopted.
An ordinance was adopted extending

to Atlantic City Ward the provlelona
of chanter 6 of the City Constitution.

MR, ALLYN DECLINES.
A letter was read from Mr. Joseph T.

Allyn, declining to become a member
of the Board of Health on account of
pressing private business. IMr. Allyn was elected at the Joint
meeting of Councils last Saturday, to
succeed Mr. R. Henry Jones, resigned.

JAIL COMMITTEE'S REPORT.
The report of the special Jail Com¬

mittee was read and acted upon. The
report and the action taken will be
found in another column.

BROKE THE RECORD.

OVER 18,000 PASSENGERS HAN¬
DLED ON THE FOURTH VIA

OCEAN VIEW.
The ticket sales of the Norfolk and

Ocean View railroad Indicate that this
line handled over eighteen thousand
people on July 4th. This figures the day
a record maker for the railroad.
Tho crowds were so great that a

steam engine was drawn Into requisi¬
tion to haul cars. President R. Lancas¬
ter Williams, early In the day, drop¬
ped all of his other business for the dnyand gave the road his time and plenty
of hard work in order that the public
could be properly accommodated. To
his exertions and the active assistance
of several of his chief lieutenants, is
due the fact that this enormous number
of passengers was handled without
confusion or th" slightest arcldent.
The convenient schedules of the line

have resulted In building up a heavy
passenger business between Hampton,
Newport News. Old Point Comfort,
Phoebus and Norfolk, to tho substantial
advantage of Norfolk retail merchants.
The work of double tracking Is being

pushed nnd when this Is completed the
service will be better than ever before.
Probably few suburban railways in
America can show a fourth of July re¬
cord of over eigh'een thousand persons
carried without the slightest accident
to mar the pleasure of the day.

NEW JAIL IN SIGHT
Common Council Authorizes a

Jail Commission,

To Ttcgln Preliminary Worlt. Knell nn

Necarlng Pinn«, According (o cbo

Itecoinnionitniloni of tho *pecliil
.lull {Committee Wlileb Reported
I.ttat Night.

The special Jail Committee, appointed
by Councils, made Its report to the
Common Council last night. It makes
a strong recommendation for a new

jail, after the plans as previously pub¬
lished In the Virginian-Pilot.
After It had been read by Clerk Steed.

Mr. Hodges offered a resolution provid¬
ing that the Mayor, Judge of the Cor¬
poration Court, City Engineer and two
members from both the branches of
Councils be constituted a commission
for the purpose of formulating plans
nnd designs and report back to Coun¬
cils.
Tho resolution provided that the sum

of $ö0ü be appropriated to be used by
this commission in their preliminary
work.
After some discussion this was adopt¬

ed, and a<» soon as the members of
the committee from the Councils are
appointed an arrhitccf will be consult¬
ed and plans submitted.

TJIE COMMITTEE'S REPORT.
The following Is the Jail Committee's

report:
"To the Honorable Common and Select
Councils:
"Gentlemen,.Tho special committee

appointed by your honorable bodies for
the consideration of the letter of the
Judge of the Corporation Court and the
report of the committee appointed by
him, for Investigation and report as to
the conditions and needs of the city
jail, would respectfully report as fol¬
lows:
"We have visited the Jail In a body

in company with the City Engineer,
the City Sergeant and the Chief of Po¬
lice, and have canvassed the situation
to the best of our ability. We lind by
this Investigation that the present
structures occupied as a city Jail and
for police headquarters', morgue, etc.,
nre totally inadequate for the purpose
for which they are utilized at this
time. Some of the cells of the Jail con¬
tain as many as seven inmates, which
number. In our Judgment, is entirely
too many. We also llnd that the facil¬
ities for separating the male and female
prisoners are very limited. Your com-
mlttee finds that there are insufficient
accommodations in the way of water-
closets, and In the entire jail we llnd
only one bath-tub. The above named
defects nre a menace not only to the
health of the prisoners, but to persons
in done proximity as well. It la the
Judgment of your committee that we
can see no way of temporarily remedy¬
ing the existing evils with the present
buildings, and we would therefore rec¬
ommend that a new modern, up-to-date
building be constructed on the present
site, acquiring In addition thereto such
property as may be necessary as perthe accompanying plat. The said build¬
ing to be used for the Mayor's ofilc.e.
police justice's oillce and court, police
station nnd headquarters, city jail, city
morgue and quarters for the police pa¬trol wagon, all under one roof.

