II is well settled in this strxto that,
though a, railroad company has legal
authority to build a railroad in a street,
yet. if the same work injury to an abut¬
ting proper owner, he may recover of
t!ie company damages therefor. Tho
ease at once presents a troublesome
question. Is the Ohio Itlvcr Railroad
Company liable at all? The railroad
was not built by it. but by another cor-
i ration, tho Lexington & nig Sandy
Railroad Company; but. by base or

otherwise, it went int.» tho hands of tho
Ohio River Railroad Company, which
was operating it when this suit was

brought against it alone. I need not
discuss liability for wrongs of lessor
and lessee railroad comp mo s under the
different forms of tho question often
arising. Our question is. Is tho Ohio
River Company liable? if we say that
the construction and operation of the
road In front of the plaintiff's property
Is a private nuisance, it might seem,
at llrst thought, that the Ohio River
Company would be liable, on the legal
prim Iple that where .1 lessor constructs
something that Is a nuisance and the
source of injury, and leases his land
and the tenant actively continues the
nuisance, both arc 1 able, and, I sup¬
pose, either, in such case the lessor
originates, ami the tenant continues the'
[wrong. But, on further thought, this
dees not meet the peculiarity or true
natUrc of this case. The Instant the
Huntington &. Big Sandy Company Hn-

The
toWn ll< ehse reu*io\ .1 t he ens of public
nuisance, but hot that of private nu.s-
ane'e. In this respect It is built as if
without authority. But, even If a nuis¬
ance, above cases show thai, if the
damage la original and permanent, an
act {on for the : itiil recovery, past and
future, at once lies. It Is the nature
. ;' the injury, hoi the name we may
give the tort, that rules the matter.
It is a wrung or tort, name it as we
may. I do not sec that the nan..' Is im¬
portant. The verdict of the jury has
gl\ >u in.- the chief trouble Iii the case,
but, .Ta further consideration, I think
the verdict is contrary to the measure
r standard of dnimiges set up by law.

and it cannot stand. Where a verdict
,depends upon the weight of evidence
and deduction therefrom, or credit of
witnesses, it is entitled to j-r.Tit weight,
and cannot be sei aside unless veryplainly wrong; but where i: violates the
measure of damages fixed by law.
