macke." In 1691. owing to ihe dinicultyIn crossing the Pamunkey river in
going to court and public meetings, all
of New Kent north of that stream was
'formed into a new county and called,King and Queen; and Inter, owing to
the difficulty In crossing tho Mnttnponyriver, that portion of King and Queen
south of this river was In 1701 estab¬
lished as King William county. Like¬
wise Prince George was formed from
Charles City and Princess Anne from
lower Norfolk. The orlglnnl Rnppahan-
r.ock county was In 1692 divided Into
Richmond and Essex count'ps on op¬posite sides of the, river. The .present
county of Rnppahonnock wns of Inter
formation. In the .year 1700 .the pnnu-
latlon of Vlrrrlnln amounted to nbutt
60,000. souls, of whom about1 4 000 were'slaves and R000 were Indented ser-
,vants. under/ hire for a term of years'
to pny for their Imnortntlon.' All of
the countv courts were rooijlrert to s»t
tin a plllorv. ä pa'r of stocks, a whip¬ping post and a duöklng-stoo! under a
penalty of five thousand pounds of
tobacco.
The county courts were required to

sit each day during their sessions from
the hours of 8 to 12 o'clock and from
1 to a p. m. They must dispose of
twenty cases each day. and In the event
that either party desired it, a Jury
should be called, and In such contin¬
gency the Jury was to be kept without
food or drink until they agreed on their
'verdict, according to the custom pre¬
valent, in England.
