Branch Hydrographib Office,
Norfolk, Va. Oct. 5, 1890.

Sir.
1. Captain Bate, of the British steam¬

ship "Rhodesia," reports that about
10:30 o'clock on Tuesday morning, Octo¬
ber 3rd, In latitude 32.48 North, longi¬
tude 77.33 West, he passed the derelict
three-masted schooner "Carrie A.
Lane."

2. The captain of the schooner, his
wife and crew of eight men were all
huddled together on the deck-house on
the schooner. A life-boat was sent out
from the British steamship "Rhodesia,"
in charge of Chief Officer Jewell, and
they were all taken on board the Brit¬
ish ship arid brought Into Norfolk this
morning. In the attempt to hoist the
llfc-bont to the deck, after the party
had been rescued. It was smashed by
the heavy rolling sea and lost.

3. Captain Bates snys that the wreck
of the "Carrie A. Lane" Is right in the
track of vessels plying along the coast,
and Is very dangerous to navlgagtion.

ARRIVAL AT NORFOLK.
The British steamship Rhodesia, Cap¬

tain Bate, arrived at Lambert's Point
from New Orleans, cargo lndeni for
Hamburg, and bunkered. On board
were Captain J. F. Skolfleld and his
wife, of Bath, Me.; Mate C. Van Llpe-
noy, of Philadelphia; Second Mate John
Shore, of Baltimore; Engineer P. A.
Kceler, of Baltimore; Steward C. E.
Jones, colored, of Baltimore, and Sea¬
men George .Dolman, Ernest Johnson,
Joe Lopa and Charley Albert, all col¬
ored, of Baltimore, being the-officers
and crew of the ill-fated schooner Car¬
rie A. Lane, an 800 ton three-masted
vessol, hailing from Bath, Me., owned
by W. D. Sewall, and lumber laden
from Appnlachlcola, Florida, to Noaxik,
Connecticut.

THE VOYAGE.
Captain Skolfleld nnd his wife, fol¬

lowed by the crew, made their way to
J. M. Jordnn & Co.'s store at Main
Royal Corner, and there the marine re¬
porter of the Vlrginlan-Pilot found
them and to him the Captain and En¬
gineer told the following story, which
is one of almost incredible hardship:
Tuesday, September 10th, the Lane

set sail from Appnlachlcola, with hold
nnd deck load of lumber, the weather
fair and moderate. Tuesday, the 2Gth,
when off the north of Tortugas, she
met a northeast gale which soon de¬
veloped Into a living gale, and she was
compelled to double reef and flnnlly to
heave to under double reef mainsail and
storm trysail on.her mizzen mast. At
10 p. m. that night she wore ship and
stood in on the starboard tack until
Sunday at daybreak, when she again
hove to. At 8 a, m. the crew stowed
away the mainsail and laid to under
storm try-sail.

A FIGHT FOR LIFE.
The vessel fell In the trough of the

sea and shipped an immense sea, which
threw her on her beam ends and shift¬
ed her cargo nnd deck load to leeward,
causing her to leak badly. The crew
rwere put at the pumps, with two feet
of water in the hold and making free¬
ly, while the trysail was tnken in and
the ship put before the wind to right
her, but to no effect, it was the Cap¬
tain's intent at this time to run Into
'Charleston and anchor. It was found
this could not. be done, however. The
engineer tried the steam wrurRTng
pump, but It was out of order and af¬
ter working two hours to repair It, It
still refused to suck water. Dining this
time the vessel had steered about GO
miles west by south and west, south¬
west. She then had 714 feet of water
forward and S feet aft.
At 9:30 p. m. she went on her beam

ends again, lining the cabin and
smashing the boats, thus cutting off
escape by them. Tiie main and mizzen
masts were then cut away and she
righted. It was attempted to get near
shore with the foremast, but at 10
o'clock she went over again and the
foremast was then cut away. The miz¬
zen mast had broken off fifteen feet
above the-deck and sit midnight the
captain lashed Iiis wife to this stumpand the men lashed themselves to the
rail to prevent going overboard. The
awful seas caused the deck-load to
break and thus lightened her a bit.

PASSED THEM BY.
All hands then burnt torches. About
2:30 a. m. a steamer's lights were sight¬
ed. The stars and stripes had been
set union-down, the national distress
signal; and this steamer bore down on
her until near enough for the crew to
see her red and green lights nnd sa¬
loon lights, she being. It Is thought by
the crew, a passenger boat. Her saloon
wan plainly visible, as also her two
smokestacks and general rig, and the
distress signal must have been plain¬
ly visible In the glare of the torches.
She, however, passed on her way and
left them to themselves. Several of the
ollieers say they will hunt, her down
and give her name when found,

A LINGERING HOPE. ;
They kept torches burning all night,

but saw no more vessels. The seas
were by this lime continually breaking
over them and tearing the vessel to
pieces beneath them. Provisions wore
scarce and wate r there was none save
In the steam boiler, as It was Impossi¬
ble to get forward to get any und the
casks aft had been washed away. One
one-pound can of porncd beef was
divided nmong, the ten and a few cocoa-
nuts found In the cabin furnluhed
milk to drink.

s A SAIL SIGHTED.
A, Monday night at sundown n sail was
'sighted to southward and in answer tosignals she camo» within two hundred
yards and waved the Spanish Hag. She
was a small brig. She kept away about
a duorler mile to windward and laid
to to wait till daylight, signalling she
would stand by to rescue,. but during
the night the tremendous wind and
seas must have drdven her out of sight.

for when Tuesday morning came she
had disappeared. That morning theytried to clear away the deck-load, but
were too weak ami exhausted. Theyhad to clear the cabin of the grindingwreckage, however, as the top of thecabin was all they had between themand eternity.

TUB RESCUE.
At 0:30 a. m. Tuesday they slchted

the Rhodesia and she bore down on
the wreck, passing the stern, and
shouted they -would slack a boat down
to windward, which they did, and af¬
ter the getting the painters aboard
they lay off about ten yards and hove
life-lines to the wrecked crew. Each
made one fast about him, jumped over¬
board and was hauled into the boat.
The 6eas were very high ami after the
Lane's crew had been hauled aboard
the steamer by life lines and the life¬
boat crew followed the Kreat seas
stove the life-boat to fragments before
It could be hauled aboard.

THE LIFE-BOAT'S CREW.
The crew of the life-boat, to whom

all honor is due for bravery and hu¬
manity, were as follows: Executive
Officer L. Jewell, Ship's Carpenter H.
Brlnton and Seamen A. Moore, F. Hall,
C. Carlson and W. Scarborough. These
men deserve a medal or recognition and'
the crew of the Lane, are determined
they shall have a Hag from them and
theiir friends for their gallantry.
On board the Rhodesia, captain,

olllcers and men vied with each other
In courtesies to the wrecked crew and
lent them clothing freely, as well ns
caring for their Inner-man In most
hospitable manner. By the smashing
of the life-boat everything the then
and Mrs. Skollleld possessed, save the
clothes they wore, was lost, ond they
all agree that the comparls/fci of ac¬
tion between the Rhodesia's men and
those of the unknown steamer which
deserted them shows the latter In un¬
enviable light.
Here the wants of the officers and

crew were cared for and last night they
left for Baltimore. Their farewell to
the Rhodesia was a warm one and they
could not say enough of their appre¬
ciation of her kindly enptain and crew.
Captain and Mrs. Skolfleld spent

most of yesterday with Mrs. Norman
Davis, 24 Randolph street.
