FITZ LEE AND CUBA.

HE DISCUSSES CONDITIONS IN7
THE ISLAND.

{By Telegraph to Virgintan-Pllot.) i

New York, Nov. §—"The future of
Cuba” is a paper by Major General
Fltzhugh Lee which will appear In the
Independent to-morrow, as follows:

“When will the Unlted States evao-
uate Cuba? That is a question I am
very frequently asked, and 1 suppose
It Is natural for people to suppose thot
from my peculiar facilitles for observa-
tion in the island, I nyight have some
knowledge, or at least some opinion
about it,

“Nevertheless, I have no such knowl-
cdge and no such opinion. With the
very best of will .on the part of our
Government, a desire to keep Its
pledges and leave the inhabitants of
Cuba to enfoy thelr Independence in
their own way, there are many difficul-
tiea In the way of withdrawal, and
whether or not we have In the last six
months made progress toward the end,
L am unable to say.

CONDITIONS ARE IMPROVING.

“Yet I can say that during the last
sIx months erime has deeréased and
npeace and prosperity are spreading or
reviving in n great measure, This,
however, seems attributable. to the
presence of the United Stutes troops,
whom the chief property holders and
conservalive business men Inslst must
stuy. The Cubnns themselves seem o
be very much divided In opinion as
to what ought to be done. Some want
an independent republie Immediatély.
Others Insist that Cuba should be an-
nexed to the Unlted States, nnd great
numbers of olhers seen to have no
positive opinlons concerning the path
their country should pursue. There s,
of course, on Lthe part of o majority,
lack of understanding of the difficul-
ties of sclf-government.

THE CENSUS.

“At present the census is belng taken
In Cuba, and for the first time we shall
have an accurate and relinble enumer-
atlon. When that has been finlshed,
the experiment of free government by
Cubans for Cubans will, T believe, be
tried, preeisely In what locality ar In
what form 1 do not know, That is n
matter for our Government to decide,
and I have obtalned no Information
of the Intentions In the matter,

ST

“If It !s found that the Cubans can
argnnlae and maintain a government
in their Island that will nroteet life and
property, undoubtedly we shall with-
draw and allow them to go thelr way
along the path of Independence, ane-
companied by nothing more embarrass-
Ing than our very best wishes.

ALL IS NOW TENTATIVE.

“But at present.all is tentative, all
attempts at government are merely ex-
perimental, and, not being a prophet,
T am unable Lo say what the future
holds for the Pearl of tho Antllles, T
sincerely hope that it ls happiness and
prosperity In their greatest abundance
and in highest form.* ;
