THE DEWEY HOME.
ADDITIONAL PARTICULARS OFTHE TRANSFER.

(By Telegraph to Virginian-Pilot.)
Washington, Nov. 22..The deed

transferring the Dewoy home from Ad¬
miral and Mrs. Dewey to the Admiral's
son, George, wad recorded In the office
of the Recorder of Deeds to-day. A lifeinterest In the property Is reserved byAdmiral Dewey and his wife in the fol¬lowing provision:
"Subject, however, to this expressreservation, thut the parties of the first

part do hereby expressly reserve tothemselves and to each of them, duringund for the period of their natural livesrespectively, a life interest In and tothe premises herein described, whichlife interest in case of the death oteither of the -partioo to revert to tire-other." f

The instrument bears date o£ Novem¬ber 14, the same date borne by thodeeds from Admiral Dewey to Lieuten¬ant Crawford, and from LieutenantCrawford to Mrs. Dewey.
An Interesting feature In connectionwith the three Dewey deeds now on tilewith the Recorder of Deeds was notedthis afternoon. The first deed filed,that by which George Dewey et ux.transfers the Rhode Island avenue pro¬perty to John W. Crawford, althoughdated November 14, was not acknowl¬

edged before a notary public until the
lGth instant.
The second deed, by which Crawford

transferred the property to Mrs. Deweyand the third deed recorded to-day, bywhich George Dewey and Mrs. Deweyturn over the title to George G. Dewey,
were both, according to the dates as setforth In the papers, acknowledged the
14th instant. In other words it would
seem that Crawford transferred tho
property to Mrs. Dewey, and the latter
in turn to George G. Dewey, two daysbefore Admiral Dewey transferred the
title to Crawford.
