THE CORONER'S JURY.
.Yesterday morning Justice Buntinghad the following jury summoned to

hold an inquest over the body of David
Ross, who was shot and killed bv
Mr. Charles F. Harner at Pinner's
Point Friday, night, particulars of
which were published yesterday: B. P.
Cattenhead. H. A. Mosely, J. H. Bar¬
rett, Jr., J. c. Smith, J. C. Pnrron,
and A. P. Harrell. Aftea being "sworn,
the following witnesses were exam¬
ined: J. V. Wilson, the only witness
who saw the shooting, was sworn,
and said that he entered the ofllcc of
Mr. Harper and heard Mr. Ross abus¬
ing Mr. Harper and threatening to
kill him. Ross put his hand towards
Harper, but the latter kept him oft
with his right hand, drawing the
pistol with his right. Harper fired
three shots. The first while Ross was
facing him. The third shot was lired
while Ross -was leaving the oflice and
had his back turned.
R. Bost was the next .witness. Said

he lived across the street with a Mr.
Mallery, where Ross did. He heard
two shots almost simultaneously A
moment later he heard the third shot.
He w.cnt to the door and saw Ross
coming across the street and heard
Harper say, "You must not come in
here." He then hurried, to Ross, ask¬
ing him If ho was shot, to which he
replied, "Yes, I believe I am done for."
He assisted him Into Mallory's house.
He only lived a few minutes.
This about closed the testimony.

The jury then returned a verdict that
the deceased came to this deatli from
a pistol shot in the hands of C. F.
Harper.
Mr. Harper was released on jr.,000

bail. His hondsnnen were J. D. 13111-
soly, J. S. Crawford, Dr. V. G. Cul-
pepper, John It, Watson, A. J. Phillips
and T. J. Wood. On advice of his at¬
torney, Mr. Harper declined to make
any statement before the Judge, and
has preserved the same silence to-day.
Ross, the man slain., was a Canadian

of good family. He was about 35
years of age. He leaves a family.
An autopsy' was held yesterday by

Drs..Hancock and Holladay, who told
the coroner's jury that two sho-.s
struck Ross, one In the breast and
reaching jio vital point, the other in
the left Side. This bullet entered at
the ninth rib, passed through the
liver and Imbedded itself in the ninth
rib on the riirht side. Death was
caused by hemorrhage of the liver in
the opinion of the doctors. The wound
in the breast was first inflicted. Mr.
Harper did not attend the inquest, al¬
though he was represented by Captain
John W. Happer and Theodore J.
Wool.

INTERESTING DATA.

Furnished By Postmaster Burroughs In
the Interest of a Public Building

For Portsmouth.
That the people of this city are deep¬

ly Interested In every effort that has
been made in the past to secure a pub¬
lic building here needs no special, com«
ment at this time. Everyone, without
an exception, who has the welfare of
Portsmouth at heart would be highly
gratified to see the efforts that have
been, and are now being, made bloom
into the real thing. And, indeed, It
would not be at all surprising if their
fondest hopes were not fully realized
before the close of the year 1900. A
bill has been introduced In Congress by
Hon. \V. A. Young for the erection of
a public building here, which has the
support of many of the AVestern, as well
as a large number of the Southern,
members of the House. Everything
seems now favorable for the passage of
this bill at the present session of Con¬
gress. Many of our leading citizens
and business men have been using their
best efforts for some time In this di¬
rection, but made little or no progress.
The matter has also been given consid¬
erable attention by Postmaster S. L.
Burroughs, who Is thoroughly In sym¬
pathy with the move, as a public build¬
ing here would give him better nnd
more commodious quarters for the ac¬
commodation of the rapidly growing
postal business In this section. Mr.
Burroughs has been diligently at work
among his Congressional friends for
some time, each of whom have prom¬
ised him their support when the .mat¬
ter comes up for action in the House,
and in this connection the supervising
architect of the Treasury Department
at Washington addressed a letter to
Mr. Burroughs a few days since re¬

questing that he furnish the Depart¬
ment with such Information as would
be of interest to the Committee on Pub¬
lic Buildings and Grounds, so that they
might see tho needs for such a building
ns contemplated In the measure now

pending boföre the House. He also
gives some very important data as to
the growth nnd population of the city,
with "an estimated increase, as well as
Its jirospective commercial advance¬
ment for the next decade. The follow¬
ing statement has been prepared, giv¬
ing complete data relative to the pos¬
tal business of Portsmouth:
