COUNTER PROPOSITION
Submitted by Executive Commit¬
tee Regarding a Council Primary
Action Upon Good Government League's

Bequest Last Nlglit.Tho League Ad-

Iiores to Its Proposition far u Day Pri¬

mary--To Be Submitted to t]>o Clubs»

The City Executive Committee held a

meeting last night at which the request
of the City League for Good Govern¬
ment for a day primary for the selec¬
tion of a Council ticket was again taken
up and acted uoon.
Captain W. W, Dey, the chairman of

the committee, who took a neutral posi¬
tion on the question at last week's
meeting of the committee, made a

speech last night advocating the grant¬
ing of the request embodied in the let¬
ter of Colonel Nash to the committee,
nuking that a day primary be ordered.
Ho said he believed it was to the Inter¬
est of the Democratic party of Norfolk
that this be done, and upon the com¬
mittee to pursue tills course.
Mr. Nat Dalby moved that the re¬

quest for a day primary be granted.
This was seconded by Mr. John Kelly.
Colonel Sale asked if it was intended

that tho plan of a primary recommend¬
ed by the City League for Good Gov¬
ernment be adopted in detail, and Cap¬
tain Dey replied that it would be proper
at that time simuly to pass upon tho
general proposition for a day primary.

SUBSTITUTE OFFERED.
Mr. Thomas J. Randolph offered a

substitute to Mr. Dalby's motion to the
effect that a night primary be ordered,
and that to overcome one of the objec¬
tions to this plan urged by the City
League for Good Government, namely,that of congestion at the polls, the
committee order two voting places
opened In each ward instead of one.
Mr. Oberndorfer wanted to know If

this was legal, and Mr. Randolph re¬
plied that he had carefully looked Into
the matter, and was satisfied that the
committee could order a voting place in
each precinct, the same as at a general
election. He urged the adoption of hl3
substitute, saying that he had talked
with a number of leading Democrats
who believed as he did. He laid special
emphasis upon the fact that there
would be no way of preventing illegal
voters from participating in the day
primary In the wards, as such a pri¬
mary is not legalized, save for the se¬
lection of the salaried oflicers.
Mr. Dalby nindc the point that day

primaries In the wards was at least a
fairer method than ward mass mass-
meetings.

COMPROMISE SUGGESTED.
While speaking for his substitute,

Mr. Randolph made the statement that
he had presented his plan to Colonel
Nash, who had favored It individually.
This led to a motion by Mr. Knapp,

who favored the day primary, that both
tlie plan for the day primary and that
for the night primary be submitted
to the City League for Good Govern¬
ment for an expression ns between the
two plans. He spoke for harmony, as
did several others.
Mr. R. M. Dozier wanted to know

where harmony was coming from. He
said he thought the City League for
Good Government was antagonistic to
the Democratic party.
Mr. Johnston protested against any

action whatever In regard to tho mat¬
ter at last night's meeting.
The discussion grew rather lively.

Mr. John Whltchead, who was present,
asked I he privilege of offering a sug¬
gestion, which was allowed him. He

mary also be submitted to the other
Democratic clubs of the city, as well
as the City League for Good Govern-
tnenL Mr. Knapp accepted this sug¬
gestion, and included It in his mo¬
tion.
The vote was unanimous in referring

the matter to the City League for
Good Government and the Democratic
clubs of the city.
Mr. Randolph and Colonel Sale were

appointed to convey this intelligence
to the City League for Good Govern¬
ment, then in session at the old Bap¬
tist Church, corner Cumberland and
Holt streets.

AT LOGGERHEADS.
The City League for Good Govern¬

ment did «iot receive kindly the action
of the Executive Committee, as evi¬
denced by last night's discussion of
that matter.'' The action of the com¬
mittee was conveyed to the league by
a messenger, and Colonel Nash, vacat¬
ing the chair, made a speech, taking
the committee to task for its alleged
evasion of the Issue in question. Sev¬
eral other speeches were made along
tho same Hue, and a motion was of¬
fered that the league stand by its
former action in demanding a day pri¬
mary. This was greeted with applause.
The motion was amended to the effect
that the league resolve that if a day
primary was refused; the league would
name a Council ticket to be voted for
in the general election.

POLITICAL MEETINGS,
GREAT ACTIVITY AMONG THE

DEMOCRATIC CLUBS LAST
NIGHT.

Among the clubs which held rallies
last night were the John S. Barbqur
Club, of the First Ward; the City
League for Good Government, and the
Fourth Ward Democratic Club.
The former meeting was well attend¬

ed, but brief, and several enthusiastic
speeches were made. Captain E. H.
Cunningham presided, and Mr. R. C.
McClaln acted as secretary. Messrs.
A. Marx and J... Arnold Dalby and Dr.
Macdonald were' made the speakers.
The meeting of the City League for

Good Government was one of the
largest held by that league sine its or¬
ganization. Several rousing speeches
were made, and enthusiasm ran high.

RESOLUTION.
The league voted to support In to¬

day's primary those candidates who are
In sympathy with that organization as
against those who are known to be an¬
tagonistic to it. The named of the
former were read off, and in cases
where there are too much running for
the same ollice It was announced as the
policy of the league to throw its support
to neither in particular, but support the
one who was In the second day's race.
The following resolution was

adopted:
"Whereas it appears by the evening

papers that Colonel Wm. Lamb, the
leader of one of the factions of the Re¬
publican party in this State, has un¬
dertaken to advise Democratic voters
to support Hon. C. Brooks Johnston for
re-election: therefore be it
"Resolved, That we urge upon every

Democrat to consider carefully the
source from which this advice comes
and to remember that the gentleman
who now presumes to advise them how
to vote Is not a member of our party,
and Is, therefore., not qualified to act
as its adviser in so important a mat¬
ter."
The resolution as first introduced

contained what was considered by
some ns a reflection on Colonel Lamb,
and Mr. R. W. Shultlce and others ob¬
jected to It In this form. Mr. Shultice
stated that while he differed with Col¬
onel Lamb in politics, that gentleman
had done a great deal for the advance¬
ment of the city, and he was opposed
to the league casting any reflection up¬
on him.

Purdle and Mr. G. Tayloe Gwatlöley,
and these gentlemen reported it back
in the above form.
