FIGHT TO THE DEATH.

Graphic Discription Of A Contets
Between Two Reptiles.

A King Snake Attneks And Cnnqucr9 A

Dondiy Rattlor-Tha Bosens Of A Squir¬
rel.The King's Death Grip On Tito

Throat Of Its Enemy.

If the rattlesnake is justly called the

king of America's woods and rocks, yet
his crown is not held without danger,
since he Is hunted diligently and suc¬

cessfully. His fangs are Indeed dead¬
ly, and ho wears a line suit of armor,
but the deer and tho wild hog never fall
to attack him, and he has an enemy of
his own kind still more dangerous to
him.
Snakes may be divided into three

classes. Those which are venomous,
the constrictors and those which are
neither. Unless the second of these
are wonderful for their size, they se¬
cure little of our attention, and yet
they are generally beautiful In colors,
most grai-eful in action and often
among our best friends. In Florida we
have two constructions especially no¬
ticeable.the black racer, which grows
to the length of twelve feet and makes
a business of waning on rats and other
small deer the former hates; and the
king snake, whose mission seems to be
the cterminator of tho rattler.
One day I w«w returning from a day's

hunt, at peace with the world and my¬
self, when I heard a squirrel scolding
as If he were a ward politician the
night before election. The noise he
made was so loud and Insistent that I
turned out of my way to see what
could be the matter. I found the little
fellow on the trunk of a pine about ten
feet from the ground, Jumping about as
If In convulsions. He would flourish
his tail wildly, scold 'in anger, threaten
an assault, run back a little way up the
trunk, and then return and scold again.

I looked carefully and saw that his
anger was directed at a rattlesnake
that lay colled at the fot of the tree.
The snake was compressed Into a ball,from the middle of which tta rattle
sounded continuously; its blazing little
eyes were fixed unchangingly uponthose of the squirrel. The effect, but
the eyutrrtl scolded in an ever-lasting

key- But for the hint of the squirrel's
eyes I could not have located the rat¬
tler. His color and his variegated
markings offered? but little contrast to
his surroundings. His monotone of
noise was indefinite, and to sight as
well as in sound he seemed only a
blur on the back-ground of the dark
sand on which he lay.
"Was the squirrel only curious to sat¬

isfy himself as to the character of that
strange object, or was he hypnotized? I
have often amused myself by exciting
the violent curiosity of the little animal
but never did a waving or Jumping ob¬
ject awaken such Intense and painful
emotion as he rattler always demands.
I knew what must soon follow; that
the squirrel's cries would grow weak,
that he would grow dizzy and finally
tumble from the tree, hang a moment
by one claw and then drop into the
Jawa of the living death that lay in
wait. I had raised my rlflle to save the
little fellow, when he tradegy was in¬
terrupted from another quarter.
Swift as light, a form raced on the

stage. It was clothed tn a gleaming
coat of beautiful white and black
epot3; It shifted and shone like a neck¬
lace of precious stones, and I knew the
king snake claimed a victim. The new¬
comer was smaller than the rattler; Its
ground color was a greenish gray, and
the spots scintillated In he Bunllght
which shifed down upon the scene from
rrom the tangled branches overhead-
At the first rustle of Its approach the

rattler lost all Interest in the squirrel,
which ran back into the tree. The
king snake held his head high and
raced around the rattler in a wide cir¬
cle, while the rattler tried to slink
away. The king darted for ward as If
to attack, and the rattler threw him¬
self into a coll. The klug was again
away and racing around, with a swift¬
ness the rattler seemed unable to fol¬
low with his eye. The rattler was
cowed already; his crest was lowered,his buzz, buzz was Jerky and uneven,
and altogether he presented a very dif¬
ferent appearance from the self-con¬
fident arbiter of the woods which he
had seemed when I first saw him. I
could think of nothing but some human
bully surprised In the act of torturinghis helpless victim, and suddenly com¬
pelled to face an adversary worthy of
his strength. The king snake seemed
to enjoy the situation as a cat 'does
her cruel dallying with a mouse.
Round and round wcot tho king-

