CITY'S BREATHINGSPOT
What Has Been Accomplished,
and What is Needed at the Park.

Sir. Vail Till nlis Sunday Concerts Should bo

Given, lint Paid for Ily tbo ltailwny-
Llglits Needed.More Money for Com¬

ing Year-What I'ark Committee Itc-

port Says.

Mr. Henry V. Vail, a re-tiring member
of the Park Committee of the Councils,
has shown n great Interest in the city
park during his Incumbency hi the
Select Council. Mr. Vail still feels
dei ply interested in this .¦breathing
place" for the people of Norfolk, and
When asked yesterday what suggestions
he would offer toward making lite park
more attractive ami popular with the
public, he referred the reporter to the
report of the Park Committee, incor-
porated in the Mayor's message only
recently Published.
Mr. Vail made a light last year fori

music at the Park. In all large .'Hies
the general public is given an oppor¬
tunity of enjoying itself on Sunday af¬
ternoons nt sacred concerts iiu the
parks. The music is free and in reach
oT the poor, as well as the well-to-do.
That is what Mr. Vail thinks is needed
most now at the Norfolk Park. lie be¬
lieves, however, that the city should not
have to pay for the music The street
railway, he says, should be glad to luce
this opportunity of drawing the pcopla
to the park, thereby Increasing its reve¬
nues.
Tli" request of the Park Committee

referred to by Mr. Vail Is the first re-'
port of Its kind ever issued in Norfolk.
The park may be said to be in its In¬
fancy. The shrubbery a; .1 young trees
that line the walks and driveways bear
witness to this fact. Put a perusal of
the committee's report, which is signed
by Messrs. Wm. P. Allen, .1. V. Kier-
nnn. 1). A. Underdown, H. V. Vail and
b. Kahn; is evidence that it is fast
growing in Importance. The report
tells of the building of a house for
Keener Smith, the removal of old nut¬
houses, the reualrs to the "Old Home¬
stead." the building of the now green-
housc, the placing- of two large iron
urns at the entrance and many other
Improvemen ts.

LIGHTS ARE NEEDED.
The need of lights In the park and

belter railroad facilities Is commented
upon. The report says that at present
th< re are no lights in the park, and con¬
sequently Hie grounds after sunset are
practically useless. With about twen¬
ty-five electric lights distributed
throughout the grounds, large numbers
of persons would visit the park in the
evening hours, especially during the hot
summer months.

MUSIC AT THE PARK.
On the subject of music In the park

the report says:
"In the latter part of last summer a

proposition was made to the Norfolk
Str< et Railway Company to hire the
Naval Post Hand for four Sunday af¬
ternoon concerts, the cost to be SMI a
concert and to be borne jointly by the
railroad and the committee. The pra»
Position wns accepted and the concerts
given. There was sonn? criticism of
the committee for agreeing to pay half
the expense when the railroad was the
sole beneficiary, but in doing so the
committee bad two objects in view.
One was to draw to the park people
w ho had never been there before and
bad no idea of what sort of place the
city ;>ark was, and the other was to
demonstrate to the railroad company
that it was greatly to its interest to
have music In the park. In both of
these objects the committee was emi¬
nently successful."
The report, in conclusions, speaks of

the lack of public spirit toward belt.Ing
to make the park attractive. Since the
report was written, however, the Vir¬
ginia Lunch Company has shown
enough public spirit to present to the
city tor the park a beautiful Mexican
fawn, which, with the few other nni-
mals alrendy bargained for. is expected
lo be the nucleus of a zoological exhi¬
bition.
