Raleigh, N. C, May 21..North Caro¬
lina will send about 300 Confederate
veterans to the Confederate Veterans
reunion at Louisville. Raleigh will send
about teii or twelve veterans, but they
¦will be accompanied by a drum corps
of ten members. About forty will go
from Kayettevllle, forty from Concord
and thirty from Durham. The other
cities and towns of the State will gone-
rally send very respectable sized dele¬
gations.
Among the Raleigh men who will go

nre: Thos. S. Kenan, A. Tt. Stronnch.,
J. S. Allen, O. R. Smith, c M. Dusbee,
R. H. Ihooks, W. II. White and W. S.
Barnes. They will leave here on the

3-.r,0 Southern train on the afternoon of
May 2Sth, and go by w ay of Knoxville.
The Courthouse in Louisville has he in

designated as headquarters for the
North Carolina delegation, tin Friday
the North Carolina headquarters' Hag,
the battle Hag of the Fiftieth North
Carolina Regiment, and the IIa;: of the
Bethel Regiment were sent to Louls-
vllle to be used at the North Carolina
headquarters, In the hall decorations
and in the processions during the re¬
union.

at the Louisville reunion on May 30th
to June 3d, probably the largest we
have ever had at any previous reunion.