He Warn In CüarRO.Had Bnnj
Friend* In Norfolk.

Mr. Herman M. Jackson, deputy
clerk of the Nottoway County Court,
was accidentally killed on the 4th by a

pistol 6hot fired by Mr. George Robert¬
son, of Nottoway Courthouse.
Mr. Jackson was a magnificent young

man, liked by all who had any busi¬
ness dealing with him. He was a son
of the late Mr. Herman C. Jackson, who
for twenty-five years was clerk of Not-*
toway County Court. His father died
last January and young Jackuon was

appointed deputy clerk under his uncle,
Captain Ed. S. Deane, who was ap¬
pointed to nil the unexplred term, lie
was only 1? years of age, and the sup¬
port of hin mother and two little sis¬
ters.

THE TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.
A letter to a gentleman in this city

says that young Jackson left his home
after dinner on the 4th a« happy as a
young man full of life and hope could
be. He started to his ofliee, but en
route stopped at tlte store of Mr. Rob¬
ertson, and while standing on his store
porch the fatal shot was fired. The
ball entered the abdomen, severing the
main artery. He was taken home en
a 6tretcher and Drs. Byant, of Crew;
Atkins, of BlackcUone, and Stuart Mc-
Guire, of Richmond, were summoned.
They performed an operation, but could
not locate the ball. Mr. Jackson lin¬
gered about twenty-four hours and
then peacefully passed away.

THE BEREAVED MOTHER.
Mrs. Jackson, who had not entirely

recovered from the shock of her hus¬
band's death, had been visiting Mr.
John Whltehead, No. 'J'.'S Park avenue,
Brambleton Ward, this city, for two
weeks pant, renewing the acquaintancesof her youth, her father, the late Col¬
onel Dillnrd, having UVed In Norfolk.
She left for home Monday. Mr. Her¬
man Jackson arrived In Norfolk Satur¬
day and attended old St. Paul's last
Sunday, where his mother worshippedwhen a girl. He left with his mother
and elster for Nottoway Monday morn¬
ing, telling his Norfolk friends that ho
would bo down again in a few weeks.
The deceased was a nephew of Mrs.

O'keson, of thii city, and will be
mourned by numerous friends here.

FREEMAN IS DEAD.

CHARLES YELLOCK IS NOW
CHARGED WITH MURDER.

William Freeman, the negro who was
shot by Charles Yellock, over 'Wilson's
saloon at the Ocean View power-house
Tuesday night, died at St. Vincent's
Hospital yesterday afternoon about 1
o'clock. The charge against Yellock Is
now that of murder. He was turned
over to the county authorities yester¬day.
He was carried before Justice Hawks

and committed to jail for ten days,when he will be given a further hear¬ing.

an autopsy was held by Dra. Talllafcr-
ro. Miller anil Newton, on the remainsof William Freeman, colored, who wasshot on Tuesday night, during troublebetween himself and Charles Yellock,
near the power-house of the Norfolkand Ocean View railroad.
The bullet was found to have entered

at the umbilicus and ranged backwardand outwards and lodged in the leftabdominal wall at the twelfth rib.
The bullet was found to have retainedIts shape perfectly. The inquest will beheld at 5 p. m. to-day at. the ofliee ofthe High Constable. The Coroner's juryviewed the remains yesterday.

DR. PITT'S VISIT.

BAPTIST PREACHER AND EDITOR
WRITES ABOUT NORFOLK.

The Religious Herald, tho Baptist or¬

gan of Virginia, published at Richmond
and edited by Rev. Drs. A. E. Dlckln-
son and R. R. Pitt, has the following
from the pen of the latter, who visited
Norfolk and preached at Freemason
Street Baptist Church last Sunday.
"The Freemason Street Church, Nor-

folk, is very happy over the prospect
of having Dr. J. J. Taylor begin his
regular pastorate with them September
1st. I do not know a finer Held or a
more inviting prospect anywhere In the
South. A great body of believers, a
really beautiful house of worship In a
central and commanding location, and
a spirit of harmony and hopefulness nre
notable features of the situation. Tay¬
lor's recent visit and sermons gave
great satisfaction. He has a career of
great usefulness before him here. I
ran down on Sunday and supplied the
pulpit. The July exodus had set In.or,
to speak accurately, had set out.but,
nevertheless, congregations wore good
In size and thoroughly satisfactory In
demeanor.