snake, and the rattler followed the
movement till his neck was twisted.
Whenever it a temp-ted to turn the king
would spring forward, and it was evi¬
dent that the llrst failure of the rat¬
tler In swiftness would be the signalfor muscle to clinch with venom. The
king would race from left to right
and then reverse, and if the rattler
failed to follow, that would bo the end
of him. This happened, and I saw tho
king in the air, but could not catch the
strike, so instantaneous was It.
There was a confusion of flying pine

needles in a cloud of white dust, and I
saw that two inches of the king's co-il
was about the throat of the rattler.
Over and over they wen*, the king's
head above that of his enemy, and n
curve of his body noting as a buffer
to keep up the motion which enabled
him to take another turn and still an¬
other. And so the struggle continued,
till the rattler did not writhe freely,
and he was held as a vine wraps a tree.
When he lay still the king snnkc began
to uncoil' himself slowly, and nt every
motion of his enemy the constrictor's
folds contracted and crushed with kill¬
ing effect. Even when there was only
a quiver of the tall, the king still grip¬
ped the throat. It was plain he had a
wholesome resnect for the fangs that
were still terrible. As a lost precau¬
tion the king npnlied his nostrils del¬
icately to those of the rattler, and re¬
peated that several times, as If to de¬
tect the faintest breath. Satisfied at
last, It released Its enemy, but still
watched ready to resume 'its hold at
the slightest sign of life.
There I left him keeping grim guard

over the body of his vanquished foe.
As I turned away, the voice of the
squirrel in the tree broke out again,
saucy and defiant as it always is, but
no longer tilled with agony and terror,
as at first.

Kodak Views By the Virginian-
Pilot's Regular Correspondent.

A RIVER OF DISCUSSION.

One of tlio Feature* of tho National Capital
.A Haven of Knjoymont Knr the Ama¬
teur Photographer.Kodak Picture or

an Old Member of Congress-A Fino

Subject For a Snap Shot-Flash Light
Picture of a South Cnro-llnlau Champ
Clark's Wit.

Washington. D. C. Apr. 21..One of
the features of the Capitol is tho river
of discussion. It has its shallows, Its
depths, its eddys, and Its rapids. At
times it broadens into inlund seas, and
anon sweeps through canyons as deep
and yawning as those of the Colorado.
Its fountains are the fireside and the
school house; it Hows through the val¬
leys of popular opinion. Jn placidity it
is almost unruffled until it reacehs the
boulders of partisan conflict. They
break Its currents into eddying whirls,
creating counter currents and whirl¬
pools, until its waters surge into the
rapids leading to the sea of Congres¬
sional legislation. Here there is quite
a settlement It Is a broad and at
times an exceedingly stormy sea. It is
tho center of political commerce, and is
plied by all suits of craft. Here is a
battle-ship currying thirtecn-lnch
guns; there an armored cruiser of im¬
mense tonnage und surprising speed.
Near by you see a protected cruiser,
while gunboats and torpedo outfits are
-headed toward every point of the com¬
pass. Aside from these, dories, cat-
boats, dinghies, canoes, launches, shar¬
pies with leg-o'-mutton sails, pirogues,
With lanteen sails, and catamarans of
all sizes anil conditions ply its waters.
Disasters occur dally. Some vessels
break down by overheated bearngs and
a too rapid working of their engines;
others catch lire and explode. Cases of
spontaneous combustion are not un¬
known. Some of the ships carry flour
end other articles contraband of war,
and are haled off to Durban; others are
freighted with combustibles, unfortun¬
ately not forbidden, and ships with un¬
sheathed bottoms are sometimes im¬
paled on sunken rocks. And there are
sold to be piratical craft upon this
Congressional sea.real old-time buc¬
caneers such as hovered over the Span¬
ish main, and rendezvoused In the Isle
of Pines In the seventeen century.
All these and far more arc entertain¬

ing features of the river of discussion,
K flows through a charming country.
The scenery is beautiful and at times
sublime. It alternates from pastoral
simplicity to towering heights of gran¬
deur. In the valleys the sun writes It¬
self In shadows over the sparkling wa¬
ter. In the gorges the shrill cry of the
eagle and the everlasting roar of the
cataract are heard. The waters How as
If they did not know the road. The
banks are eternully crumbling, and
there is many a sawyer In the channel.
From the Congressional Sea the riverflows by a hundred channels Ihtd the

great Presidential gulf, through jettiesof greed and rapacity constructed by
ihr- wealthy and powerful at the ex-
\« us.; of the people. There Is always a
great freshet on the year of the Presi¬
dential election. The bottoms are flood¬
ed for miles on either side. Barns, fen¬
ces, chicken-coops, pig-styes, and much
other less valuable material are swept
nway. The blue hills of popular favor,
however, remain on the horizon, a safe
refuge from those who tlee from the
fury of the llootl.

The banks of (he stream are a haven
of enjoyment for the amateur photo¬grapher. He revels in Its beauty, niul
Iiis kodak Is busy at all hours, day
or night. He is not beyond indulgingin flash-lght pictures. The protographs
are so varied thin tlioy nr.. mm-., linn
entertaining. Here Is u pat illustration
taken by a kodak during the discussion
on the financial bill. The Hon. J. H.Stephens, of Yernon, Tex., had the
tloor. He represents a district largerthan England, He was discussing the
economic features of the measure.

constituents toward their Congress¬
man. After a campaign speech one
night, he says, he met an old and feeble
constituent outside of the hall. He
stopped and congratulated him on his
ability to be out, and was staggered to
hear him reply:
"Yes. Congressman, I made up mymind I would hear your speech to-nightif it killed me."

There Is also a fine kodak picture of
Samuel W. T. Lnnham, of Wetherford,Texas. L,anham is an old member,with a Silas Wright face. Ho was bit¬
terly opposed to the swearing In of
ßrlghnm H. Roberts. "Suppose," said
he, "that there had been an election in
our alleged antipodal possessions, the
Philippine Islands, to select a delegate
to Congress, and that, coming with a
certificate of election Issued by the
pro-Consul, or whoever might be tlie
proper party to sign a commission,there should appear.

The Sultan of Jolo,
Fresh from his seraglio,
Hailing from the archipelago,
Claiming an Imperium in imperlo.Accompanied by his chief dato,
Armed with his bolo,

and demand that he ho «worn In as a
Territorial Delegate, should we not ex¬
clude him if the facts which have been

the minority, perhaps, the proper pro¬
cedure would be to say to him, "will
your royal highness kindly come down

to tho bar of the House and have theoath administered?" and then kirk htm
out. Under our theory we would toyto him at the threshold, "Thou keeperof an Oriental harem, avaunt and quit
our sight."
South Carolina statesmen are usuallyfine food for kodaks. Here i<s one taken

of Senator Hen Tillman. He Is not us¬
ually considered as either ornate or
classic, but it would be hard to paral¬lel his allusion to the speech of Sen¬
ator Beverldge on the Philippine ques¬
tion. "I beg you to remember," Till¬
man said, "that the Senator from In¬
diana did not trust that marvelous
memory of his. because we all know, at
least those who have made speeches.
and we sometimes talk ourselves.that
those (lowing periods and those beau¬
tiful sentences and that rhetorical love¬
liness and finish and glitter did not
come from any well in which he «ran dip
a bucket and draw It out at will."
No finer subject for a snap shot ex¬

ists than Joseph C. Sibley. of Pennsyl¬
vania. Politically he wears a coat of
many colors, but he is always an Inter¬
esting figure, coat or no coat. His
speeches nre refulgent with variegating
colors, and at times have a shimmering
brightness which makes it diillcull to
understand them. In some remarks on
territorial expansion, Mr. Cochran, of
Missouri, who claims to know some¬
thing about the business, asked Sibley
if he thought the Philippine Islands
were susceptible to American immigra¬
tion, i"I want to tell you a story." Sibley
replied. "It seems to me that you gen¬
tlemen are like an old main who lived
ill) in the country at the time they
built the Allegheny Vulley Railroad.
Ih- had some Hat land In a valley where
they wanted to build the road. Never
having seen a railroad, he was opposed
to it. Under the right of emi¬
nent domain they built the road.
After it was built ho and his
wife concluded that they would
go to the top of the hill and see the
train go across. They rea-chod the top
Just as a long freight train came
around the curve and swept down the
valley. They watched it tintil It went
out of sight. Then his wife turned to
him and said: 'Well, Joslah, it didn't

do any harm.'
" 'That's nil right. Maria,' he replied.

'She went endwise this time, but the
next time she may come sldewlse and
there won't be a crap left In the whole
wire-grass region."
"Von people," shouted Sibley, -waving

his hand toward the minority, "are
afraid that the next time It Is going
to come sldewlse, but It isn't. It's going
to come endwise. Just as it has always
done."
By way of putting a nub on tho

speech, Sibley snld: "Primitive man
lived In caverns, clothed himself In
skins, and ato his meat raw, squatting
on his haunches, and there has never
occurred a. «hange for the higher and
better forms of life without arousing
the hostility of some old moss-back
conservative hunker, who will prate of
i'li.;- fairer and better days of old,
when their grandfathers swung by
their tails from the limbs of the trees
in the forests primeval."

While Mr. Sibley was making his
speech Prof. W. Jasper Talbert, of
Parksvllle, S. C. turned his kodak upon
tin- great Pennsylvania!!. He develop¬ed the picture without going into a
dark room, and exhibited It tu the
House In a pension discussion a day
or two afterward. Talbert was Insist¬
ing upon a stl ie: scrutiny of each Pen¬
sion bill with a view of squeezing out
those not really entitled to pensions.Mr. Sibley was annoying him by ob¬jections and noints of order. It was
then that Talbert began to exhibit the
productions of his kodak. Mr. Sibleysaid that it cist $7..">00 an hour to run
Die House »f Representative* Ho ad¬ded thai even his friend from South
Carolina would admit that in the lastfew years he had used so much of the
time of the House in opposing leglsla-tioo that the -cost of the time wouldhave paid every pension bill that hadbeen before the House this session.
Talbert replied: "My friend yonder

goes out of one place and Into another
so often that I cannot follow him."
A moment afterward, when he had

called for tho reading of a report and
Mr. Sibley had objected, Talbert said:
"I hope this House has not arrived

at that understanding, or tit that point,
where they want to stille free speech,where they want to gag anybody, es¬
pecially my distinguished, smooth¬
faced ch-.inielon from Pennsylvania, co¬
quetting with silver and gold with the
facile ease of an agile acrobat."
When this picture was shown the

whole House burst into uncontrollable
laughter.

About this time William Neville, who
Iis the successor of Judsio Green, of
Nebraska, asked Mr. Talbert why-he did not make the point of no quo¬
rum when other than pension busi¬
ness was being considered.
"if the gentleman will sit down and

be easy, and let his hair grow, I will
tell him why I do It," Prof, Talbert
responded. He then said that he did
It to keep pensions from bummers, de¬
serters, and coffee coolers, and that
he was opposed to these infernal In¬
creases to men and women who had
already a competency, while old sol¬
diers wore left out without original
pensions.
Not long afterward Joseph W. Pord-

ney. of Saginaw, Mich., caught a fish-
light picture of the South Carolinian.
It was intensely characteristic. Ford-
ney. Indignant at the delay in the pen¬
sion bills, told Talbert that he would
not believe him under oath. The pro-
fessor replied that a Bible quotation
was: "A whin for the horse, a bridle
for the ass, and a rod for the fool's
back." He thought that his friend
from Michigan might be put In either
category, and added that If the gen¬
tleman meant to Imputo untruthful-
ness "to me. I hurl it back, down his
rotten throat."
Mr. Fordney returned that he was

a firm believer in the Bible. "It says
that man must be born again. When
it Is time for the gentleman from South
Carolina to be born again, I hope to
God he will be still-born."
"There Is no danger of the gentleman

from Michigan being born agaiin," ans¬
wered Talbert, "because the devil has
got him.has got a bill of sale of him
now."

Along In the third month of th« ses¬
sion some kodak fiend caught Joseph
G. Cannon._Uncle Joe was a little

frisky, and as usual, somebody' was
kicked over. He was piloting an ur-
jrent deficiency bill through the
